J* Births for 1948

Heart Diseaies Continue

Leading Death Cause;

Cancer Rates Second

Grand Haven, Dec. 31 — The
largest number of births for any

one year in its history predict-
ed by Dr. C D. Barrett, Jr., of
the Ottawa county health depart-

ment, for 1947, in reporting on the
state of Ottawa’s health during
the past year. There were 1,562
babies born to mothers of Ottawa
county residence during the first
eleven months. Of the 1,562 babies
born, there were 12 sets of twins
and 48 infant deaths.
Judging from the first eleven

months, the 1947 death rate will
be approximately the same as for
the preceding year, said Barrett.
Heart disease continues to lead all
other causes of death with cancer
second. Accidents, kidney disease,

premature births, diabetes, pneu-
monia, congenital malformations
and hardening of the arteries fol-
low in that order as the ten lead-

ing causes of death.
Six of the major communicable

diseases rose above the seven year

average in incidence.
The rise in whooping cough,

which stal led in 1945, is still high-
er than the seven year average
but has shown a marked reduc-
tion since last year. There have
flfeen 233 cases reported this year
compared to 408 for 1946.
At the year’s end, a measles

outbreak developed in and around
Grand Haven and Spring Lake.
During the last half of December
new cases were occurring through-
out the county at a rate of more
than 50 per week. There is a like-
lihood that 1948 will be an epi-
demic year for measles, according
to Barrett.

Tuberculosis cases jumped con-
siderably over last years low of
16, and the 27 new cases during
1947 exceeds the seven year aver-
age. Every effort is being made to
fight the spread of tuberculosis by

means of chest X-rays surveys,
tuberculin testing and X-rays of
all tuberculosis contacts and sus-
pects, chest clinics for ex-sana-
torium patients and a constant
vigilance with those patients
known to have tuberculosis.
Rheumatic fever was better re-

ported this year than ever before
which may account for the fact
<hat the 27 cases for 1947 is the
highest on record in Ottawa coun-

ty.

The ten new cases of undulant
fever is five tipies greater than
the seven year average. There is no

danger of contracting this dis-
ease if all persons drink only pas-

teurized milk and not handle do-
mestic animals infected with
Bangs disease, said Dr. Barrett.
All three cases of diphtheria oc-
curred in one family last January,
and there was no spread from this
source.

On December 24, one case of
typhoid fever was reported.
This was not a poliomyelitis

year. There were only three re-
ported cases in 1947 compared to
11 for last year. Two cases have
completely recovered and one, who
had some residual paralysis, was
discharged from the Mary Free
Bed convalescent home in Decem-
ber.

Malaria showed a decrease.
There were two cases in 1947
compared to 15 last year.
There have been no cases of

smallpox since 1940.

"indoctrinated'’ into American liv-.
ing, having associated with Am'
ericans 18 months in France and
Germany. She often palmed her-
self off as an American at Stutt-
gart. From their speech and man-
nerisms, she often was able to
pick out Southerners, Westerners
and Easterners while in Germany.
As is common to all foreigners

visiting America for the first time,
Mrs. Miles was tremendously im-
pressed with the abundance of all
goods.

Capt. Miles, who was graduated
from the University of Michigan
law school in June, 1942, was in-
ducted into the Army as a private
the following Octol>er. Later he
attended Officer Candidate sctyol
at Fort Custer and after receiv.

1945, when he
became special trial* judge advo-
cate in charge of black market
prosecution in Marseille, France
Then he was assigned to claims
investigative work in Strasbourg
w'here he met his future wife, and
in April, 1946, he became U. S.
foreign claims commissioner at
Nancy in charge of adjudication
of claims for and against the
United States in liberated coun-
tries. The area covered France,
Luxembourgh, Belgium and Hol-
land and gave the couple oppor-
tunity to travel. Miles regards
Belgium as the "hope of Europe."

