Smallenburg

Will Retire

April 1

Several Reappointments

To Various Boards Are

Made by Mayor Visscher

City Council Wednesday night
accepted the resignation of Dick

Smallenburg as superintendent of

parks and cemeteries effective
April 1.

In other business Mayor Robert

Visscher reappointed several resi-

dents to various city boards.

Mayor Visscher appointed Law-

rence A. Wade and Clarence
Klaasen to three-year terms on the

planning commission and A W.
Hertel as a member of the Ottawa

County Board of Supervisors for a

four-year term.

Council appointments named
James E. Townsend and Laverne
Serne as officer members of the
Board of Review for one -year
terms and C. Wiersema as citizen

member of the Board of Review
for a three-year term, and Russell

Vande Poel to the Board of Ap-
peals for a three-year term. Coun-

cil also set salary of the Board

of Review at $12 per day.
Council accepted with regret the

resignation of Dick Smallenburg
as superintendent of parks and
cemeteries effective April 1. Smal-

lenburg's letter said he had tried

to serve Holland faithfully for the

past 30 years during which Holland

has become known far and wide as

a city of beautiful tulips and parks.

Smallenburg is 66 and is eligible
for pension on retirement.
His letter also stated that his

position as director on the Tulip
Time board also will be vacated
and a replacement should be
named by April 1. He told Council
he expected to continue to be a
resident of Holland and Council
may feel free to call on him at
any time.

west comer at Lincoln and 24th
St. to broaden a right angle curve.

The property in question was
owned by Baker Furniture Co. and

offered at the appraised price of

$557 The cost will be charged to
the Motor Vehicle highway fund.
Council granted a liquor license

to Clarence E. and Lillie Smith
who previously had held such a
license when they operated an es-
tablishment on River Ave.

The pile of goods estimated in

value at $750 to $1,000 by Sheriff

Bud Grysen, includes three rifles,
one shotgun, a rifle scope, six sets

of hunting clothes, coleman lan-
terns, field glasses, a box of am-
munition and electric train equip-

ment.

Sheriff Grysen said the cache
was found by trapper Kenneth Dyk-

stra of Bauer, near a little-used
trail on which he was driving.
Dykstra said he first noticed some
hunting hats on the side of the
road, and then uncovered the oth-

er items.

Injunction

Issued in

School Case

Allegan County School

Board Can't Transfer

Maplewood Areas

Circuit Judge Raymond L. Smith

Tuesday authorized a temporary
injunction restraining Allegan

County Board of Education from

taking any action on two new peti-

tions for property transfers from

the Maplewood School District to
the Hamilton Community School
District.

Two petitions involving more
than 800 acres of land in the
Maplewood area had been filed
Dec. 24 and 26. Much of this area
adjoins the 440 acres which the
Allegan board transferred to the

Hamilton district last Nov. 5. The

Maplewood school board immedi-
ately appealed this action to the

State Board of Education. .
The injunction enjoins the Alle-

gan County Board of Education
from making the two new transfers

or from taking any action on trans-

ferring any area within the city
of Holland to any other school dis-

trict until further order of the
court. The Allegan County Board of

Education had scheduled a meet-
ing tonight to act on transferring

the new areas.
The Maplewood School Board has

retained Gordon Cunningham to
represent it in boundary litigation.

Henry Vander Plow, member of
the Maplewood Board, signed the
Rill of complaint which was the
basis for the injunction.

Today's injunction is just one

more development in an annexa-
tion program which has been com-

plicated by many developments.
Last June 3. residents of Maple-
wood area voted to annex to the
city of Holland. The southern bor-
der of the annexed area was not
co-terminus with the school dis-
trict, and the general school pro-
gram called for disannexing some
tag ends in the school district be-

fore the school district would be

annexed to the Holland school dis-

trict.

Last fall John Schurman, who
operates a slaughterhouse, headed

a group of farmers seeking court

actyoo in having the annexation
progtaft declared unconatitutional.

This case is currently on appeal
to Michigan Supreme Court
Then in November, the Allegan

Board of Education transferred 440

acres of the Maplewood District
(400 acres inside Holland city', to

the Hamilton Community School
District. This phase has been ap-

pealed to the Stale Board of Edu-

cation.

The new move to transfer more
than 800 acres to the Hamilton
district is now delayed under terms
