The Dutch Boers in South Africa.

Writing pro and con about England’s
robbery of Dutch Colonles the Christian
Intelligencer says: ‘* But we are glad to
see this Dutch feeling taking a more pract-
ical shape than even this harmless and
wholesome badinage. The Kvening Post
publishes the following * appeal,” dated
“Caatskill, Dec. 80th,” snd signed
‘“ Diedrich Cowenhoven™:

“The recent outbreak of the Boers,
secking independence for the Transvaal,
must appeal very strongly to the sympa.
thies of those inhabitants of your city
who are descended from the ancient
Dutch of New Netherland.

““ The conduct of Great Britain In anni-
hilating the Dutch Republic in Africa is
very like the conduct of their King,
Charles Il., in regard to this very State,
when, us' New Netherland, it was subject
to the Stutes General of Holland, It will
be remembered that in 1664 Charles II.,
realizing that the jurisdiction of the
Dutch over New Netherland interfered
with the continuity of his Atluntic const
line in America, granted the whole of
what is now widely known as New York
to his brother, the Duke of York, after-
ward James 1L, This grant was without
a shadow of tight under the law of na-
tions, for the Dutch dominion here had
been distinctly ratified by his predeces-
sors.  Yet, in pursuance of this oulrage-
ous grant of a territory under the domio-
jon of o triendly nation, with whom the
English were al peace, the Duke of York
by force of arms compelled your city,
then New Amsterdusm, to suriender to
him, and thus the hatetu: domioion of the
Euglish was begun in New York.

* Cun we, the descendants of the samc
foretathers as those of the Boers, refrain
from Juining in the petition now being
signed 10 Hollaod 1mploring Mr. Glad
slone’s government to restore independ-
ence to the Buers? I trust not. 'The
Dutch in New York are yet in sympathy
with their race. 1t is ouly yesterdny thut
the Duich langunge ceased to be heard in
the churchies of Duich congregations in
communion with the Classis of Amster-
dam, und even now in our farm houses at
Cawskill, and the counties of Albany,
Rensselaer und Dutchess, the descendunts
of the Dutch of New Netherlund continue
to speuk the tongue of their forefuthers in
the sucred liturgy of hume. Duoes this
fact not appeul o persons of Dutch race
in your city, in behalf of the herves now
fighting against the tremendous power of
Great Britwin? Where are the descend
unis of the Van Rensseluers, the Van
Schaacks, the Van Dams, the Van Burens,
the Vun Benschotens, the Beekmans, the
De Peysters, the Van Cortlands, the De
Windts, the Schuylers, the Stuyvesants,
the Remsens, the Van Ripers, the Van-
pelts, the Van Santvoords and the Brinke:
hoffs, inhabitants of your city, on this
great question? Have they become so

Join in & movement to ald their Kindred?

Unul then, let
every one see what he can devise to help
the cause of freedom.”

Senator Oonger's Childhood.

There is a lady in this city who distinct-
ly remembers the circumstunces of the
birth of the Hon. Omar D. Conger, our
.next Senator from Michigan. The Rev.
Enoch Conger, an orthodox winister of
the old school, studied for the minisiry
with the Rev. Henry Chnpman, who, with
his little family, was domiciled for s few
years, from 1816 to 1819, in Mr. Chap.
man's house, in Hartwick, Otsego county,
New York, which is nine miles (rom
Cooperstown, the county seat, which Mr,
Cooger himeell claims v be his nalive
place. The infant Omar was born In this
bouse, and Mrs. Guy J. Chapman, of this
city, one of the daughters of the Rev. Mr.
Chapman, then 7 years of age, notonly
remembers the event, but recollects dis-
tinctly how the baby looked when she
first saw him, and whut he was dressed in.
Also the christening, which took place in
the house soon after.

From conversation with Mrs. Chapman,
and the reading ol articles in her posses-
sion in reference to his fulher, vur Scui -
tor's early truining was of the best, both
domestic, educativnal, and religious,
When Mr. Conger removed to Chenango
county, he established the first Eunday
school in Colambus, and for five yeurs he
was superintendent, as well as pustor, and
Omar and his sisters were reared under
just such influences during that time and
ulso ufter the fumily removed to Erie, Pa.,
1824. From Erie they removed to Huron
county, Obio, and Mr. Conger's education
was ulways under the influence of the
sirictest of religious principles, and the
most stalwart of republicanism.—Juckson
Citizena.

