At
that time the Michigan Gas and
Electric Co. appealed the MPSC
order in Ingham County Circuit
Court and hearings, trials, etc.
continued through 1965, 1966 and
1967.

During 1967, the American
Electric Power Co. acquired
controlling interest in the capi-
tal stock of the Michigan Gas
and Electric Co,, committing it-
self publicly to terminate legal
proceedings, to refund excess
revenues received since August,
1964, and to place into effect
the rate reductions as ordered.
according to Townsend's state-
ment.

Total dollar refund to custo- |

mers of the Michigan Gas and
Electric Co. will be $3.4 million
of which $943800 will be dis-
tributed to the Holland district,

The new rate reduction sche-
dule will resilt in a total annual
reduction in company revenues
of $1,148,132 and annual reduc-
tion in gas revenues in the Hol-
land district of $234,315.

No figures were.available on
funds expended by the city of
Holland in the rate litigation,
but City Manager Herb Holt es-
timated costs at $3,500 or some-
thing less than $1,000 a year"fqr
the five years Townsend partici-
pated in the litigation.

Townsend estimated about 90 |

per cent of ‘gas users in the
Jocal area will be eligible for
refunds. Rates for small volume
users in residential and com-
mercial classifications will re-
main unchanged. Thus, custo-
mers who use gas only for heat-
ing water probably will not
share in refunds.

Councilman Morris Peerbolt
expressed thanks to Townsend
for his efforts over the years,
and said the local area will be-
nefit about $234,000 in lower gas
rates each vear as a direct re-
sult of the commission's order.

Peerbolt oopined that the
$3,500 expended by the city of
Holland ‘'was a ‘“‘good return’!
and moved that letters of ap-
preciation be sent to the Public
Service Commission and to the
American Electric Power Co.
for bringing the matter to a
close. Council concurred.

Century Club members were
intrigued Monday night by some
startling ideas about the future
of education as presented by
Dr, Stanford Ericksen of the
University of Michigan at their
monthly meeting in the Tulip
Room of the Warm Friend
Hotel.

Professor Ericksen was well
equipped to talk about educa-
tion, as he is Professor of Psy-
chology and Director of the
Center on Learning and Teach-
ing at the University of Michi-
gan,

Representing higher educa-
tion, Dr, Ericksen kept to four
main areas in his projections:
the influence of technology, the
classroom, the faculty and the
student,

As an example of the startl-
ing developments in technology
available for education, it was
pointed out that the vast re-
sources of the University of
Michigan Library could be made
available to all Michigan citi-
zens through a computer sys-
tem set up at the U of M
Library and programmed into
the individual libraries of all
community colleges in Michi-

gan.

While the initial cost of such
automation would be very
great, money would be saved
in eliminating costly duplicating
of books and reference mater-
ials for individual colleges. By
pressing a button, a sutdent
would receive a microfilm or
other such duplicated copy of
information from the main lib-
rary. Such a project, however,
requires state legislation and
cooperation among all Michigan
colleges and Dr. Ericksen re-
ferred to his membership in a
recently formed lobbying group,
MERIT, for cooperation among
colleges on the technological
level. Grand Valley State Col-
lege was cited as an example of
the trend for small colleges to
have fully automated study
areas with electric typewriters,
“dial-a-lecture” on tapes, and
closed-circuit television,

What about the classroom and
the teacher? Dr. Erickson was
emphatic in his statements that
both are still needed — even
more—but that their functions
would be different under pro-
grammed learning. The college
classroom must become a Sem-
inar where students meet to-
gether to discuss and to eval-
uate the fact - finding of their

college teacher leads, guides,
and provokes evaluation of
ideas. As he said, “here the
Professor really has to earn his
pay!"

Scout Council Begins Drive
For Camp Development Fund

GRAND RAPIDS The

Grand Valley Council, Boy
Scouts of America began a
$503,000 Camp Development
Campaign Thursday which will
continue through June 1.
A 1,040 acre tract of land sure
rounding Tubbs Lake in southe
eastern Osceola County will be-
come the Council’s new reserva-
tion. Four camps will be cone
structed within the area to ser-
vice the burgeonthg Scout m)pu-
lation. All of the camps will be
serviced by a central headquar-
ters facility. This will eliminate
duplication of camping facilities
and mean a substantial savings
to the Council,

The Council has been opera-
ting two camps in an effort to
accommodate Scouts in the
seven county service area. The
300 acre Camp Shawondossee,
which is located five miles south
of Whithall, has for many years
been too small to meet the
growing demands. Camp Ot
tawa, a 40 acre camp on M6 in
Newaygo, 45 miles from Shaw-
ondossee has been leased from
Consumers Power Co. This too,
has been inadequate to meegt the
demands. The costs of opera:
ting the dual facilities have been
a financial burden to the lzand
Valley Council for many years.

