Baseballers Begin Rebuilding

Brady Awarded MVP Trophy 

At Winter Sports Banquet 
Hope College's h a r d w o r k i n g 

basketbal l p layers and wrestlers 
were the guests of h o n o r Monday 
night at the a n n u a l Winter Sports 
Banquet. 

Highlighting the evening 's festi-
vities was the presenta t ion of the 
MIAA's Most Valuable Player 
a w a r d to Floyd Brady , league 
scor ing champ. 

T H E A N N O U N C E M E N T of 
the award came as no surpr i se 
to Hope fans who had watched 
B r a d y ' s bril l iant pe r fo rmances 
dur ing this season. 

The jumping- jack fo rward f rom 
Chicago led the league in scor ing 
(313) , r ebounds (174) , and field 
goa l percentage (54 per cent). 

Brady ' s total of 3 1 3 points was 
the highest in the M1AA in thelast 
seven years , except for the record 
total of 389 set by A lma ' s Bud 
Acton in 1964. 

Wrestling coacn Sid Huitema 
awarded f r e shman G a r y Cook 
with the team's most va luab l e 

wrestler t rophy . Cook, one of the 
few br ight spots in an otherwise 
dismal season, took the MIAA 
championsh ip in the 122 lbs. 
weight class. 

INDIVIDUAL TROPHIES, 
symbolic of an M1AA basketba l l 
title, were awarded to seniors Carl 
Walters, Jim Klein, and Jim 
Schoon; jun io r s Floyd Brady and 
Gary Rypma; and s o p h o m o r e s 
Bruce Van Huis, Dave Utzinger, 
Lloyd Schout, J o h n Leenhouts, 

and Rick Bruggers . Mak ing the 
presentat ions was Coach RussDe-
Vette. 

The ma in speaker for the eve-
ning was Mr. Ba rney Steen, 
former Calvin head basketba l l 
coach a n d current ly that school ' s 
athletic director. 

Mr. Steen stressed the impor-
tance of athletics in the process 
of education, but added that ath-
letics should be kept in its own 
place.

"We n a v e a lot of rebui lding 
to do this y e a r , " stated basebal l 
coach Glenn Van Wieren as he 
summed up his t eam ' s prospects 
for 1967. 

The youthful sk ipper faces a 
difficult task as he makes his 
debut in the MIAA coaching 
ranks . His ball club is the league 's 
defending champion , but the Fly-
ing Dutchmen have lost several 
key p layers th rough g r a d u a t i o n 
and ineligibility. 

PITCHING ACE Rog Kroods-
m a , first b a s e m a n Clare Van Wier-
en, third sacker Skip Nienhuis 
and outfield s ta r Paul Terps t ra 
all left Hope last June. 

Also, outfielders Vern Plagen-
hoef and Cal "Litt le Dipper" Belt-
m a n lost their scholast ic eligibil-
ity this J a n u a r y . It was Bel tman 's 
d a r i n g steal of home aga ins t 
Olivet last May which gave Hope 
the 1966 title. 

Even with these losses, Coach 
Van Wieren has ten re turning let-
termen this spr ing, including f o u r 
s tar ters f r o m last yea r ' s cham-
pionship outfit. A11-M1AA second 
b a s e m a n Wayne Cotts, outfielder 
Don Troost , catcher Tom Pelon 
and first b a s e m a n Steve Piersma 
were all regulars last year . 

OTHER LETTERM EN i n d u d e 
pitchers G a r y Frens, Don Kroods-
ma and Mark J o h n s o n ; infielders 
Char l ie Lange land and Phil Pluis-
ter; and outfielder Don Krueger . 

According to Van Wieren, pitch-
ing potentially could be our s t r ong 
point. But we have some " i f ' s " in 
this depar tment . P robab ly the big-
gest " i f is r igh thander Don 
K r o o d s m a , who was an all-con-
ference selection his f r e shman y e a r 
but myster ious ly lost his mag ic 
last season. 

A comeback by K r o o d s m a , 
a l ong with continued good per-
formances by experienced south-

paws Ga ry F rens and M a r k John-
son could g ive Hope excellent 
pitching. 

OTHER H U R L E R S who 
should help out are j u n i o r Denny 
F a r m e r and rookies Boyd Ras-
mussen a n d Greg G o r m a n , all 
r igh thanders . 

