Residents are urged to keep
their radios on and tuned to 1450,
WHTC, after the station goes off
the air at the regular 11 p.m. sign-

off time.

Later in the night or during the
early morning hours Friday an
alarm clock will be sounded over

the air waves.

This method. it is hoped, could
be used as a future alarm to warn
residents that a tornado has been

sighted.

On the very day, early in March,
when the newspapers were ‘‘cele-
brating’ the anniversary of the
beginning of the ‘‘downgrading” of
Stalin, I happened to be reading
th: text of Khrushchev's famous
speech. It is now possible for any-
on: to read that speech because it
has been brought out in book form
by a New York publisher. For
anybody at all interested in learn-
ing more about that famous pro-

nouncement than he has been able
to glean from the newspapers and
magazines the book is highly satis-
fying.

The book is called ‘‘Krushchev
and Stalin's Ghost” and the au-
thor is Bertram D. Wolfe, author
of ““Three Men Who Made a Revo-

i|lution,” reported in this column a

couple of years ago, and a number
of other Soviet studies.

The speech in which Khrushchev
called Stalin a murderer, a sadist,
a political crook, a paranoic, and
a dozen or two other choice names
that made the epithets applied to
Hitler seem mild, took several
hours to deliver. But even when it
is reproduced word for word in
English translation it would hard-
ly fill a book of 317 pages. The
part of this respectable volume not
taken up by the text of the
sfeech is devoted to comment by
the writer, who is recognized as
one of the more important authori-
ties on the Soviet system and his-
tory.

I have never seen another book
in organization and structure was
quite like this one. The notorious
speech, of which every single word
appears, is printed on the even
pages of the book. that is on the
left - hand pages when the volume
lies open. The author’'s running
comment on the address is print-
ed on the odd pages. The speech,
without the comment covers 164
pages of type; no wonder it took
hours to deliver.

The speech itself is of course the
important part of the book. It
seems fo me the way to read
this volume is to read the even
pages, that is the speech, continu-
ously without bothering with the
author’s comment. That can come
later, if the reader wished to have
an authority put a gloss on Krush-
chev's words,

But the words themselves are
sufficiently terrifying. And remem-
er that this is not *‘Western prop-
aganda"; it is a speech delivered
by the Soviet headman to what
corresponds to the Soviet parlia-
ment. The greatest possible pre-
cautions were taken to keep it
rom the ears of the outside world;

prevent it.

It the speech is to be believed,
Stalin murdered not merely a few
individuals here and there; he had
thousands shot. No, that is putting
it too mildly; he had hundreds of
thousands of Russian citizens wip-

ed out. And not only Russian citi-
zen: but the citizens of satellite
countries; in the case of Poland
10,000 army officers at a single
lick.

According to Khrushchev, Stalin
insisted on being worshipped as
semi - devine, and thousands of
his former cronies who were too
lukewarm in their worship were
ruthlessly slaughteres. And who
should know this better than
Khrushchev, Stalin’s most inti-
mate assistant?

It is a terrifying speech, but it
i. wholesome that the people of
the free world can now read it in
full.

Premier variety plants
that have been in the garden or in
commercial plots without renew-
al for 10 to .5 years would likely
be of the old standard variety.

MSU specialists need these
plants to develop virus-free
plants as a part of the strawberry
certification prozram. Althougl vi-
rus-free plants of the Premier var-
jety are now available, they are
not entirely identical with the old
standard variety.

Growers who believe they Jave
plants similar to the ones being
sought are asked to bring at least
six plants to the county extension
office located at either Court
House, Grand Haven or Zeeland
City Hali.

Glve some thought to ‘‘making
a home for wildlife’’ on your farm
as you plan spring farm work.

Marca 17-23 is National Wildlife
Week, ana this vear's emphasis is
being placed on making people
awarc of the habitat or “home"”
needs of wildlife.

You can help make a home for
wildlife by maintaining or estab-
lishing adequate cover in locations
where shrub and grass growth
will not interfere with farming
operations. Such areas would in-
clude woodlot borders, some fence-
rows, marsh areas, eroded hill-
sides, gullles and odd areas not
suited for cultivation.

We also caution that spring
fires, set to remove dead vegeta-
tion, not only destroy humus but
also wildlife food and cover. In
some instances, nests and young
of songbirds and small game ani-
mals are also destroyed.

