Junior Hig
Bond Vote

Board Selects West
Site for New School
Housing 2 Grades

At a special meeting Monday
nignt, the Holland Board of
Education selected a site in
the western part of the city to
house a facilityAor Junior High
eighth and“finth graders, and
set June 14 as date for a bond
1ssue, coinciding with the regu-
lar annual school election

All board members were
present and the vote was un-
animous on all three questions

In Monday's action, seventh
graders would continue to be
housed in the present E. E.
Fell unior High School, while
eighth and ninth graders would
attend a new school to be
erected on a 27-acre site south
of 24th St. at Plasman Ave,

The school distriet also owns
a site at 24th St. and Apple
Ave, in the eastern part of the
city, but the west site was pre-
ferable because 55 per cent of
junior high age lives in this
section, and the potential for
long range growth and develop-
ment appears more pronounced
in that area, (

Board President Charles
Bradford outlined two basic
proposals (1) retaining seventh
graders on the present site and
providing a new facility for
eighth and ninth graders, and
(2) providing a new facility for
seventh, eighth and nine grad-
ers, while operating the seventh
within a school

Supt. Donald L. Thrman said
he had consulted three persons
on the concept of a school with-
in a school, including former
Assistant Supt. Philip Schoo who
said the concept is good in
theary but impractical in prac-
tice. Dr. Schoo had done his
doctoral dissertation on middle
school concepts. Ihrman had
also consulted Traverse City
educations who operate seventh,
eighth and ninth grades as sep-
arate entities, each with 800
students having their own as-
sistant principal and counseling

staff, plus a unified arts build-|

ing and gymnasium.

The major complaint on all
fronts was that such an ar-
rangement is too large — ‘“‘too
large a building with too many
kids.” Dr. Richard Rust, cur-
riculum director, also express-
ed concerns for large numbers.

President Bradford said the
decision clearly is a compro-
mise, that most board members
would like to have two junior
high schools, but face reality in
the light of two defeats for such
a plan, even though the vote
was close.

Building one facility for
eighth and ninth graders leaves
options open for further deter-
mination in the future. “We
recognize the program is in-
complete, and future boards
will have to come to grips with
reality, and make further de-
cisions,” Bradford said

Business manager Lee Van
Aelst said the current debt ser-
vice is 2,268 mills, one of the
lowest levies of any K-12 dis-

Bradford also thanked the
junior high teaching staff for
‘'very fine input” in the junior
high study. Several teachers
were present

Since the east 14 acres of the
west site is zoned D-1 industrial,
the board authorized proceding
with applications for rezoning.

Cost estimates from Archi-
tects Vander Meiden and Kote-
les and the firm of Elzinga and
Volkers handling construction
management should be avail-
able by April 1. Formal resolu-
tions encompassing such in-
formation will be adopted later.

Requests
20.4 Mills

West Ottawa Board of Educa-
tion reduced the debt retirement
from 6.2 mills to 57 mills and
also set the April 12 millage
election request at 20.4 mills at
a special meeting Monday night.

Supt. Brad Henson explained
that the total millage levy of
3M.545 which includes 8.445
allocated by the county board is
identical to the 1974 tax base.

The millage request will allow
for full participation in state
aid based on the projected
formula, Henson said.

Last year the board lowered
the debt retirement from 7.2
to 6.2 mills and operating mill-
age from 18.9 to 18.4, accounting
for the identical tax rate with
1974.

The request for the 20.4 mills
for operation will be the only
question on the April 12 ballot.

Ruiz Bound To
Circuit Court

Hector Lauro Ruiz, 39, of 144
East 21st St., was bound to
Ottawa Circuit Court following
preliminary examination in Dis-
trict Court “Monday to four
counts of delivery of a control-
led substance, second offense.

Ruiz was arrested Feb. 25 by
Holland police who said the ar-
rest ended an investigation into
heroin trafficking that began
in May, 1975, when five other
persons were arrested

Ruiz was held in the Ottawa
County jail in lieu of $70,000
total bond to await a Circuit
Court appearance Monday.

The four counts of delivery,
second offense, elevated the
charges to a felony, District
Court officials said, increasing
the sentence possibility from the
previous 20 years and/or
$25,000 fine for each count to 40
years and/or $50,000 for each

Local Pilot Flies Missions
To Stricken Guatemala

Capt. John B. Timmer, United
States Air Force, has recently
returned to his home, McChord
Air Force Base, Tacoma, Wash.
after spending several weeks in
South and Central America.
Capt. Timmer is a pilot on a
C-130 cargo aircraft and while
in Central America, he flew
several missions into
Guatemala City after the recent
earthquake. His first flight was
on Feb, 8, at which time three
hig emergency drinking water
tanks, C-rations, and six Air
Force personnel, members of
the Disaster Survey Team, were
flown in.

Aceording to Capt. Timmer,
“The only visible damage at the
airport corisisted of numerous

acks in the walls of the

terminal buildings, and many
broken windows. Although they |
had had another earthquake |
earlier that day, the runway |
was in good shape. There was |
a lot of activity on the airfield. |
Military troops were all around |
and there were numerous)|
helicopters and light airplanes
in the area, mostly going back

““Medical supplies were taken
to the stricken pedple and the
injured were brought out. We
brought back a lot of film, both |
newsreel and stills |
Photographers were landing in |

helicopters and running over,
asking us to take their film |
back to Howard Air Force Base |
‘in Panama to be flown back
to the States. We talked with
a couple of the pilots flying
| reconnaissance-type missions in
the area and they said the
{damage was absolutely un-
| believable.

| “It's hard to imagine that 20
| per cent of the entire population
fof Guatemala was left
homeless. This was much worse
than the Managua quake. There
| you can still see several dozen
blocks in the middle of the city
| that are still just rubble.”

