Students
of the college and many from outside
take advantage of this opportunity.
There are in all 46 enrolled. This
work may develop into an organized
conservatory of music.

It has been said that the post office
{8 a true thermometer of the rise and
fall in the growth of a city; that the
receipts of Uncle Sam fluctuate ac-
cording to the business and financial
activities of the community. Judging
from such a standard, Holland has
never known a backward step since
Mareh 31, 1888, 20 years. ;

The post office has ever been a
source of no little wonderment to
many people, who, while never know-
ing much more of the internal work-
ings of this most essential federal in-
stitution than the mere fact that for
two cents one can lick a stamp and
shortly a missive is speeding over the
rails to some friend or loved one far
away. They have ever seemed to
sort of take it for granted that it was
a pretty soft snap for Uncle Sam to
run a sheet of paper through a print-
ing press and have it come out stamps
—money— at the other end, and that
all he had to do was sell them.

But there are the thousands of
postmasters, assistants, clerks, car-
riers, rall road clerks, boat compan-
fes and many others to draw on the
fund, and there is less clear profit for
the government than one would think.
It may look like small talk, but it s
true that financial flurries, hard
times and eras of depression dp have
a tremendous effect on the sale of the
two-cent stamps. There is invariably
a falling off in the sale of the little
sticky squares but it is in the larger
cities that this applies to more direct-
ly, yet the smaller towns are often
hit as well,

Holland uas weathered the recent
so-called money stringency without a
ruffie to its post office feathers, which
speaks more for the substantialness of
this city than anything else.

March 31, {s the close of the post
office fiscal year and in preparing a
statement of the total receipts for the
past year, Postmaster Van Schelven
has kindly prepared a tabulated re-
port of the income of the Holland
office since 1888.
