HOPE BOOTERS hone skills as team looks toward a winning season.

League coaches ponder
team potential for ’72

Adrian College is the pre-
season favorite of Michigan Inter-
collegiate  Athletic Association
football coaches.

THE BULLDOGS, who have
shared the last two championships
with Alma, have 23 returning
lettermen, including five all-MIAA
players from a year ago.

Olivet, a team that hasn’t won
a football championship since
1914, is rated to finish second
behind Adrian. Next in the poll is
Alma, followed by Hope, Kala-
mazoo and Albion.

COACH BILL Davis guided
Adrian to its first back-to-back
winning seasons since the early
’30’s by winning 11 of 18 games
during the 1970 and 1971 cam-
paigns. His 88 man squad, which
includes SO freshmen, is Adrian’s
largest ever.

All-league returnees on the
Adrian roster include quarterback
Scott Montgomery, defensive end
John Zang, linebacker Harry
Marok, and defensive backs Don
Stromer, and Dave Zimmerman.

OLIVET graduated only seven
seniors from a team that surprised
the league a year ago with a third
place finish under new coach
Doug Kay. The Comets will be
playing on a new field and the
third victory of the campaign will
be the school’s 200th.

Heading the list of Comet re-
turnees is all-league linebacker
Eric Boucher,

Phil Brooks had a spectacular
campaign in his first season as
head coach at Alma, winning
seven of nine games. Alma has

been involved in four of the last
five championships, winning 22 of
25 league contests. All-league re-
turnees on the Scot roster are
guard Bob Blanton, and center
Doug Nikkila.

HOPE, UNDER coach Ray
Smith, established six new school
records last fall, and with nine
returning offensive starters the
Dutchmen would appear to be
ready to move the ball again.
Hope is again led on offense by

tailback Greg Voss, who twice has
had seasons of 1,000 or more

rushing yards.

Other all-MIAA returnees are
guard Jeff Winne, defensive end
Ted Albrecht, and defensive back
Doug Smith.

THE KALAMAZOO Hornets
have offered the wide open
“razzle-dazzle” style of offensive
play the past few seasons, but
coach Ed Baker admits a shortage
of experienced personnel may
necessitate a return to a more
conservative ‘‘hardnosed” brand
of football. Leading offensive re-
turnees are quarterback Larry
Pfaff, and tackle Dick Nolan.

Albion ended a rare last a year
ago and despite dire pre-season
predictions, coach Tom Taylor
warns that “‘the Britons are not
dead.” The Briton mentor quips
that he probably is the only col-
lege coach in the nation who has
35 starters back.”

Adrian and Alma will launch
their season Sept. 9 while the rest
of the league will open a week
later. League competition begins
Oct. 7.

Booters’ hopes soar

A nucleus of 12 returning let-
termen, the addition of several
excellent freshmen prospects, and
a change in the way the Dutch set
up on the field all point toward a
winning soccer season, according
to coach Gene Brown.

THE BOOTERS, 7-6 last year,
will kick off Hope’s fall sports
program Sept. 16 at Schoolcraft
Community College.

The core of lettermen are led
by co-captains Tom Grundvig and
Dave Phillips. Tom, all-MIAA first
team last year, is a fullback, while
halfback Dave was second team
all-league.

JUNIOR RICH Lopez, all-
MIAA last year as a forward, has
been moved to fullback. He is no
stranger to that position, having
gained all-conference honors there
as a freshman.

Rounding out the list of re-
turning all-league players is Mark
Van Voorst. Mark led the team in
goals (9) last year and was placed
on the all-MIAA second team.

HOPE IS LUCKY to have an
experienced goalie coming back in
the person of sophomore Bob Lui-
dens, a Teaneck, N.J., native.
Finding a back-up man for Bob
has proved somewhat of a prob-
lem, and nobody has as yet been
named his understudy.

Eric Brown returns to fight for
a halfback position, while letter-
men Neil Bangs, Mike Sashen-
owski, and Neil Depaoli hope to
land fullback positions.

THREE veterans return to the
forward positions. Carlos Do
Nascimento and Bill McAndrew
both played last year, while senior
John White sat it out. White will
be slowed down early in the year
by a foot operation he had this
summer.

One of the most hopeful signs
for the Dutch this year is the
substantial increase in freshmen
coming out. The turnout was so
large that a cut was made for the
first time in Hope soccer history.

