Cross Country 
The end of an era? 

Football drops two 
Olivet next foe

The end of an era? No. The end 
of a w i n n i n g s t r e a k ? Yes . T h e 
Hope cross country team lost their 
f i r s t dua l m e e t in f ive y e a r s 
September 30th at the hands of 
arch-rival Calvin. After winning 24 
dual meets in a row, the Flying 
Dutchmen fell by a narrow margin 
of 27-30. 

Hope jumped out to an early 
lead but the Knights prevailed in 
the end, claiming four of the first 
seven spots. Freshman standout 
Doug Diekema of Calvin lead all 
r u n n e r s , c o v e r i n g t h e f ive mile 
course in 24:57. 

Lou Hoekstra of Hope was 10 
seconds behind, while Dick Nort-
huis and Matt McNally finished 
f i f t h and s ix th r e s p e c t i v e l y . 
George Moger, still not up to form 
af ter suffering a preseason injury, 
c r o s s e d in e i g h t h place , and 
f r e s h m a n L a r r y K o r t e r i n g w a s 
ninth. But this proved to be not 
enough. 

Traveling to Albion four days 
l a t e r , t h e Du tch r e g a i n e d t h e i r 
winning ways, running to a 17-45 
victory. 

H o e k s t r a took t h e ind iv idua l 
honors, pacing a 25:40 over the 
bumpy five mile course. The t ime 
was a new course record. Northuis 
came in eight seconds later, and 
Moger was third. 

McNal ly and M a r k H o w a r d 
r o u n d e d ou t H o p e ' s t op f ive , 
p l ac ing f i f t h and s i x t h . Nev in 
W e b s t e r r aced to s e v e n t h and 
Glenn Luther finished ninth. 

The Flying Dutchmen traveled 
to N o t r e D a m e U n i v e r s i t y l a s t 
Fr iday, home of the famed golden 
dome and the Notre Dame Invita-
tional. 

HOPE took par t in the Gold 
division, claiming 14th place out of 
24 teams. This was the first year 
the re was two divisions. The Gold 
race was for all teams tha t finished 
be low 20th place in las t y e a r ' s 
contest . 

Leading the Dutch this day was 

t h e s o p h o m o r e s t a n d o u t , Dick 
Northuis crossing in 52nd with a 
t ime of 25:21. 

MOGER, who c o n t i n u e s t o 
i m p r o v e wi th each o u t i n g , w a s 
62nd, clocking a 25:34 showing. 
Howard placed 80th, in 25:55, with 
Hoekstra 89th. 

Mark Ongley, coming off a cold 
tha t kept him out of the Calvin 
meet, crossed in 96th with a 26:11 
showing. Matt McNally wasn't far 
behind in 26:23.

Calvin was also in the meet, and 
the Knights were 18th. This sets 
up the big showdown in the league 
meet .

Soccer claims three victories

The Flying Dutchmen football 
t e a m d r o p p e d t h e i r f ina l non-
conference contest of the season to 
the Wheaton Crusaders Saturday, 
October 1st, by a 31-13 margin. 
The loss gave Hope's football team 
a record of two victories and two 
setbacks. 

THE HOPE offense could only 
m u s t e r 140 y a r d s r u s h i n g com-
pared to Wheaton's 193. But the 
big s tory was the passing game 
where the Flying Dutchmen could 
a s s e m b l e only 86 y a r d s as 
compared to the Crusader 's 231 
yards in the air. 

Twice in t h e f i r s t half Hope 
moved inside the Wheaton five, 
only to have the drives stalled by 
t h e t o u g h C r u s a d e r d e f e n s e . 

THE ONLY Hope scoring came 
in the third qua r t e r when quarter-
back Mark Boyce th rew two touch-
down str ikes to Kent Suchecki. 

H o p e t r a v e l e d to Albion las t 
Saturday, only to be upended by 
t h e p r e - s e a s o n f a v o r i t e of the 
M I A A . The B r i t o n s won t h e i r 
h o m e c o m i n g g a m e by a 39-28

score. This win was a big s tep for 
t h e defending champion's ques t for 
t h e league title. 

THE BRITONS scored first on a 
16 yard TD pass f rom Tom Carr to 
Cur t Weise in t h e initial period. 
Hope retal iated with a two yard 
t o u c h d o w n r u n f r o m Bill Bla-

uiere. Albion scored again when 
a r r connected on his second TD 

pass of the day, this time to Alvin 
Bonds. 

Following another Briton score 
Hope struck back on Blacquiere's 
second touchdown of the game. 
J u s t before the end of the half 
quar terback Mark Boyce ran the 
ba l l ove r f r o m t w o y a r d s out . 
Albion made the final tally of the 
second quar te r on a flee-flicker to 
t ake a 26-21 lead into the locker 
room. 

HOPE regained the lead in the 
second half when Boyce connected 
with Todd De Young for a 28 yard 
TD pass. But tha t was all for the 
Dutch as Albion tallied twice in 
the final half to come away with 
their second MIAA win. 

Hope carries a 2-3 record into 
tomorrow's contest against Olivet.

The second half saw Aeolus come 
to t h e aid of t h e Sco t s s t u r d y 
eleven but to no avail as Hope's 
aggressive defense continued to 
k e e p t h e ball a w a y f r o m t h e i r 
sacred net. The score remained 
unaltered, Hope 3, Alma 0. 

H O P E t h e n faced a t o u g h 
contender in Albion last Saturday 
but again remained victorious in 
one of the most perplexing games 
yet this season. A confident team 
took the field...seconds later the 
s u b s t i t u t i o n of a key p l a y e r in 
John Clough, being taken out with 
a broken nose, took them down a 
couple of notches.

In spite of the incompatibility of 
dirt and rain and traction Hope 
came a w a y f rom t h e l abo r ious 
weekend all even, two wins, two 
losses b e a t i n g bo th t h e U. of 
W i s c o n s i n - M i l w a u k e e (1-0) and 
WMU (2-1). That next Wednesday 
saw Hope e n t e r t a i n i n g G r a n d 
Valley, the Dutch 11 winning in 
excellent fashion 3 -1 , Sue Gebnart 
s co r ing once and K a r e n H a r t j e 

t w i c e to g ive t h e D u t c h a 3-2 
record to this point. 

MIAA action began on the 1st of 
October when Albion, Adrian and 
Hope me t a t Albion for a 
t r i m a t c h . Aga in f i nd ing t h e m -
selves on an altogether soggy field 
Har t j e connected for two more and
