Taking our own.republic as a
paralle], we find that this country’s
history has arrived at a point that
is comparable with the point at
which the Roman republic had ar-
rived more than three centuries
before Christ. If we of 1954 are
to remain a healthy, stable, civil-
ized government as long as Rome
did we will be very near the year
2500 before our “decline and fall”
sets in. There is no way for any
of us to know whether we will last
that long, but the comparison
ghows how balanced our “decline
and fall” complex is in regard to
the Roman Empire.

The Roman empire, both as re-
public and as monarchy, during
its 700 years of stability had its
faults. It maintained slavery; it
tortured and killed a consider-

One of the first impressions
we get of Jereboam is that he
was a compartively young man
with unusal ability. Scarcely,
however, do we discover this fact
until we learn also that he was
very ambitious man. Ambition is
not a wrong trait necessarily. It
all depends how we define it and
what use we make of it.
The unfortunate thing about
Jereboam was that he tried to

was made that Jereboam had in
him unusual gifts and remarkable
ability, This combination would
have made him a very useful man
among the people of God had he
been able . to direct himself in
ways that would have served the
people among whom he lived.

We sometimes wonder why God
chooses a man of this sort and
gives him opportunities beyond
those which seem to be given to
much humbler people. I presume
He is always doing that. No doubt
He did it in this case for the
simple reason that Jereboam, had
he known his place and served
to the best of ability, would have
been a power in the life of the
people of Israel. He does not
stand out particularly as an excep-
tion. God is doing that with
capable men today. They are
given the chance of achieving real
greatness and living very use-
ful lives. But-when they imagine
that the world cannot get along

Perhaps this
was his oldest, the one who was
to succeed him on the thrones.
This distressed him greatly. He
knew the golden calves could do
nothing for him, and he did not
want to appear in person before
the prophet Ahijah, so he dis-
guised his wife and sent her to
make inquiry of the man of God.
There are many like him. When
all goes well they neglect God,
but as soon as trouble come their
way, they are anxious to know
what relation there is between
this and God.
The disguise was not successful,
for Ahijah knew at once who it
was that came to him. He was an
old man and sight was gone from
his eyes, but he was still able to
discern the Lord and to under-
stand his voice. He could not see
the wife of Jereboam but he
could hear her steps. Her foot-
stéps disclosed her presence and
the Spirit of God revealed her i-

A cyclotron is being built by
students of the Hope College
physics department!

Prof. Clarence Kleis, head of the
physics department, said the cyc-
lotron will be used by all the col-
lege science classes Its .building
is a student project, under super-
vision of Prof. Harry Frissel, just
returned to the campus after a
two-year-absence ‘to' work toward
his Ph. D. in nuclear physics. He
did the work at Iowa State Uni-

versity under a research assistant-
ship from the Atomic Energy Com-
mission. He expects to complete
work for the degree this summer,

James van Pytten, son of Dr.
and Mrs. J. Dyke van Putten of
Holland, a junior at Hope, suggest-
ed building the atom smasher
carly last summer, and his sug-
gestion received enthusiastic sup-
port from Dr. Frederick Yonkman,
Hope alumnus now vice president
of the Ciba Pharmaceutical Com-
pany of New Jersey.

Recently the Ciba Company pro-
vided the combined science depart-
ments of the college with a grant
for the purpose of financing, in
part, this large and costly project

The cyclotron, to be built in the
Science Building basement, will
be used for research projects by
the chemistry and biology depart-
ments, as well as the physics de-
partment.

Van Putten said students and
faculty of the physics department
are now busy on the design for
the Hope cyclotron for which
there is no set pattern. Each cy-
clotron has it own design. The as-
sembly will begin with the open-
ing of college in September.

When completed the Hope
equipment will contain a one half
ton magnet which will be wound
with 400 turns of one-fourth inch
coper tubing. It will be capable of
an output of 1.6 million electron-
volts (mev) protons, in the making
of matter from emergy.

Van Putten has been interested
in electronics and physics since
early boyhood. His first major pro-
ject was a ham radio station he
recalls building at the age of 15.
He has since assembled television
sets,

Both Holland Hospital and
Grand Haven Hospital are equip-
ped with chest x-ray units and
everyone, especially patients en-
tering the hospitals are urged
to have a chest x-ray for the
purpose of detecting cancer symp-
toms in the chest area.

Chairman VanDyke said,’ “It is
just as important for everyone to
have a thorough knowledge of the
danger signals of cancer and what
to do when they appear as it is
to give our dollars to help finance
the fight against cancer through
research and treatment. Many
cases can be cured when discover-
ed and properly treated early.”

