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Many eyes Monday were on La 
Palma, El Salvador, a small 
town in the northern par t of that 
Central American nation. There -
- for the first t ime since El 
Salvador's Civil war began five 
years ago - the two opposing 
sides in that battle will meet for 
peace talks. Pres ident Jose 
Napoleon Duarte will face off 
against leaders of the guerrilla 
movement that ' s been trying to 
oust him from power. The rebels 
say they don't expect any 
breakthroughs today - but hope 
the talks will lead to continued 
negotiations. Both sides have 
agreed to keep their a rmed 
forces at least six miles away 
from the talks. Security is being 
taken care of by the Roman 
Catholic Church, the Red Cross 
and the Salvadoran Boy Scouts. 

The people behind "Solidari ty" 
are considering a rebirth of 
Poland's outlawed t rade union. 
Sources say Lech Walesa and 
other senior union leaders met in 
Gdansk to consider ways of 
reviving it at the grass-roots 
level. The meeting was the se-
cond gathering of solidarity's 
high-ranking officers and sup-
porters in the past two weeks. An 
earlier session was held during a 
workers ' p i lg r image to the 
Shrine at Czestochowa that was 
the largest gathering of solidari-
ty leaders since the imposition of 
martial law in 1981. 

Israel Is continuing to work on 
unilateral plans to pull its troops 
out of southern - Lebanon - n o 
matter what Syria does. That 
word came from Israeli P r ime 
Minister Shimon Peres following 
his return to Israel a f ter an 8 day 
visit to the United States.

"Challenger" is getting a polnt-
by-polnt inspection •• as NASA 
engineers determine whether If 
suffered much damage on Its 
eight-day flight. Meanwhile, the 
shuttle crew is relaxing at the 
a s t r o n a u t t r a in ing b a s e in 
Houston. The five men and two 
women will brtef experts on their 
flight tomorrow. Their journey 
was dedicated to a scientific 
survey of the earth, its oceans 
and atmosphere. 

The space shuttle "Discovery" 
is being groomed for a scheduled 
launch November seventh. The 
Challenger goes back up in early 
December -- in keeping with 
NASA's once-a-month launch 
schedule. 

The moose can come out of 
hiding in Maine. Moose hunting 
season ended this weekend with 
hunters bagging at least 812 
animals. Despite the protests of 
groups who want the hunts stop-
ped, there 's a push in the Maine 
legislature to expand the moose-
hunt area to include more of the 
northern part of the state. 

House speaker Tip O'Neill 
returned to Boston College Sun-
day - nearly half-century af ter 
he left as a 24-year-old politician. 
The Massachusetts Democrat 
was t h e r e . to dedicate a 28 
million-dollar research center 
and library named in his honor: 
O'Neill told the crowd of about 
1500 that he doesn't believe in 
naming buildings af ter public of-
ficials still in office. But this t ime 
O'Neill says he made an excep-
tion because the school meant so 
much to him.

Hurricane "Josephine" is 
slowly headed away from land 
after stalling off the eastern 
coast Sunday. The storm caused 
hlgher-than-normal tides in some 
areas - and was blamed for the 
death of a man who drowned in 
the storm-tossed North River In 
Massachusetts. 

The deaths of two Texas 
Inmates over the weekend has 
pushed to 20 the number of 
prisoners that have died in the 
state this year . One of the deaths 
was blamed on a racial distur-
b a n c e b e t w e e n Black and 
Mexican-American inmates. The 
second death is still being in-
vestigated -- a prisoner was 
found stabbed to death shortly 
after a disturbance. But officials 
say they don't know if the distur-
bance and the stabbing death are 
related. 

It was a football game that set 
off violence in Manha t t an , 
Kansas, over the weekend. What 
police described as "several 
thousand drunk people" took 
part in a rowdy victory celebra-
tion Saturday night, pelting 
police with rocks and debris. City 
and school officials are expected 
to discuss the riot in a meeting 
later today. 

A new study out today says 
there's been an "a l a rming" in-
crease in cancer deaths in rural 
counties where employment in 
the petroleum and chemical in-
dustries has increased. The 
private research group that 
issued the report -- The Council 
on Economic Priorities - says it 
suggests a stronger link between 
toxic waste and cancer than 
previously thought. The survey 
shows that in 59 rural counties, 
cancer deaths increased 265 per-
cent between 1950 and 1975. 

Police in Detroit are In-
vestigating the murder of a man 
killed during the melee that 
followed Sunday night 's Tigers 
World Series victory. Police say 
when some fans roaming the 
streets of Motown af ter the win 
turned violent, dozens were In-
jured - and at least 34 were ar-
rested. Some cars were overturn-
ed -- and at least two were torch-
ed. 

After more than 24 hours at the 
bargaining table during - the 
weekend , the Un i t ed Auto 
Workers Union and Ford got 
together on a new contract. The 
tentative pact Is to reviewed by 
Union leaders today. Among the 
features of the new Ford pact is a 
corporate guarantee not to close 
any of its plants or par ts 
facilities. Meanwhile, the UAW 
a n n o u n c e d m e m b e r s h a v e 
okayed their new contract with 
General Motors. Union officials 
say even though the GM contract 
faced heavy opposition when it 
was first offered to the rank-and-
file', it finally passexl with 57.4 
percent of the workers voting to 
accept it. 

A top banking economist says 
the second half of 1985 could be 
marked by a recession. So says 
J a m e s C h r i s t i a n , c h i e f 
economist for the United States 
League of Savings Institutions. 
Christian says a recession could 
be a "distinct possibility" if the 
rate of foreign investment falls 
more than expected. But he says 
the U.S. economy will grow at a 
rate of 3 to 4 percent as long as 
foreigners supply about 20 per-
c e n t of t he t o t a l s a v i n g s 
available. Christ ian says if 
foreign investments fall below 
that level, there won't be enough 
money - or credit -- to go around. 

California's Disneyland calls 
itself the "happiest place on the 
ea r th , " and it might be again - a t 
least as fa r as workers and 
m a n a g e m e n t a r e concerned. 
Representatives of Ave striking 
unkms tentatively agreed on a 
new contract with the pa rk ' s 
operators Sunday night. Ac-
cording to federal mediator Bon-
nie Castrey, both sides gave a lit-
tle during the last bargaining 
s t re tch . Union l eade r s and 
Disneyland officials are both 
urging workers to approve the 
new contract. The strike lasted 
20 days and kept some 18-
hundred workers off the job. 

The strike by the umpires dur-
ing the Major League Champion-
ships will pay off, according to a 
published report Monday. The 
4 t New Y o r k Da i ly N e w s " 
reported that baseball commis-
sioner Pe ter Ueberroth will 
render a decision favorable ih 
the men in blue. The paper says 
that Ueberroth will restore 120-
thousand dollars lost by the strik-
ing umps during the playoffs and 
create a pool fund for the umps 
for post-season play. The um-
pires want all members paid for 
post season play, rather than Just 
those who work the games. 

Look for President Johnson's 
national security adviser to be 
the first top-level government of-
ficial to testify in General 
William Westmorland's Libel 
Suit against C-B-S - Walt Rostow 
was scheduled to be called to 
testify Monday. The lawsuit Is 
seeking 120 million dollars in 
damages. It s tems from a 1982 C-
B-S documentary that charged 
Westmorland -- the commander 
of U.S. troops during the Viet-
nam War - intentionally lied to 
the White House about Com-
munist troop strength in Viet-
nam.