In July, 1946. he became claims
commissioner for Germany and
Austria, stationed at Heidelberg,
Germany, and in June, 1947, be-
came director of U. S. claims ser-
vice for Wuerttemlx'rg-Baden, one
of the three states in the Ameri-
can occupation zone, with head-
quarters at Stuttgart. He turned
down a proposed extension to re-
main one more year.

Celebration of Holland's 100th

anniversay during 1&7 set the
stage for most of the news events

of the year, a survey of the Sen-

tinel’s eiles revealed today.

With the Centennial Commis-

sion laying plans far in advance,

the celebration was launched at

religious services Feb. 9. Nearly
all subsequent activities were in
some way related to the all-over
Centennial plans, particaularly the

Tulip Time festival in May and
the Centennial Celebration in
August.

Ties with the mother country
were materially strengthen, due
in part to a six months’ visit of
Willard C. Wichers, Tulip Time
and Centennial manager, to the
Netherlands early in the year.

The last 12 months also drew
residents a year further away
from memories and incidental in-
conveniences of World War II.
The end of sugar rationing ended
one of the last links which kept
the housewife keenly aware of
war controls. Memories were stir-
red again within the last two
months with the return of bodies
of some veterans killed overseas.

Holland, as well as other states

in this region, experienced un-
usual weather in 1947. Heavy
snows were followed by a long
cold spring, which retarded the
growth of tulips, at least two
weeks. The cold siege was broken
by a heat wave early in June.
Prolonged heat waves in August
were followed by a cold spell early
in September which developed in-
to a mild and beautiful fall, a de-
light to football fans. Cold weath-
er came to stay about the second
week in November, bringing early
snow.

Labor problems in Holland lulled
with the adoption of the Taft-
Hartley bill. A 105-day strike at
the Holland-Hitch Co. ended early
in August. The only other major
problem affecting Holland was
the two-week natoin-wide tele-
phone strike in May.
Recent preparations for build-

ing an addition to Holland hosp-
ital are the result of a lot of work
by the hospital board. Overtaxed
facilities met an all-time high
early in January with 82 patients
including 22 babies. Two weeks
later Common Council okayed a
partial addition estimated to cost
$120,000. A new estimate a few
weeks ago revealed an additional
$60,000 would be needed.
Holland firemen fought four

fires in seven days in January
They were. the Lakeview Hatch-
ery, $50,000; Ottawa Auto Sales
with four city buses lost, $75.-
000; Bohn Aluminum warehouse,
$50,000; Bob's Sport shop, $2,000.
The last fire was fought in sub-
zero temperatures. Another fire
which could have been disastrous
occurred in August with a blast
at the Texas Co. storage plant
southwest of the city.
The last few weeks has seen

installation of a new Tower clock.
Agitation for a replacement began
in June, followed by public solici-

tation in August by the Junior
Chamber of Commerce. Other
funds -were provided by Common
Council.

—A review of county highway
work in Ottawa county for the
last months follow* very closely
that of other counties in Michigan,

County Engineer Carl T. Bowen
said today.
He said transportation is one of

the most important factors in
national economy and the im-
provement and maintenance of
highways is the basis on which
that factoor of enonomy is ap-
praised Transportation must keep
pace with advancement in agri-
cultural, manufacturing, educa-
tion and social life.
Tlie review also revealed that

with the decision of the state leg-

islature not to renew the allot-
ment of1 liquor tax for improve-
ment and maintaining county
roads, the Ottawa commission is
at present in the poorest financial

condition in its history. Bowen
said unless immediate financial
aid i* available, must of the nor-
mal service will be curtailed or
abandoned.

Importance of local transporta-
tion is due to a great extent to
housing shortage in cities and a
considerable part of all rural traf-

fic is by factory workers who
live on rural highways.

Change in farming methods has
its particular demand on high-
ways, and the time when people in
rural communities depended on
horses beyond the farm gate is
history. It Is a fact that farmers
who depend on horses for farming
are getting fewer each year.
Roads which could be negotiated
by horses during the spring break-

up and through drifted snow in
winter cannot serve the cars and
trucks which supplant the horses.