Michigan 8h.p Canal,

Barrie Creek, Mich., Jun, 16.—Mr.
Henry Willis, of thiscity, an iudeiatignble
advocate of the Michigan ship canal, left
to-night for Washington in the interest of
his fuvorite project, mostly to secure an
order from the war departnent for a per-
manent survey of the proposed route, lor
which an appropriation hus been wade by
the government. He estimates the cost of
the cunal at $34,700,000, and says he will
take the contract to build the cunal any
time for $3,000,000. A preliminary survey
has already been made, und a chart con-
structed showing the propused route of the
canal, the summit of which, according to
the plans for the project, will be in Liv-
ingston, Oakland, Wushtenaw, and Euton

counties. Mr. Willis cluime it is a practl-
cable and feasable scheme, and says he
will live to see the causl compieted. He
estimates that about §1,100,000 will be ex-
pended in the vicinity of Buttle Creek.
In constructing this capal, according to
the preiiminary survey, there will be a
summit level of about sixty-three miles in
length, with sixty thousand uscres of lakes
us permanent feeders lor the canal.  Mr.
Wills expects Lo secure engineers Lo com-
mense the permanent survey before sprin
and thioks the canal could be cnmplelcg
inside of turee years. He addressed a
public meeting in Kalamazoo recevily, and
Lus nroused considernble interest In the
project throughout this section,

Eggs as Food,

Eggs are an article of clieap and nu-
tritious food which we do not find on
farmers’ tables in the quantity economy
They are very convenient to

sition which too many farmers make ot
them, They probably do not fully com-
prehend how valuable eggs are as food ;
that, like milk, an egg is a completo
food in itself, containing everything
necessary for the development of a per-

. fect animal, as is manifest from the fact

that a chick is formed from it. It seems
a mystery how museles, bones, feathers,
and everything that a chick requires for

| its perfect development are made from

the yelk and white of an egg ; but such
is the fact, and it shows how complete
food anegg is, It is also easily digest-
ed, if not damaged in cooking, A raw
or soft-hoiled ogg is alwaye as easily as-
similated as is milk, and can be eaten
with impunity by children and invalids,

- The average egg weighs a thousand

grains, and is worth more as food than
s0o much beefsteak, Indeed there is no
more concentrated and nourishing food
than eggs. The albumen, oil and saline
matter are, as in milk, in the right pro-
portion for sustaining animal life, When
eggs bring no more than 20 cents

- per dozen, 1t is much better economy to

find a market for them in the family
than at the gtore, Two or three boiled
egpes, with t?m addition of a slice or two
of toast, will make a breakfast sufficient
for a man and good enough for a King.

- An ordinary hen's egg weighs from one

and a half to two ounces, a duck'’s egg
from two to three ounces, the egg of u

" sea-gull and the turkey from three to

four ounces, and the °gg of a goose from
four to six ounces, The solid matter
and the oil in the duck's egg exceed
those in a hen's egg by about one-fourth,
According to Dr, Edward 8mith, in his
treatisc on ‘‘ Foods,” an egg weighing

| an ounce and three-quarters consists of

120 grains of carbon and 18] grains of
nitrogen, or 15,25 per cent. of carbon
and 2 of nitrogen, A writer in the Sei-
entific Farmer estimates that the value
of one pound of eggs, a8 food for sus-
taining the active forces of the body, is

| to the value of one pound of lean beef as

1,584 is to 900,  As a flesh producer one
pound of eggs is about equal to one

und of beef. A hen may be calen-
ated to consnme one bushel of corn
yearly, and to lay ten dozen, or fifteen

| pounds of eggs, This is equivalent to

saying that three and one-tenth pounds
of corn will produce, when fed to a hen,
five-sixths of a pound of eggs, Pt five-
sixths of a ponnd of pork requires about
five pounds of corn for its production,
When eggs are one shilling per dozen
and pork five-pence per pound we have
a bushel of cornfed, producing ten shill-
ings’ worth of eggs and four shillings,
worth of pork. Judging from these
facts eggs must be economical in their
production and in their eating, and es-
pecially fit for the laboring man in re-
placing meat.—Provisioner,

WHILE in Grand Rapids on Tuesday,
the stock-holders of the Cappon & Bertsch
Leather Company held their annual meet-
ing, and declared another heavy dividend.

TrE proceedings of the Legislature of
last Thursday show the introduction by
Senator Farr, of Grand Haven, of his
Jjoint resolution for an anti-liquor traftic
constitutional amendment. It proposes
to add to article 4 of the constitution two
new sections numbered respectively 49
and 50—sections which may be very prop-
erly terued ironclad. Section 49 prohib-
its the manufacture or sale of spirituous,
malt or vinous liquors in the Slate, except
for mechanical, medicinal or sacramental
purposes, and declares that no property
rights in such spirituous, malt or vinous
liquors shall exist, except the right to
manufacture or sell for mechanical, me-
dicinal or sacramental purposes, under
such restrictions as may be provided by
law. Section 50 provides that any person
who shall manufacture, sell, expose for
sale or give away, or who shall have in
possession for purposes of sale or gift,
any spirituous, malt or vinous liquors, ex-
cept for mechanical, medicinal, or sacra-
mental purposes, except under such re-
sirictions ns may be provided by the law,
shall be deemed guilty of a misdemeanor,
upon conviction shall be fined not less
than §50 por more than §300, and impris-
oned not less than 40 days nor more than
six months. The joint resolution provides
that the amendmnent shall be submitted to
the people, for adoption or rejection, at
the coming spring election.