Scout officials claim that one
large Scout reservation will cut
costs after the initial invests
ment and will accommodate the
growing number of Scouts for at
least 30 years. Statistics demon-
strate how the membership has
increased over the years, while
the number of campers has re
mained almost static.

“SEVEN MINUTES TO
MIDNIGHT”

The capture of the Ameyican
Ship Pueblo is certainly the
kind of situation that might
bring more cold war into a
reality. It will take a great deal
of restraint for the President to
use every possible diplomatic
means at his control. A nation
can easily be inflamed to the
breaking point, especially when
it feels its honor and men are
at stake. .

We were reminded of the
world’s precarious position by
two incidents, the one, of course,
was the capture of the Pueblo.
The other was a clock on the
Bulletin of the Atomic Scientists.
On the cover of the January
issue, the editors moved the
hands of the doomsday clock to
seven minutes to midnight.

In 19049 the clock was set at
three minutes to 12. This was
the time the Russians exploded
their first bomb. Since that time
the clock has been moved back-

‘wards and forward, once stand-

ing at two minutes to midnight
in 1963, when both the United
States and the Soviet Union pro-
duced hydrogen bombs. But this
was the first move forward
since 1953, and says that the
atomic scientists believe the sit-
uation is again deteriorating
and it is not a comforting sit-
uation,

A short time ago, it was just
the United States and Russia,
Today the Chinese are in on the
race, and with no place on the
international scene for discus-
sions, China remains a dark

a.

One can forget the whole mat-
ter, go on living as if the bomb
doesn't exist, and nations will
somehow of other muddle
through, but situations as that
in North Korea don't allow us
to do that. We can only hope
that restraint will cause an eas-
ing of the tension and a hope
that the clock, with its hands
close to midnight, will again be
moved back mlfew minutes.

Many men
on this team have lost their
lives trying to accomplish this
mission and more lives will - be
lost in the process. Freedom is
not an easy thing to gain. Once
vouthave fought for it and won
it you must continue to fight to
keep it. One must never take it
for granted. Each person on
earth is entitled to it. South
Vietnam has asked for our helg
to fight a common enemy whic
is communism and we will help
them until they have their free-
dom. I imagine that some of
this letter is very hard to un
derstand but I find it very hard
to write down my thoughts and
feelings. If you want to you can
look up two words in the diction-
ary that may possibly help you
understand what we're fighting
for. These two words are free-
dom and liberty. ‘

“Well, _Ha&py New Year!
Once again, thank you for your
letter.

1965 for the new trial. Hoffman
said Sandefur was not entitled
to the new trial,

‘Sandefur subsequently was de-
nied an appeal by the State
Court of Appeals after a second
attorney, Lester J. Tooman,
was appointed to represent him
when Hoffman withdrew.

Hoffman said he withdrew

from the case because Sande.
fur had “no basis of merit for
@ new trial.”
_ “None of the courts, includ-
ing the State Court of Appeals
ruling issued Thursday, held
ll}at Sandefur had merit in his
b:q for a new trial,” Hoffman
said.

“I owe it to the public, my-
self and this court to report my
opinions, and conclusions which
led to my declining to take this
(Sandefur) case,” he said at
the time he withdrew,

On the kickoff night, Feb. 9,
and Saturday, Feb. 10, Jaycee
members will accept applica-
tions at Peoples State Bank,
First National Bank, First Michi-
gan Bank and Trust Company,
Holland branch, Family Fare,
Shoppers Fair and Thrifty Acres,

In addition to the kickoff
campaign, all Holland police of-
ficers will take applications and
turn them over to the Jaycees.

Persons joining the organiza-
tion are to notify local law en-
forcement agencies when they
observe a crime, believe a crime
is being committed or going to
be committed or if they observe
any persons, autos or other
actions that look suspicious.