Van Wieren will use the a n n u a l 
sp r ing trip, which begins March 
24, to see which of his p layers 
exhibits the greatest potential . 
The Dutch will play eight g a m e s 
in ten days , and will be hop ing 
to improve on last y e a r ' s 3 - 5 
trip. 

The trip will feature battles for 
the m a n y open posi t ions on the 
ball club. 

WHILE COTTS a p p e a r s to 
have the keys tone sack job sewed 

up, four -year ve teran Pluister will 
get a stiff chal lenge fo r the short-
s top j o b f rom talented f r e s h m a n 
Milt Trotter . L a n g e l a n d is the 
favor i te to get the n o d at third. 

It seems certain that veteran 
Troos t and jun io r Don Krueger 
will hold down r e g u l a r outfield 
jobs , but the third spot is up for 
g r a b s . F r e s h m a n Nels B e r g m a r k , 
w h o m Van Wieren labels " a very 
good - look ing p rospec t , " m a y 
h a v e the inside t rack right now, 
but will be chal lenged by sopho-
more Dave Abel and f reshmen 
Bob Peterson, A1 Sp i t t e r sand Bob 
Beishuizen.

'Wait 'til Next Year' 

Coach Looks to Better Future 
Wrestling at Hope College has 

had a very shor t and quite d ismal 
history. Started officially two 
years ago, the sport has never 
captured the s ame interest and 
suppor t as Hope ' s other athletic 
activities and has failed to pro-
duce a won-lost record c o m p a r -
able to Hope's other teams. 

vVHY DOES HOPE fail to at-
tract competent men to their 
wrestling teams? Why h a s wrest-
ling never seemed to have incit-
ed the excitement which exists on 
large universities? P robab ly , the 
greatest factor which has stifled 
interest in wrestling has been the 
lack of adequate practice facili-
ties. 

During tnis past season , facili-
ties did not exist on c a m p u s to 
quar te r the practice of the team. 
All practice was at West Ottawa 
High School, which is a 10 min-
ute drive f rom campus . In addi-
tion to the lack of facilities on 
campus , Hope 's m a t m e n have op-
erated the entire year without a full 
time coach. 

Perhaps the consecjuence of hav-
ing a coach who sees his men be-
tween 20 and 30 minutes a d a y 
can be illustrated in one wrestler, 
who remarked , " I still don ' t know 
the basic moves . " 

CERTAINLY, T H E s i tuat ion 
needs improvement if a team is 
going to exist and represent the 
school. Athletic Director Lawrence 
Green has p romised that "facili-
ties will exist on c a m p u s next year , 
and there will be a full t imecoach . 
The location of these facilities and 
who will coach the team still re-
remains unknown . 

Coach Sid Hui tema, director of 
this yea r ' s team, says that who-
ever guides the team will have to 
be someone very experienced in 
wrestling. " N e x t year the league 
will be opera t ing under an Olym-
pic s t a r t , " sa id Hui tema, " a n d 
if an inexperienced m a n is coach-
ing the team, Hope ' s record pro-
bably will not i m p r o v e . " 

Comment ing on the new facili-
ties, which m a n y believe will be 
located in the newly purchased 
American Aerosol Plant, Huitema 
said that " shower s and other es-
sentials are g o i n g to have to be 
built if the College is ser ious about 
improv ing practice facilities." 

AS A RESULT, wrestling on 
c a m p u s seems to be a serious 
considerat ion of the athletic de-
par tment . Where facilities will be 
and what they will be like a re 
still uncertain. Fven the identity 
of the coach is u n k n o w n at this 
time. However, a n y move by the 

depar tment to improve the t eam's 
1 - 9 record is a step in the right 
direction.

SEARCH work with Dr. Van Eyl 
will be Universi ty of Michigan 
psychologist Dr. Daniel J. Wein-
t raub. Both b e h a v i o r a l scientists 
have specialties and interests in 
the s a m e research area . 

Dr. Van Eyl g r a d u a t e d f rom 
Hope College in 1955 and re-
ceived his p rofess iona l t ra in ing 
in general exper imenta l psychol-
ogy at the C la remon t G r a d u a t e 
School and Universi ty Center, 
Calif. He joined the Hope Col-
lege staff in 1959.