If fire must be used on a farm,
burning should be c.rried on early
in spring before songbirds and
game animals have had a chance
to nest.

cluded that so much emphasis to

date has been placed on finanges,
taxation, school sites and boundary
lines that the general advantages
of a well integrated communiy
school program have- been lost in
the shuffle.

- Supt. Walter W, Scott in review-
ing developments on alternate pro-
posals said he believes the pro-
gram as proposed by the Holland
Board of Education annexing some
11 districts to the city district plus
political annexation is a.sound pol-
icy.

But while the board agreed that
there is no reason at present to
chinge basic policies, there also
was general agreement with Presi-
dent Wendell A. Miles’ statement
that the board would never turn a
deaf ear to persons trying to work
out a constructive educational pro-
gram,

Miles reiterated his statement
made at the Dec, 27T meeting of
the boacds of sending districts and
the Holland Board of Education at
which time the policies were out-
lined. At that time he said the dis-
tricts would likely want to meet
te study and discuss school pro-
grams, and members of the Hol-
land board would be happy to
meet with any such groups at any
time,

“The board should not at this
time say whether one or more
schools will be built. That usually
is decided after a lot of citizens’
meetings,” Miles said.

Alvin J. Cook said a well inte-
grated school program might even
eventually idclude 13th and  14th
grades in view of the fact that col-
leges everywhere are overcrowd-
ed. He said political and school
annexation could provide well or-
ganized recreation programs
throughout the entire area, The
adult evening classes could be ex-
panded and community workshops
set up. The eventual necessity of
more junior high schools could pro-
vide even better community cen-
ters.

It was agreed that a good edu-
cational program for the children
setting forth high educational
standards is far more important
than school sites.

“We are not belittling anybody
for their efforts put forth in solv-
ing their own educational prob-
lems, or of finding their own an-
swer to the board's policy state-
ment,” Scott said. He also ex-
plained new developments in the
Citizens Annexation Advisory com-
mittee which has appointed a six-
man steering committee to clarify
certain issues with the Board of
Education, City Council nnd other
groups,

Besides the questions of school
and political annexation, there
may be some question on the
board's annexation deadline of
March 1, 1958. At its Dec. 27 meet-
ing, the board's policy set forth:
“Districts recommended for an-
nexation to the school district are
advised that no additional students
will be accepted on or after Sept.
1, 1958, unless such annexation
takes place prior to March 1,
1958."” The policy also provides
that high school students from
districts not recommended for
annexation may be admitted on
payment of tuition on a year-to-
year basis only as facilities of the
Holland district will permit.

There was general agreement
that co-terminus boundaries of city
and school district would be the
most desirable answer, a feeling
which is confirmed by some law-
yers,

With many situations still to be
worked out, it 1s entirely possible
that some changes will be made,
but Supt. Scott preferred an atti-
tude of new creative approaches
to the word “compromise’’ which
has been bandied about & great
deal the last few weeks. *‘In the
long run, we must remember what
is best for all the people,” he
said,

President Miles said once the
advisory committee has recom-
mended boundary lines, the school
board will be in a position to give
all the needed information to the
people. Untii a definite
program is determined, prelimin-
ary information might prove con-
fusing.

Supt. Scott said industries in
outlying areas are concerned over
proposed programs, and industries
in the Beechwood area are meet-
ing with school leaders at Beech-
wood Wednesday night while other
industries are meeting later with
the industrial committee of the
Chamber of Commerce,

Supt, Scott and Vern Schipper,
director of the adult evening
school, reported on a visit to Flint
to study the community - school
workshop program operating in 35
out of the 41 schools in Flint.

Allegan Brochure
Urges Hospital
Site Within City

Bond Issue Comes
Up for April Vote;
Cites Many Reasons

ALLEGAN (Special)=If Allegan
county voters approve a city site
for the proposed county medical
care facility, they will get aPprox-
imately 10 more beds for the $500,-
000 bond isSue—also up to a vote
April 1—than they would if they
vote to erect the hospital at the
present county farm site.

This is the main argument of
a brochure to be published and
distributed by representative Alle-

gan county civic groups, which
stemmed from recent meetings
with the board of supervisors’

medical care facility study com-|’

mittee.