Monday was a special day for
Marjorie Cooper who has spent
more than 30 years in an iron
lung

It's her 57th birthday anni-
versary

And next Saturday is even
more special when she and her
husband John mark their 35th
wedding anniversary. They're
holding open house in their
modern ranch home al 182
North Division where they
moved two years ago. Calling
hours will be 2 to 4 p.m. and
7109 pm

It was back on Nov. 1, 1945,
when Marjorie was stricken with
polio in the days when that
dread malady was exacting
frightful tolls all over America
3y Nov. 4, she was put into
an iron lung, and she's been
in one ever since, The current
model is her third

Remaining helpless in an iron
lung is far from a pleasant sit
uation, but Marjorie Cooper ap
pears to be the happiest, most
serene person one can find any
where

She has so many things to be
thankful for, she says i
faithful and devoted husband,
loving relatives and friends, the
many kindnesses of people, and
God’s blessings

It's been difficult at times,
she admits, but the blessings
have been innumerable, far out-

Mrs. Cooper spends {wo or
three hours out of the iron lung
each day, usually in the morn
Ing, but sometimes other times
of the day. And occasionally
she has been able to attend a
service in her church, historic
Ninth Street Christian Reformed
Church, a particular joy when
her son Dale, an ordained min-
ister, occupies the pulpit

Her two sons, small boys at
the time she was taken ill, are
now grown, and four grand-
children bring joy to Marjorie's
heart. Dale is teaching in Hud-
sonville and her other son Jerry
has a federal government posi-
tion in Lansing. A granddaugh-
ter is five years old. The oth-
s are boys, 3, 2 .and seven
months

In the early days of her ill-
ness, Mrs. Cooper spent two
years in Blodgett Hospital in
Grand Rapids and then two
years in Holland Hospital. When
her condition stabilized she was
taken to the home of her par-
ents, Mr. and Mrs. John Mast.
Her husband, John, in due time,

became fulltime nurse. Here
her sons grew up. Her father
died 12 years ago and her

mother six years ago

Two years ago, the Coopers
moved into their new home on
North Division. The home was
truly a gift of love, built by
relatives on both sides of the
family and friends. John Coop-
er designed the home with wide

With arms and hands helpless
all these vears, the devotion of
her husband brings a sparkle to
Marjorie's eyes

“He's one in a million,” she
said

But modest John brushes all
that aside. As for his own health
over the years, it's been ex-
cellent. I don't believe there
was one day that 1 didn't take
her out of the iron lung,” he
said. But he had to think awhile
before he said that he real-
ly hadn’'t thought about it be-
fore

In the early years of her ill-
ness, Mrs. Cooper had some
close calls. While an iron lung
patient, she had at least three
major kidney operations.

In Holland Hospital over 25
years ago, the entire hospital
staff found Marjorie Cooper a
source of inspiration

“We need Marjorie Cooper
more than she needs us,” one
nurse said long ago. '"Whenever
we've had a trying day, we'd
go to her room; she'd be so
cheerful and serene, all our
troubles would disappear.”

Depresswn Major Health
Problem: Dr. Scholten

By Ann Hungerford
Describing depression as “‘the
most significant mental health
problem in the United States
today"” with 50 per cent of the
population incapacitated by it
in some way, Dr. Dirk Scholten
psychiatrist with the Ottawa
County Mental Health Center
explained in detail many of the
symptoms of depression,
Fourth speaker in the Holland
High Crucial Issues Series,
Scholten Monday night defined
depression as “the breakdown
of one's coping mechanisms. If
stress tolerance is overwhelm-
ed, depression sets in.”
Scholten  discussed classical

S, symploms of adult depression

including a loss of interest in
work and hobbies, decreased
sexual drive, increased (o1
more frequently) decreased ap
petite, insomnia, variation of
mood, preoccupation with
physical symptoms, self con-
demnation, crying spells, in-
creased dependency on others
and the use of crutches such
as alcohol or drugs.

Scholten also described three
stages of depression in toddlers
from protest to despair fo
apathy; in childhood with an-
tagonistic and apathetic
behavior including learning
disabilities and in adolescense
with escapism and anti-social
hehavior

Persons who fail to develop
feelings of autonomy, self
esteem and security are most
prone fo depression, Scholten
said. Also prone to depression
are children of broken homes
though not quite as disastrous
through death as divorce,
Scholten added.

Children of single mothers are
also vulnerable to depression as
well as inconsistent families
where the unpredictability is
difficult to handle, he said

“People who depend on ex-
ternal sources of sell esteem
(such as athletes needing ap-
proval of the crowd) are
especially vulnerable

Hostility is the inevitable feel-
ing of depression, Scholten said,
and mueh of the time it is turn-
ed inwardly, It is the work of
counselors and psychiatrists to
help the m(imdllll place the
hostility wherever it .\i!nl‘.lﬁ. he.

Scholten  described  modern

social climate as a leading fac-