“BECAUSE OF the.increased
number, there is an increase in the
degree of skill and depth among

Brown. “Three deep” at every
position except goalie was how he
characterized the situation. Fewer
days than ever before were spent
in reviewing the fundamentals of
the game,

Brown mentioned several fresh-
men who he expected would see
quite a bit of action. At the
halfback position, John Bedell
and Glenn Swier (also a fullback)
are likely prospects.

FIGHTING for fullback jobs
are Dave Gilbert, Francis Kamin-
ski, and John Londono. Coming
out for the first time is senior
Fernando Alban; he is expected to
see action at fullback, also.

A group of freshmen from
Daho, Qatar, have boosted the
chances of the team. Salah al
Baker (FB), Ibrahim al Jaidah (G),
Abdel al Mana (FW), Saleh al
Sulaiti (FW), and Habib Ismail
(FW) are aiming at places on the
team,

ABDUL AL Mawlawi, also a
resident of Qatar, transferred here
from Western Michigan last semes-
ter. His encouragement was part
of the reason the above students
came to Hope. Abdul is a promis-
ing halfback.

The large number of freshmen
on the team has paved the way for
a junior varsity program this year.
The team will be coached by
assistant coach Art Hudak, a Hope
star of three years ago. The JV’s
three game schedule includes an
away game with Calvin on Sept.
26, and home games with Grand
Rapids Bible College and Grace
College on Oct. 2 and 18 respec-
tively.

THE CHANGE in Hope’s on-
the-field setup came about in the
creation of the stopper position.
This man is set in front of the
goalie and the two fullbacks, and
has great responsibility and a lot
of freedom to roam both laterally
and forward. His prime job is to
break up plays.

The above three factors led
Brown to say his soccer team
could ““play a game with any team
in the country and be in that
game on the scoreboard.” He said
this year’s team has a “tough”
schedule, although Schoolcraft
may be weak. In fact, only con-
tractual agreements kept that
team on the schedule this year.

AS FOR THE MIAA, Calvin 1s
the team to beat, although Hope
and Albion could give the Knights
a run for their money. Kazoo is
the weak sister of the league.

Calvin was good enough last
year to be offered a bid in the
mid-east college division regionals.
Under MIAA league rules, they
had to turn the offer down, how-
ever. Calvin’s strength is due par-
tially to their ability to draw
athletes from the Christian high
schools in the Grand Rapids and
Chicago areas, schools that stress
soccer.

HOPE PLAYS five home games
this year, none of which conflict
with a home football game, which
should add to the number of
spectators watching the matches.
The first home contest is Sept. 20,
and games are scheduled for the
Fridays of both Homecoming and
Parents’ weekends.

Fans attending games this year
will be greeted by not only freshly
painted stands with a capacity of
400, but also free programs con-
taining rosters, stats, info on the
game and its rules, and a history
of soccer at Hope.

HOPE’S ROAD schedule may
prove to be an obstacle. Last year,
the team won only one game on
the road. Among its eight away
games this year, is an Oct. 4
encounter with former national
champion Michigan State.

In preparation for the upcom-
ing 13 game season, the soccer
team will conduct a full-dress in-
tersquad scrimmage under game-
type conditions, tomorrow at |
p.m. The scrimmage will be held
at Van Raalte Field, the site of all
home matches.

ACCORDING TO the NCAA,
soccer has been the second fastest
growing sport in member schools
over the past 10 years. Its growth
at Hope is evi?ent. One hopes that
the caliber of play at Hope will
draw crowds to Van Raalte that
rival those at other schools.

Overseas study
grant request

deadline nears

Qualified seniors interested in
graduate study abroad during
1973-74 have only a few more
weeks in which to apply for over-
seas study grants from the Insti-
tute of International Education.

Competition was officially
opened last May for the 590
awards offered by the U.S.

government under the Fulbright-
Hays Act and by foreign donors.

Full grants, which provide
round-trip transportation, tuition
and maintenance for one academ-
ic year, are available to 29 coun-
tries. U.S. Government Travel
Grants are offered to 11 countries
and foreign donors provide awards
to 14 countries.

Candidates must be U.S. citi-
zens at the time of application,
hold a bachelor’s degree or its
equivalent by the beginning date
of the grant, have language ability
commensurate with the demands
of the proposed study projects,
and be in good health. Preference
is given to applicants between 20
and 35 years of age.