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Judd Tells Large Crowd
Arms Aid is Pointless

Congressman Walter H. Judd of
Minnesota told a large Holland
audience Monday at Hope Mém-
orial Chapel that “we could send
half the American Army and it
wouldn't save Indochina unless the
people there are convinced they
are fighting for their independ-
ence.”

Speaking before both afternoon
and evening sessions, Dr. Judd in-
tegrated the Indochina problem
with the much larger problem of
an Asian political policy.

‘Let's not think of Indochina
apart from the paralle] problems
of dealing with the entire area,”
Judd said. He pointed to the ring
of 14 islands and peninsulas sur-
rounding Communist China as
holding possibly the key to the
present crisis.

“The larger significance of
Indochina is that it is part of a
perimeter around China extending
from Korea and Japan in the
north to Pakistan and India
in the south,” Judd said.

Noting that the: Communists
have always been  numerically
weaker in Indochina than the
French forces, Dr. Judd said peo-
ple must be given something to
fight for — something the Indo-
chinese have not had.

Judd compared the problem in
Indochina with the similar prob-
lems throughout the area:

“In Korea there is no possible
chance for real security” so long
as the mainland. is Communist.
“Syngman Rhee is fully aware
that Korea cannot be united. It's
only tragic it took us so long -to
realize this same fact.”

Japan, next to Korea, is in the
“least optimistic” position of the
14 states constituting the peri-
meter. Judd said Japan is gradual-
ly. being forced into a position
where she desperately needs mar-
kets. “Japan will be under Com-
munist control within 10 years if
she doesn't find other markets
than China,” he added.

“Formosa fis the single most
valuable piece of real estate in
the area.” The island has been a
study in survival, long outliving
the pessimistic statements of many
American leaders. The Nationalist
government can be made a valu-
able ally of the west. “The people
are behind Chiang, and from For-
mosa, China could be prodded from
within,” Judd said.

o only two nations of the
group that have surplus rice are
Thailand and Burma.” These new
nations, Burma only six years old,
are determined to have their in-
dependence and are naturally hesi-
tant about antagonizing Red
China. After all,” Judd added,
“they do have an 800-mile border
with China.”

Pakistan and India present com-
plex problems, but again synibo-
lize the struggling nationalistic
fever. “Pakistan, in two parts 1.
000 miles apart, doesn't tie in well
together, but they have a great
will to succeed,” Judd said. As for
India, we must learn to “take it
easy” with Nehru. “He is a leader
who endured much for his country,

“We must keep free what is now
free, and do what we can to
create unrest in the peoples en-
slaved by communist authorities.”

Dr. Judd was introduced in the
afternoon session by Dr. John W,
Hollenbach, dean of Hope College.

Dr. Irwin J. Lubbers, president
of the college, presided at the eve-
ning session {introducing Dr. J.
Dyke van Putten who was instru.
mental in securing Judd's visit.
The two were friends while serv-
ing in China as missionaries, Judd
as a doctor and van Putten as
educational director,

Rev. Lambert Ponstein gave the
invocation while the chapel choir
under direction of Dr. Robert
Cavanugh sang two selections,

Dr, Judd, who has delivered 16
speeches in the last nine days, left
immediately after the speech for
Chicago where he caught a flight
to Washington, D, C.

No need to get alarmed, it's just
a crop dusting process that is
carried on just about every year
by Bob Mueller of South Haven.
And the crop dusting is getting
to be an important item in Ottawa
County areas, especially in the
mushrooming blueberry séctions
near West Olive, The small craft
sprays all pine seedlings to pre-
vent the white pine weevil, sawfly,
European pine shootmoth, ete.
However, Mueller says the
work in West Olive is getting to
be concentrated more on bluebér-
ries, Of course, the small plane
dusts the celery and onion fields
near Hudsonville and in the Fenn-
ville and Pullman areas,

There's also a lot of work on
the blueberry growths in the
South Haven area,

The craft may look a bit weird
to many because it has’ large arms
jutting out of each side which con-
tain the nozzles through which the
sprays pass. ’

The large booms on each side of
the plane each has 12 nozzles and
winddriven pumps built up pres-
sure so that the spray shoots out,

Mueller currently is headfjuar-
tered at Park Township airport
and has one of his 10 plane fleet
in the area. The craft can dust
several hundred acres a day.

Carl Demler of Muskegon is
piloting the plane out of Holland.