For various reasons, many rural
schools have been closed and all
the children transported to a city

school or another rural district
school. Recent school legislation
has created a transportation prob-

lem for rural high school student*
to city schools. At present a map
of school bus routes Is not com-
plete, hut available information in-

dicates that 20 per cent of rural
roads are traveled by school buses.

These buses are helpless except
on roads maintained for year
around traffic.
Trucks collecting milk go prac-

tically from door to door in farm
territory instead of the old prac-

tice of picking up milk cans at
inte-rsection-s on the* main roads.
Nearly all the above* changes

and developments in rural trans-
portation have occurred since any
changes have been made in the
amount of, or method, of provid-
ing money to meet the inevitable
additional cost of the increased
service.

The only financial legislation in
the last 15 years for improve-
ment and maintaining county
roads was a temporary allotment
in 19*15 and 1946 from the "liquor
tax" which amounted to less than
$60,000,000 each year. The state
legislature did not renew this al-
lotment at the last session. All
the "weight tax" from vehicle lic-
ences Is returned to the counties.
The amount of this tax vanes with
the number of vehicles licensed.
Most people think tho amount of
money from gas tax for county
roads increases with amount of
gas used. This is not correct. The
gas tax allocated to the counties
Is a fixed amount and has been
the san.e for many years.
During 1947 28 miles of black

top roads were completed tor the
largest program of that kind to
date in this county. Only about
10 miles of road were prepared
for black top surfacing to he
placed in 1948. The contract for
reconstruction of Petty’s Bayou
bridge on the Fruitport road in
Spring Lake township was re-
cently awarded. This i.s under a
federal grant of 50 per cent and
will be begun early in the Spring
of 1948

A number of small projects that
were on fonner programs and not
carried out make up the balance
of the 1948 program. The road
commission Is at present in the
poorest financial condition in its
history. Unless immediate finan-
cial aid is available muth of its
normal service will be curtailed or

abandoned.

About two years ago, a High-
way Study commission was spon-
sored by the "Michigan Good
Roads Federation." The federation
s composed of members and di-
rectors of the State Highway de-
partment, the counties, the cities,

the Highway Users association,
and all industries allied with the
highway industry.

The committee in charge of the
study is completing the most com-
prehensive analysis ever under-
taken on such a project. Roads
and streets are classified as to
use, design standards, and method
of finance. The report will show
Michigan’s investment of 2i bil-
lion dollars of highways and
streets since 1910. It will show the.
relative value of each class of
roads and streets to the states
economy. The object of the study
s not onl^ to show the needs of

Milwaukee, Dec. 31 — About
200 ministers, educators and lay-
men attended the premiere show-
ing of the film “Beyond Our
Qwn" at Westminster Presbyter-
ian church here. This is the first
motion picture produced jointly by
Protestant denominations.

The film emphasized that fn
time of crisis an inner spiritual
strength is needed to withstand
personal misfortune. The careers
of two brothers. Peter and Bob,
are dramatized from their college
days to the turning point where
Bob forsakes a brilliant medical
future for the life of a medical
missionary in China.

Peter, a successful lawyer, is
unable to withstand the shock
caused by the death of his young
son.

he is looking for.

In explaining his philosophy to
his brother, Bob says, 'The great-
est thing you have to give is your-
self, and you can do that any-
where.”

The Protestant film commission,
sponsor of the film, belives that
movies of this type occasionally
may be used instead of sermons at
church services. The film was pro-
duced at a cost of $25,000. Other

Barrett said Immunization
against typhoid is not necessary
a* a means of protecting the pub-
lic because of measure* used to
safeguard the . public milk and
water supplies.