STAGE ILLUSIONS,

Many of the peculiar effects produced
apon the stage, imitating moonlight,
sunlight, thuader,™wind, rain and other
paturel phenomena, are a puzzle to those
outside of the business, How such real-
istic representations of those things as
are often witnessed upon the stage can
be made is a question that often enters
the mind of the spectator, and is seldom

_answered in a satisfactory manner. It
is always the ambition of scene painters
and stage carpenters to devise improved
methods of imiteting these things, and
hence the stage may be said to try to

bold the mirror np to nature in a ma-
terial, as well as a mornl sense. Au- |
thors, in writing plays, are always on |
the lookout for an opportunity to pro- |
duco a telling effect. The amount of |
work bestowed npen their production m |
a theater is simply astonishing to those
unacquainted with that mysterious realm |
known as ‘“ behind the scenes,” |
"Fhunder is a common stage effect, |
and is nsed with great advantige in |
many playe, In former days it was |
produced by shaking a large piece of
ghect-iron hung immediately above the '
prompter's desk. Thia contrivanee pro- |
duce({ a good imitation of sharp, rat-
tling thunder, but failed to give the dull |
voar which is always heard in storms, A
contrivance for this purpose was soon
invented.

In daylight such a scene is a
ghastly sight, Itis done in cold grays
and greens, in which Prussian blue and
burnt umber play an important part;
and the lights are put in with white

WINTER STYLES.

Miss Luoy Carter, a New York fashion
writer, writes as follows regarding the
latest styles :

Fashions which prevail in January
hold their own during the remainder of

London Fogs.

Fifty years ago, when we first bocame
acquainted with tflem, London fogs were
bad enough; but they were on a com-
parativety limited scale, They have
since attained marvelously grand dimen-
sions and intensity, according to the in-
crease of houses and population. What
wo ordinarily call London, but is more
directly styled the Metropolis, has spread

: and spread till it covers a space of about

120 square miles. In the winter months
every house has a coal fire, some of them
two, three, or four, and there are numer-
ous manufaotories and public works with
furnaces and tall chimnoys, all of which
less or more emit quantities of smoke.
This smoke mingles with what fog there
happens to be, and produces a curious
mixture, that is now only beginning to
berightly understood. Like every other
mist, the fog which rises-and is wafted
along the valley of the Thames is com-
posed of small particles of water that
ought properly to be dissipated by the
sun's heat. Only with difliculty is the
sun able to undertake the duty. The
smoke poured out from hundreds of
thousands of chimneys does not merely
mix with the fog; it coats each watery
particle with a tarry, oily film, giving 1t
an unnatural charaoter, and preserving
it, so to speak, from immediate disper-
gion. A genuine London fog, therefore,
is something more than afog. It is a
prodigiously large volume of mist, held
in a kind of thralldom by oleaginous in-
gredients floated from the tops of chim-
neys. When we say oleaginous, we, for
convenience, take the readiest word to
express a condition that would involve
some chemical explanations, which need
not be gone intd, Every one will un.
derstand that the smoke from the coal
fires somehow unites inextricably with
the particles of mist, and keeps the
whole thing hovering in a dense cloud
over the metropolis. Not ouly so; the

dingy cloud darkens and pollutes the
air, fills the streets, and to o certain ex-
tent the houses and lungs of the inhab-
itants, On such occasions the darkness

even at noon is so great that dwellings

| and places of business have to be lit

with gas as at night. As the Londan
gas is more remarkable for its volume
than its purity, it aids in deteriorating
the atmosphere during fogs, already suf-
ficiently tainted with the exhalations of
domestic sewage. At times it is as dif-
ficult to get a breath of fresh air as it is
to procure a good drink of palatuble
water.— Chambers' Journal,

footed, Heatis the complement of work
and nutrition ; and if a part of the or-
ganism is so bound that it connot work
and its supply of blood is limited, it
must be cold. The resort to stouter and
heavier olothing under such circum-
stances is simply ridiculous, Generally
it is the stockings that compress the
feet, The garter acts asa ligature, and
diminishes the blood-supply, while the
stocking itself acts as a bandage, and
impedes the circulation through the ex-
tremities.

ameliorating the disease, but preventing
it in those who are predisposed to its
atlack.