Members of the civiec group in-
cluded representatives of the Farm
Bureau, Grange, Farmers' Union,
Rotary and Lions Clubs and Junior
Chambers of Commerce.

However, according to Chair-
man Joseph VanderVeen, of Alle-
gan, only' the Farm Bureau and
Allegan and Plainwell JCC's have
thus far voted to help finance dis-
tribution of the brochure,

Facts contained in the brochure
were prepared by the J and G
Daverman Company, Grand
Rapids engineers, for the board's
special study committee.

In a forward, the brochure will
point out that the present county
hospital has been condemned by
the state fire marshall, although
it 1s being used for from 26 to 35
patients; that payment of state aid
on those patients remaining in the
hospital has been stopped at a cost
to the county of about $75,000 a
year; that some 58 other patients
are being “larmed out” to nurs-
ing homes,
other county facilities at a net
cost of about $30,000 a year more
than it would cost to care for them
here.

Cost to the taxpayer for the
$500,000 bond issue would be % of
a mill for a maximum of 20 years,
although officials cstimate it would
be retired in from 12 to 13 years
To the average taxpayer, with an
assessment of $3,000, the cost
would be nbt more than $2.25 per
year.

Major cost differences between
urban and rural sites, according
to the brochure, would be found
in the need for sewage treatment,
water supply, standby electric
power plant, oil burner and un-
derground steam lines. These
items, needed if the rural site is
chosen, would total $55,500. A high
pressure hoiler and the cost of
land, totaling $16,000, would be re-
quired if the hospital is built in
or adjacent to a city. The differ-
ential, $39,500, would pay for an
additional ten beds, the engineers
point’ out,

It was also emphasized that op-
erating costs would be lower in or
near a city than in the country,

Arbor. Another sister, Mrs. Wil
liam Reus, died recently in Grand
Rapids.

Mrs, De Haan is survived by her
mother, Mrs. Rennie Van Putten
who had been living with the De
Haans in East Lansing for the last
two years; a sister, Mrs. John C.
Jander, and a brother, John W.
Van Putten, both of Holland.

Lesson

Sunday, March 17
The Authority of Jesus
Matthew 21:23-32
by C. P. Dame
(Based on copyrighted outlines
produced by the Division of Chris-
tian Education, National Council of
the Churches of Christ in the U.

The question of authority is im-
portant. It makes much differ-
ence what authority and whose
authority people recognize ‘in their
daily lives. The world would great-
ly change and that right soon if it
would recognize the authority of

Christ.
h.

I. Jesus still confronts us with

3 |his divine authority. Our Lord

clashed with the religious leaders
of his day. Theirs was the author-
ity of tradition. The religious lead-
ers, the priests and the scribes,
were the appointed guardians of
Judaism. They had responsibilities.
They were in order when they
asked Jesus, ‘‘By what authority
doest thou these things? and who
gave thee this authority? The
question asked referred to the
deeds of Jesus—his Triumphal en-
try and the cleansing of the tem-
ple which took place on the follow-
ing day. The question was asked
on Tuesday of the last week of the
Lord’s life while Jesus was teach-
ing in the temple. Jesus was no
ordained rabbi. The Sanhedrin was
offended by the action of Jesus in
cleansing the temple of traders
and moneychangers. In doing this
Jesus defied the priestly system
which controlled the finances con-
nected with the temple and hurt
the income of many officials.

The question of the religious
leaders was not asked in sincerity.
They were determined to destroy
Jesus. Anything they could do to
bring discredit to Jesus they would
do. The motive of these leaders
was wrong. And when a person's
motive is wrong he is not trust-
worthy,

Jesus asked the leaders a ques-
tion. “The baptism of John,
whence was it? from heaven, or
of men?"” The question caught the
leaders in a dilemma. The leaders
recognized the dilemma. If they
admitted that the authority of John
was from heaven, then they would
be compelled to admit that the
authority of Jesus was also from
heaven. If, however, they denied
the authority of John then they
would get in trouble with the peo-
ple who looked upon John as a
prophet sent from God who had
blessed his ministry. In order to
avoid trouble the Jeaders said,
“We cannot tell,”' and then Jesus
told them he would not answer
their question.