Kansas. Roger Bahson drew a cir-

cle with a 350-miles radius, and

the territory thus enchwed
1m called the “magic circle.'' That

fc, according to Bahson, that area

was the safest in which to invest

hie money, the one that was least

likely to go wrong regardless of
what happens to the United States
as a whole. Bahson chose 20 lianks

' in this area and invested his mon-
«y in them, rather than in banks
in the financial areas of New
York and Boston.
The Babson “magic circle’’ does

Hot enclose Michigan, but in all
probability the famous statistician
would agree that that is merely
M arbitrary matter. At least, in a
general way, leaving out the De-
troit metropolitan area. Michigan
presents about the same face to
the world the states in the “magic
otrcle” do. The chances are Bab-
•on would agree that we here in
Michigan are in a “safer'1 posi-
tk* than the people of the At-
lantia seaboard.

But f°r most P^ America
Ikes outside the country ’s “magic
drcle." The vast majority of Am-
arica's 142,000,000 people live be-

yond the circle. A preponderance
of America's wealth is concentrat-

ed in areas far distant from the
circle — in a few tiny spots like
New York City and other places
of that kind. Gearly the govern-
ment activities of America are
largely grouped in another small
»pot that is many hundreds of
miles distant from the Babson
aircle— m Washington, D. C.
Even in a spiritual sense Am-

erica displays far more life out-
side the circle, and far away from
k, than inside. American literat-
ure, for instance, is still largely

e thing of such eastern publishing
centers as New York and Boston,
not* of Chicago and Oklahoma
City. So long ago as about 1910
some Americans dreamed of the
day when what is now called Bab-
son's “magic circle'* would be the
literary center of America. But
their dream has not come true;
the literary center is still in New
York.

In nearly everything that counts

we are a lopsided country. It

would be logical to move the gov-
ernment, the financial center, the
publishing center, the national
educational activities— to move
them all to Babson' s “magic cir-
cle" instead of keeping them on
the outer circumference of the
country whore they were placed
at a time when America was a
ribbon along the Atlantic roast
instead of a continental power.
But that isn’t likely to happen
Bahson’* “magic circle” is a love-
ly dream, but it will probably re
main a dream.

The Christian ha* a book which

contains *11 the information he re-

quires in order to accept, to un-

derstand and to tell others the
work of God ia redeeming man

from destruction. If our relation
toward God and toward righteou>-
ne.ss is the supreme concern of
life, then the Bible becomes a
book we cannot neglect. It is well
for us to read good literature like
Shakespeare or Emerson, but the
Bible is more than good literature.
It deals with life itself, even with
our own life.
ITie use of th# Bible help* us to

grow in knowledge, because the
Bible is a collection of 66 books,
the most varied and venerable lit-
erature, bound together by their
having a unity that springs from
being the history of Gods revela-
tion to man and mans gradual
understanding of God and Hus way
of life. They were written dur- 1

ing many centuries by many writ-
ers -chroniclers. prophets, philoso-

phers. apostles and laymen.
These books of the Bible which

were written centuries apart make
up a library representing different

stages of religious development.
One may have glimpses of other
religious books, such as the Kor-
an of the Moslem or the Vedas of
the Buddhist, only make more ap-
parent the superiority ol the
Scripture and the fact that it us
inspired of God.

The Bible is a profitable book.
That is what Paul wrote to Tim-
othy. The Bible us profitable for
doctrine, for reproof, for correc-

tion, for instruction in righteous-

ness. Now any book that in-
struct* us in these matters is a
profitable volume. The Bible is
just that, and it is a pity that
any of us should get any other im-

pression about it. But we shall
never find that out for ourselves
unless we learn to read it, read
it often and read it carefully.
Many great men have told us how
much this 6ook has meant to
them. They have attributed their
interest to the fact that they stu*

died the Bible earnestly and tried
to find out its deepest meaning.
The general practice of using this
book will give us a new genera-
tion and begin the making of a
new world. Toward that goal we
must strive.
The Bible is the medium

through which the message of God
is to be give* to men. We should
be concerned with the regular
study of it in our worship service*.