II. The Lord wants more than
lip service. The Parable of the
Two Sons is found only in Mat-
thew. It was uttered by Jesus for
the benefit of those who had ques-
tioned him. The father in the par-
able represents God. The father
told one son to work in the vine-
yard. He refused to go, saying so
plainly, but after thinking the mat.
ter over he repented and went to
work. This son represented the tax
collectors and harlots. The father
told the second son also to work
in the vineyard. He promised to
go but he did not do so. This son
represents the Pharisees and
scribes, the religious leaders, who
professed much but did nothing.

Jesus asked his critics about the
conduct of these sons saying,
“Whether of them twain did the
will of his father?" The religious
leaders answered, “The first."
Then the Lord spoke stern words
to the leaders. He told them that
the “publians and the harlots go
into the kingdom of God before
them” for they heard and accpt-
ed the preaching of John the Bap-
tist, but they, the religious leaders,
saw what was taking place, noted
how sinners were converted, but
they refused to repent and believe.
They heard the truths but did noth-
ing with them—just as we so often
do. The sinners put to shame the
respectable people. Lip service is
not enough. The Lord demands far
more than that. The lesson teah-

es us to reognize the authority of

|Van Raalte District: Residents Will

'Wait and See’ About’ Consolidation

About 200 residents of Van

Raalte school district (East 16th
St.) adopted a “‘wait and see' at-
titude Monday night and declined
to cast a straw vote on their. feel-
about a 15-district consolida-
with its own high school. "

The motion not to vote came
at the close of a meeting with the
citizens’ committee of Park and
Holland townships at Federal
school. It was made by Louls
Brunner, who asked that the. dis-
trick take no steps until it has suf-
ficient information.

The motion was in line with rét
marks made from the floor during
the meeting by George Lemmen,
who urged ‘‘sober thought" “on
both possibilities that face the peo-
ple—consolidation or annexation to
Holland.

Lemmen called attention to the
water situation in the area and
warned that “pollution is coming."”
He added that the Holland Heights
area ““has to have services soon"
and that ‘‘no one can furnish wa-
ter more easily or economically
than the city of Holland.”

Deep wells often produce hard,
salty or rusty water, he pointed
out, and said that, as far as he
knew, “lake water is good tasting
and soft.”

Another alternative to the water
problem is to join the Greater
Grand Rapids Water Authority, as
has been suggested in some quar-
ters. Lemmen said if the area
joined the authoirty, '‘we would
then become a part of the corpor-
ation and have to pay for the costs
of drawing water from Lake Mich-
igan to Wyoming township. In ad-
dition, there is also the cost of
booster pumps, the capital expen-
diture and upkeep.”

Lemmen read from the conclu-
sion of the Holland Area School
Study, which says tuition payments
from sending districts ‘‘do not suf-
ficiently relieve capital outlays
and the entire tuition system ap-
pears to be facing extinction in
the future.” b

The conclusion also advocates
the organization of at least 30 dis-
tricts outside Holland with the city
as a ‘“‘comprehensive and far
sighted answer to the present prob-
lem."”

To this, Walter Vander Haar,
chairman of the citizens’ commit-
tee, responded that if the City
Council and Holland Board of
Education had followed such rec-
ommendation, there would be no
need for his committee. But, he
added, since the Holland board has
appfoved the annexation of oanly
11 districts, it was felt that some
districts might not be provided for
in terms of secondary education
and that was the reason for his
committee's existence.

Lemmen congratulated the com-
mittee on its work and said “If
we can't get along with the city,
then we must know where we can
go. The [acts this committee has
brought out are what we need.”

The Holland area study was al-
so quoted by Lemmen as saying
the Michigan Department of Pub-
lic Instruction has pointed out the
difficulty in operating a 12-grade
school system as the state equal-
ized valuation behind each child
falls below $13,000 and becomes
prohibitive when it "drops below
$10,000.

A high school evolving from the
consolidation of the 15 districts
would have an equalized tax base
behind each student of $9,000.

Dr. Chester Hunt, professor” of
Sociology, at Western Michigan
University, spoke to the group on
“The Philippines: An Qutpost of
Democracy in Asia.” Dr. Hunt
was a Fulbright teacher in The
Philippines from 1952-1954. A spe-
cial guest at the meeting was Or-
lando Reimold who was one of a
shipload of 600 teachers who went
to the Philippines in 1901.