Instead of preaching about the
Bible we must open the book and
preach it* message to all who ai'e
at hand. The best method of pre-
senting the message of the Word
is by means of exposition. By that
is meant a method to simply ex-
pose the meaning of the Scripture.
While this is the most difficult
method of preaching, yet it in-
forrrte as of the contents of the
book and of what value is the
book unless we learn its message?
To thu* present the Bible in ex-
position means that we simply let
God speak to us without trying to
change the meaning of the mes-
sage.

We ought to have a reverence
for the teachings in the Bible.
Since the New Testament is to be
used as our source book in matters

of Christian doctrine, we should
be able to locate the necessary
passages pertaining to such doc-
trine. This may result in a mark-
ing of the Scripture so that one
will know where to find any par-
ticular passage that he may de-
sire to use. In approaching an-
other person with the Scriptures
let the Bible speak for itself. It
is plain enough so that unpre-
judiced follf will have no difficulty
in determining its meaning.

If anyone thinks that the Bible
is out of date and not applicable
or effective in our day, he is cer-
tainly mistaken. It meets the
needs of the modern age. and of
modem youth in particular the
same as it did our parents and
grandparents. Christianity, to ac-

complish its purpose must become
a personal matter. The live* we
live after eon version we live to
God personally, not through some
one else. In the light of this fact

it is not astonishing that the Bible,

from which we gain knowledge
concerning salvation, .should be
made a personal guide, and that
it should bring to each one of as
a ppr.-onal challenge to do greater

service for the Master.

The Bible is inspired. There is
something about this book that
does not belong to any other vol-
ume. It is God’s word. Through it
He speaks to as. He guided the
men who wrote its many parks.
He saw to it that there was in-
cluded in it what was best for the
human family. It is not a volume
that seeks to answer all the ques-
tions we can ask. It is a book that
is intended to make us think. We
are not simply to say, “I believe
it.” without knowing what it talks
about. .

God intended that we should
know as much of it a« we can,
that we should feel that it was
written for each of us personally,

that it is God’s own message to
us. The Old Testament was writ-
ten in Hebrew and the New Test-
ament in Greek. These hdve both
been translated into something
like one thousand languages so
that almost everybody in the
world at the present time can read

Die Bible in a . language he un-
derstands.

We ought to study the Bible a*
we do any other book. Not ail its
truth lie* on the surface. Most
knowledge is acquired through
hard work. It J* no easier to mas-
ter it* contents than it is con-
tent* of any -other book. With-
out work tfcaro is no reward; God

may be known through Hi* word,
but that may conceal Its truth as
well as reveal it. Whether its
treasure is unlocked or not dt-
pends on as.

Allegan Group Honors

Retiring Circuit Judge
Allegan county attorneys paid

tribute to Circuit Judge Fred T.

Miles at a "coffee" session Fri-

day afternoon in the supervis-
ors’ room of the Allegan County
court house, attended by county
officers and court house employes.

The judge, who bows out Thurs-
day after 18 years of service on
the iiench in the Ottawa-Allegan
circuit, was the main subject of
speeches by Harry Pell, Ethol
Stone and Chester Ray, Allegan
attorneys, as well as by Court Re-
porter Dan Vander Werf, describ-
ed by the judge as "our prize
speaker."

Judge Miles responded and his
successor, RaymcMd L. Smith, also
gave a brief statement.
The judge was presented with

an electric desk clock and a desk
lamp, the latter “in order that he
may get more light on the opin-
ions of his successor.”
In severing connections. Judge