. In speaking of education, Dr.
Hunt said that one of the first
moves in the Philippines was the
promotion of universal public edu-
cation, and the Filipinos had been
most eager to receive it. .

In fact, tody, Manila, a city
of 2 million people, has more than
100 colleges of*various types, and
the Philippines now rates second
high in the percentage of people
who have had a college education.
It was interesting to learn that
‘although there are some govern-
ment schools and some church sup-
ported schools, the great majority
of educational institutions are busi-
ness enterprises. In fact, educa-
tion is the fourth largest business
in the Philippines and pays its
stockholders a high rate of inter-
est. Classes are usually large and

very little money is spent on
laboratories or libraries,

Law is the profession of pres-
tige, and many who study law
kmow they will never have a chance
to use it, but a law education 1s
almost an obsession. Although the
literacy rate has risen from 5 to
10 percent in 1901 to 60 to 70 per-
cent in 1355, education has, not
been a cure-all,

Dr. Hunt surveyed the work of
President Magsaysay and told of
his great personal appeal to the
Filipino common . man. He is the
first president who has even gone
to the grass roots of the Islands.
He praised Magsaysay for his con-
cern for the common man, his par-
sonal honesty, and His great in-
tegrity. He is a fearless leader,
but there is so much to do in the
Philippines that great changes will
be slow. :

Magsaysay's great problem is to
raise the average income which
is only $170 a year in the Islarids.
The Philippines is anxious for the
investment of foreign capital, and
it is a field with great promse.
It is one way that we Americans
could help this infant democracy
to develop. Mr. Magsaysay will
be up for reelection in November
of 1957, and there seems to be
every reason to believe that he
will be retained for%he people of
the barrios love Magsaysay.

MayBe Closed

GRAND HAVEN (Special) —
Sheriff Jerry Vanderbeek received
a letter from Federal Jail Inspec-
tor William H. Nestle Monday,
stating that the Ottawa county jail
is below state standards and that
it does not have available facilities
to discriminate between persons
awaiting trial and those serving
time, or between first offenders
and hardened criminals.

Nestle pointed out that the need
i Ottawa county is serious and-
falls into the category of jails in
the state most in need of repairs
or replacement. It is expected the
Board of Supervisors will be asked
how it intends to handle the jail
problem and there is no question
that unless some action is taken,
the state will take court action to
close the jail. This subject likely
will come up for discussion during
the April session.

In Stopping Thefts

Water From Lake
Wil Be Sofer .
In City Faucets

Lake Michigan water, soon to
flow exclusively from Holland
faucets, is a lot softer than what
the city has been used to, but
still falls in the ‘“medium hard”
category, Board of Public Works
Superintendent Guy E. Bell said
Tuesday.

The well water previously used
by the city was “‘so hard it goes
beyond the scale,” Bell said, so
by comparison the lake water will
seem quite soft.

On the scale, lake water rates at
813 grains of hardness as opposed
to the whopping 25 to 28 grains
chalked up to the well water, ac-
cording to Bell.

Water doesn't get into the really
‘‘soft’ category until it reaches
five grains or less, a figure npt
usually found in the Holland area
without a commercial water soft-
ener,

Out in the suburbs, where water
comes from individual wells, Bell
says it ranges all the way from
five to 28 grains, depending on the
well.

Commercial softeners will bring
the hardness down to 0-5 grains,
resulting in ‘“soft’’ water which
can be felt, according to distri-
butors. _

One thing the lake water doesn't
have that the well water had
plenty of is iron content, Bell said.
“The iron content in lake water
won't be so high,”” Bell noted, “‘and
there was a lot of iron in the
well water."”

Calcium and calcium products
are the main contributors to the
hardness of the lake water, Bell
said.

Holland residents may have to
put up with some rusty water
again this week

Board of Public Works Superin-
tendent Guy E. Bell said the
pipeline will be shut down for a
week starting Friday and well
water will again be used.

Bell said that it is possible the
switch over will result in some
rusty water from the wells.

During the change the remain-
ing paint work will be done on the
pipes at the filtration plant near
Tunnel Park.

Bell said once this work is com-
pleted the city will go back to
using all lake water. All the mains
will be flushed out this spring and
that should put a finish to rusty
water, Bell said.