Miles said. "I have worked with
the people of these court houses
for 18 years, and I love them. I
admit it is most difficult to sever
the pleasant relationship I've en-

joyed with them and with our at-
torneys. I ve been around, and
there are no better nor more able
attorneys in the state than in
these two counties.”
In his long career, Judge Miles

is perhaps best known throughout
Michigan for his policy of visiting
men he sent to prison. He startled
other jurists when he started his
visits to Jackson prison to person-
ally interview such persons to see
whether it served the purposes of
society to keep them there any
longer. He often was criticized
for the many probations he made,
hut points with pride to his re-
cord of only 63 revocations in
more than 800 probations.
Judge Miles, who went only

through the eighth grade and be-
came a "mail order attorney." was
born in Ottawa county April 8.
1877. and spent his early life in the

woods and on the farm. Starting
In 1899. he taught rural school six

years, and during the latter three
years studied law in a correspond-
ence course. He was admitted to
the bar in 1905. He served as just-
ice of the peace, Ottawa Circuit
Court commissioner, and county
prosecuting attorney before he
became circuit judge.

University of Michigan hospital
at Ann Arbor, seven in Muskegon
county sanatorium and threa in
Sunshine sanatorium at Grand
Rapids according to Austin E.
Brenneman, State, TB public rela-
tions director. *
Three of these sanatorium* pro-

vide vocational training in draft-

ing, sewing, photography, watch
repairing and correspondence
courses. This program is being in-
itiated in another sanatorium. It
should be in all TB aanatoriums,
said Brenneman.
The Ottawa county health de-

partment received 1,767 pieces of
literature and 416 posters were
mailed to schools the past year.
Abstracts of important TB ad-

vances are regularly sent to all
doctors of medicine. Industrial
firms get posters.

During the last month, the
Michigan TB case finding unit was
in# Ottawa county 20 days plan-
ning for the mobile X-ray units
which are scheduled for Ottawa
county in January, according to
Brenneman.
The Michigan Tuberculosis as-

sociation has initiated research
work and helped promote legis-
lation for cost-free TB sanator-
ium treatment.

Navy Announces New

Program for Students

Starting on New Year’s Day,
high school graduates will be per-

mitted to select the Navy trade
school they wish to attend before
actually enlisting, it was announc-
ed today by chief Henry J. Blok
of the Navy recruiting office, Post
office building.

The Navy’s new policy, which
becomes effective on Jan. 1 1948,
is in marked contrast with that
followed previously. Under a new
policy, each high school 'graduate,

who is physically fit and attains
a standard score on the Navy’s
routine mental examinations,' may
select the trade school he wishes
to attend before he actually en-
lists. with the assurance that he
will be assigned to that school im-

To Switzerland

Becoming Scarce

New Money Rule Halts

Visitors hom England;

Americans Being Lirtd

By Robert Ball

Lugano. Switzerland — Here in
Lugano, • in the part of Switzer-

land south of the Gotthard Past,

where the sunshine lasts all win-
ter, I’ve been talking with a few
hardy Britishers who were will-
ing to come to Switzerland in
spite of the government ruling
that only the equivalent of $150
dollars can be taken out of Bri-
tain. That amount of money would
just about cover transportation,
but for a clever scheme worked
out by the English travel agencies.

Under this, all the costs of tram-
portation are legally paid in Eng-
land, leaving the $150 for, hotels,
food, and postcards. (Even so, the
money doesn’t last long, but this
group of Britishers, at least, are
supplementing their allowance by
disposing of cigarettes and articles

of clothing, besides living wher-
ever possible on the largesse of
continental acquaintances. Not
many Britishers are willing to re-
sort to scrounging, however, and
the former crowds of English
tourists in Switzerland have dwin-
dled down to scattered handfuls.
Mr. Churchill himself declined an
invitation from friends here on the
excuse of lack of funds and relue-
tant to accept charity.

The resulting large blank spaces
in the hotel registers have all of
Switzerland worried. Since 1700
a large section of the population
has been waxing prosperous sell-
ing scenery to the English. Other
lands supplied a share of tourists,

true, but the majority were Eng-
lish. and now they're gone.

While on the subject of high
scores this yea*, it would not be
out of place to compute Hope's
average to date. In four games
this year the sharpshooting
Dutchmen have compiled 298
points for an average of 74.5
points per game.
