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THE NEWS CONDENSED.

CONGRESSIONAL PROCEEDINGS.

Yavorabuc reports were made In the Sen*

ate, on the 29th nib., on resolutions to loan flags

to the city of Charlotte, N. C., tor celebrating the

Vecklenbnrg declaration of Independence, and
to the fair at Richmond in aid of disa-
bled Confederate soldiers, bnt the com-
mittee will recommend no more legisla-
tion of this sort. A joint resolution was
favorably reported to appropriate 125,000
to celebrate the completion of the Washington
monument. A resolution waa^oflered directing
the preparation of a bill to provide that here-
after no patent shall be granted ezoept to oltl-
ens of the United States. The plenro-pnen-
monla bill was debated at great length and
passed. The House of Representatives passed
a joint resolution directing the President to en-
force an immediate settlement of the claim of
J. E. Wheelock against the Government of
Venezuela for tortures Inflicted by oifleera of
that republic. The tariff bill was taken
u> In committee of the whole, and Mr.
ulsoock spoke in opposition thereto. Helustl-
tqted a comparison between the condition of
Hie business of the country prior to the tariff of
1861 and its condition at the present time, and
from the comparisou deduced the conclusion
that the protective system was a better one for
the people. Agricultural products, be main-
tained, scoured a higher price now than twenty
years ago— a result which was attributable to
protection. Mr. Hard supported the measure in
a speech which attracted the attention of every
member. He held that, snbjoot to the needs of
the Government, every man had the right to
buy where goods were cheapest and sell where
he could realise tbs highest price. He claimed
that the protective system had looked the
United States out of the markets of the world;
be urged that our manufacturers look outward
across the seas for patrons, and closed by saying
that If the Ohio Democratic platform would
not allow the abolition of war tizes, he would
appeal to the people of his native State to re-
pudiate the heresy.

The passage of bills to authorize the Oregon

Central Road to bridge the Willamette River;
and to ratify the agreement with three Indian
tribes of Montana for a portion of their
reservation required by the Northern Padflo
Bead, followed by a long debate on the shipping
trill, constituted the buxines* of the Senate
on the 80th nit. In the House a bill was reported
to secure postal telegraphy on the contract sys-
tem. A joint resolution was passed authorizing
the Secretary of War, on proper application, to
loan tents and flags for soldiers' reunions
and to grant condemned cannon for monu-
mental purposes. After which the tariff bill
was taken np in committee of the whole and dis-
cussed at great length. Mr. Dingloy (Rep.), of
Maine, denied tnat protection had caused the
decline in American commerce. Mr. Hewitt
(Dem.), of New York, declared that there was
stagnation everywero In the protected Indus-
tries. The wages of American workmen were not
•nffleiont to give them even decent support, aad
during the last twenty years their progress had
been downward. In the iron works last year two-
thirds were in blast, while this year nearly two-
thirds were closed and the wages of the army of
workers were reduced. He was one of the un-
fortuna’ c manufacturers who had reduced wages
rather than turn his men out altogether. Mr.
Kelley (Rep.) of Pennsylvania, Interrupted to
•ay he thanked Mr. Hewitt for indorsing
bis doctrine. Production had so far out-

abroad would take from American ships the
coastwise trade of the United States, bringing
in all the old hulks of England. Mr. Vest re-
torted that the last thing in the range of imag-
ination is the Ides that any human bclug can
cheat a Yankee. The Senate agreed to Indefi-
nitely postpone action on the bill to release
the members of the original Fitz-John
Porter court-martial from the obligation
of secrecy. Bills were favorably re-
ported to aid the construction of a ship
canal between Lake Unloci and Puget Sound,
Washington Territory, aM to amend act relat-
ing to the tmjH)rtutlon of spurious f*u». In the
House Mr. Dorshelmer spoke against the tariff
bill. Mr.Enton declared the measure directly op-
posed to the Constitution, arid he would do his
Utmost to defeat it. Mr. Hammond insisted
that the Democrats wero csrnOst in their pur-
pose to reduce taxation and diminish the reve-
nue.

Forest fires in the Catskill Mountain re

gion of New York and the Blue Mountains

of Pennsylvania have done vast damage.

Near Ashland, in the latter State, a tract of

fifty square miles of timber was burned over.

The village of Gilman’s Depot, on the Port
Jarvis Road, in New York, was wiped ont by
flames. In the vicinity of Elkton, Md.,
thousands of acres of valuable timber were
destroyed. The towns of Brisbin and
Thompson, in Tioga County, Pa., were
swept away by the flames, the inhabitants
being compelled to flee for their lives. The
thriving town of Houtzdale, Pa., also fell a
victim to the flames, scarcely a house being
left, and tfae destitute citizens have sent out

an appeal for help. The damage wrought
by these forest fires will amount to many
millions W dollars.

THE WEST.
In broad daylight, four men rode to the

Medicine Valley Bank, located in the heart

of the town of Medicine Lodge, Kan., and,

dismounting, two went in while the others
took care of the horses outside. Cashier
George Geppertand President E. W. Payne,
of the bank, were the only persons in at the

time. The two bandits, presenting their Win-
chester rifles and revolvers, said : “ Give
us your money or we will kill you.’’ Gen-
pert and Payne refused, and instantly, the
robbers shot them, killing Geppert anti in-
juring Payne fatally. The firing aroused
the town and brought the Marshal and
others to the spot, and the robbers,
hastily mounting their horses, fled. Mr.
Geppert was a prominent business-man,
while Mr. Payne was the editor of the In-
dex, and a wealthy and influential stockman
. . . .The poor-house of Van Buren County,
Michigan, with forty-five inmates, took fire
at 2 o’clock in tho morning. Fourteen in-
mates were smothered in their beds or
burned alive. Only one body was recog-
nizable.

The four men who attempted rob a bank

at Medicine Lodge, Kan., and killed Cash-

ier Geppert and fatally wounded President

Payne, were captured by citizens and
lodged in jail. A mob forced the doors,
shot one robber in his cell and hanged the
other to a tree outside. A dispatch

from Kansas City gives these mea-
ger accounts of the quadruple exe-
cution: The chase was short. The
bandits seemed to perceive that flight was
useless and came to a halt three miles west
of Medicine Lodge, where, being surround-
ed by the posse, a hot skirmish took place.
Tbeir ammunition gone, hopelesly hemmed
in on all sides, the bandits held up their
hands. They were taken to Medicine Lodge
in irons and placed in jail under
a strong guard. The citizens, exasperat-
ed by the sight of the dead Cashier, over-
powered the guard and seized the robbers.
One of the bandits fired on the crowed and
was instantly riddled with bullets. The
other three were taken out of town some
distance and hanged to trees. Two of them
died game, but the others prayed for mercy.
The names of the men proved to be Henry
Brown, the Marshal, ana Ben Wheeler, As-
sistant Marshal, at Caldwell, and John Wes-
ley and William Smith, cowboys. The first-
named is a noted desperado, and one of the
best shots in the West. It was Brown who
fired on the crowd and thus escaped tho hal-

ter. The men denied nothing and did not
pretend to excuse themselves.

A general strike on tho main line and

branches of tho Union Pacific Road was in-

augurated the other morning, fifteen hun-

dred men going out at Omaha. One coach
of tho hourly tniin at Council Bluffs was
taken off and side-tracked by the strikers.
At dark tho announcement was made by
General Manager Clark that the order for a
reduction in wages had been rescinded. . . .

Five members of a family named Werner,
of Appleton, Wisconsin, have been attacked

with trichiniasifr from eating anoooked
pork sausage.

Waterloo (Iowa) Dispatch: “A triple
tragedy occurred at Roland, a small place

in the edge of Story County, about thirteen

miles south of Radcliffe. A man, whose
name it is impossible to learn, attacked his
wife with an ax. She defended herself as
well as she could, at the same time
calling for hftln. The brother of the
infuriated husband interfered, and at-
tempted to protect the woman.
At this the husband, who is a burly man,
seized his brother and threw him into a
deep well. As he did this he either lost his
footing or sprang into the well intentionally

himself. When the neighbors, attracted by
tho outcry, arrived on the scene they fonnd
the two men at the bottom of the well, both
dead, while the woman was unconscious.
She is badly wounded, and at last reports
it is thought there is no possibility of her
recovery.’’

The civilized tribes of Indian Territory
are exceedingly hostile to the allotment of

lands in severalty among the savages, on

the ground that it wonld demoralize the

ojpal chief of the Cherokees, has filed at
Washington a protest against the bill. The
Pawnees have leased 128,000 acres to cattle-
raisers for five yean, at 3 cents per acre.

A HUMAN HOLOCAUST.

Shocking Occurrence by the Burning

of a (Michigan County

Ahnihcnie.

Fourteen of the Pauper Inmates Caught

in Their Beds and Entirely

Consumed.

[Hartford (Mich.) Telegram.]

The Van Buren County Poorhouse, situated
two and one-half miles east of this village, was
burned to tho ground this morning. Fourteen
paupers were burned to death, and many others
narrowly escaped with their lives. The cause of

the fire Is unknown. It originated In the in-
mates' sitting-room on the first floor, and when
discovered was lieyond control The county
farm lies midway between the villages of Hart-
ford and Lawrence, three miles from each, and
beyond assistance from firemen, but when the
names were discovered the buildings were al-
ready so involved that help would have been uso-
less. The bolldings comprised a large two-story
rrame upright, with a wing extending east and
a two-story addition projecting south from the
rear of the main building. The latter was oocn-
PM. ,b7, Superintendent Cash, his family, and
the hired help. One of the latter named Halwy
waa aroused by the cries of the Inmates. Going
down the hall he opened the door to the two-— — - — he opened the door to the two-
story addition, when he was almost overpowered
by a volume of flame and smoke that burst out
He had barely time to give the alarm In the Su-
perintendent’s quarters. The paupers In the
addition were already past help. The occupants
of the front building only escaped with their
lives, nothing else being saved but two or three
articles of furniture.

The following are the names of those who per-
ished; Jimmie Johnson, from Covert; Henry
Bankes, trom Waverly; Benjamin Boarardus,
from Breedsvllle; Thomas Sawyer, colored.
from the Kalamaroo asylum; Jouathan S&mnt,
fro in Antwerp; Fred Ekenburger, from Decatur;
--- Myers, from Waverly; Peter Golden, from
Keeler; Caroline Lang, from Covert; Caroline
Saerer. from Covert; Mrs. Curtis, from Breeda-
ville; Mrs. Wilson and her 8-year-old daughter;
Ann Marla and Debby Cravet; of Bangor.
When morning came the ruins presented a

sickening sight. The victims of the conflagra-
tion, when taken from the ashes and half-oon-
Burned timbers of the building, were so burned
as to be unrecognizable, horrible masses of flesh
and bone, impossible to identity, being viewed
by hundreds of visitors.
The addition contained sleeping accommoda-

tions for about twenty, and the only ones who
escaped were a boy named Parker, who jumped
from the second window, and two little boys
of Mrs. Wilson. Thetr mother snd sister per-
ished in the flames. The remainder of the in-
mates were in a detached building known as
“the jail." IThey comprised the Idfotic, violently
insane, etc. Between that and th* main struct-
ure there was another detached building, the

One of the occupants of the Superintendent’s
quarters was his daughter, Just recovering from
an attack of typhoid fever. She was saved.
The inmates who were lost comprise the bet-

ter class of paupers, those in a comfortable
id able to 4condition and able to assist about the premises.

The county authorities have made provisions in
the neighborhood for the temporary care of the
remaining inmates. There were about sixty oc-
cupants of the burned buildings.
The loss to the county on building and con-

tents is abont $10,000, on which there Is $5,000
insorance. Mr. Gash the overseer, lost all his
goods, to the value of about $800, on which there
was no Insurance.

PLEUR0-PNEUM0NIA.

Provisions of the Bill Passed by

the United States Senate.

As amended and passed by the Senate the
plenro-pnenmonia bill providing for the estab-

lishment of a Bureau of Animal Industry and
the extirpation of contagions cattle diseases
provides that the Commissioner of Agriculture
shall organize In his department a bureau of
animal Industry, with a chief who shall be a
competent veterinary surgeon and who shall In-
vestigate and report the condition of the domes-
tic animals of the United States and the causes
of contagions, Infectious, and communicable
diseases among them. He shall also collect snch
other Information on those subjects as mav be
valuable to the agricultural and commercial
Interests of the United States. For the purposes
of the bureau the Commissioner of Agriculture
is authorized to employ a force not to exceed
twenty persons at any one time. The Commis-
sioner

persons at any onetime. The Commls-
is to appoint two comiictent agents, who

shall be practical stock-raisers or men expe-
rienced in commercial transactions affecting five
stock, who shall report the best manner of trans-

pneumoi
communicable diseases. The compensation of
snch agents is fixed at $10 per day. The com-
mission Is to prepare as early as possible such
rules and regulations as may be neoessary to
extirpate the diseases named, and certify snch
rules, etc., to the executive authority of each
State and Territory, and invito the co-operation
of such executive authoritv in the execution of
tho act of Congress. When the rales, etc..
shall have been accepted by snch executive au-
thority, the commission may expend in the State
so accepting so much money as shall lie neces-
sary for the purposes of the investigations con-
templated by the act and for snch disinfection
and quarantlife measures as may be neces-

pal authorities, corporations, and persons en-
gaged In the transportation of neat cattle by
la(and or water, In establishing regulations for
the safe conveyance of cattle and preventing
the spread of disease; and the Secretary of the
Treasury is authorized to take such steps as
may be necessary, not Inconsistent with the act,
to prevent the exportation of cattle affected
with any contagious disease, especially pleuro-
pneumonia.
Transportation companies are forbidden to

transport cattle affected with any contagious or
communicable disease from one State or Terri-
tory to another, bnt the so-called splenetic or
Texas fever la excepted from the category of
communicable diseases so far os regards the
transDortation of cattle to market. Violationstransportation of cattle to market,
of the act by railroad companies or vessels Is
declared a misdemeanor on the part of the man-
ager or captain, pnnishable by a line not to ex
ceed $6,000 or imprisonment not to exceed one
year, or both. It is made the dnty of the United
Bt . ....... ~ ‘Jtatcs District Attorneys to prosecute cases.
The sum appropriated for the purposes of tho
act is $150^0 (instead of $250,000 as appropriat-
ed by the House).

The follow-
ing day those who had partaken of tho
edibles became very 111 with violent cramps,
which gradually became worse until a few
days ago, when a physician waa summoned.
Dr. Reynolds pronounced it a case ot poison-
ing. Last night several prominent physicians
wore called In consultation, bnt their united
efforts were futile, and the death of Mr.
Frless ensued this morning. The authorities
are investigating the case. There are three
young ladles of the family critically ill.

The Russian Government has an im-

mense railway project under consider-

ation. The author of the scheme calls

it the Russian Pacific'OLine. The line

would start form Ikaterinanburg, join

Toboisk, Yeneseisk, and Yakutsk, end-

ing in Nikolajew, with a branch line

from Yeneseisk and Yakutsk to
Kiakhta, which would form a connec-

tion with the Amoor and China. A
second main line will start from As-
trachan to connect Herat, Persia, and

India, with a branch line to Bokhara

ever Cashgar. The extent of railway

would be 3,000 geographical miles, and

cost one hundred million roubles. The

capital would be spread over twenty

years. One part of the proposal is to

employ part of the army on the works.

The news Of a remarkable natural

phenomenon is reported from Bona, in

Algeria. An isolated mountain, the
Dshebel Naibo, 800 foot high, is sinking

into the earth. Round its feet there is

s deep hollow, and before long the

mountain will disappear. The district

cfBona has once before witnessed a
similar event; the Lake Fezzara, of
more than 12,000 hectares, did not

exist in the time of the Romans. Hi
Augustin, who lived at Bona, described

the whole district without mentioning

the lake, and researches in 1870 have

resulted in the discovery of the ruina of

a Roman town at the bottom of the

lake. As in Arabian writings there is

nothing to be found concerning the

formation of the lake, it is supposed

that it has existed only for about a

thousand years.

DuniNathe past year the average
quantity of water supplied to London
was 145,000,000 gallons per day, of
which 72,000,000 gallons, or nearly one

half, were taken from the Thames,
while of the remainder r nearly the

whole was obtained from the river Lea,

and only a comparatively small amount

from deep wells sunk in the chalk. In

a paper recently read before the Society

of Arts, Dr. Frankland showed that

much of the water derived from the
Thames is contaminated with sewage

and other objectionable matter, and

that such water might at any time carry

with it infection. The trouble seems to

be, that nearly all the towns in the

Thames basin reject the river and its

tributaries as a source of water supply,

but employ springs and deep wells for

that purpose; and the great obstacle

in the way of a similar supply being

obtained for the metropolis is the mag-

nitude of the capital invested in existing

works, the interests of which capital

are at present allowed to override all

other considerations.

A Washihoton dispatch asks, What

has become of all the fractional cur-

rency ? In 1863 something over $20,-.
000,000 was issued, and the amount

outstanding was increased about $5,000,-

000 a year, until in 1874 the highest ag-

gregate was reached, and the book of

the Treasury showed nearly $40,000,-

000 in circulation. The redemption
was then begun, and has continued un-

til the present time; but since 1879 the

amount outstanding has remained al-

most stationary, with a balance of $7,-

000,000 in favor of the Government at

the end of the last fiscal year, June 30,

1883. During the nine months of the

present fiscal year only $16,000 has

been offered for redemption, leaving

outstanding $6,984,000, the greater
quantity of which is either lost or de-

stroyed, or in the hands of curiosity-

collectors. Some of it is hanging in

frames in the offices of bankers, and

coin and postage-stamp dealers furnish

it to customers at a premium of about

200 per cent. The Government will
probably be the gainer by this scheme

of Secretary Chase to the amount of
$6,500,000, as the Treasury officials do

not believe that much more will be sent

in for redemption. Clean pieces are

never received nowadays, and that

which comes in is so ragged and soiled

as to be worthless as a curiosity.

The contagiousness of consumption,

says the Chicago Tribune, is the sub-

ject of some sensible remarks by Dr.

Formad, of Philadelphia, who has given

much time and patience to the investi-

gation of consumption. He finds him-

self unable to coincide with the conclu-

sions of Dr. Koch, the noted German
investigator of what may for short be

called the germ diseases, that consump-

tion is caused by the germs or bacilli

that are found in connection with it.

The bacillus to which Koch imputes its

origin, is present in all cases of con-

sumption, says Dr. Formad. It may be

one of the causes of cuberculosis, but

still it cannot yet be said that its pres-

ence in consumption proves that to be a

contagious disease. A contagious dis-
ease can have but one cause, and this

observer declares himself, as the result

of repeated observations, to be firmer

than ever in his former conclusions that

consumption may result from other

causes than the presence of the germ

which Dr. Koch has brought to notice.

Dr. Formad concedes that the germ

may on account of its irritating effects

be one of the causes of the disease, but

it is not the cause— at least it has not

been proved to be such. The fact that

people are known to be predisposed to

consumption stands in the way of the

acceptance of the bacillus theory. Dr.

Formad believes that he will be able to

show that consumption is not a conta-

gious disease. The bacillus of Koch and

Krebs is present as one of its symptoms*

But bacilli and similar organisms are

present in health. They may alter in

disease; they may serve as carriers of

the disease, but they are not, in the case

of consumption at least, the primary

and sole cause of it, as they must be to

sustain the claim that by their agency

consumption is infectious.

AGRICULTURAL.

Regular feeding, even of a some-
what scant ration, is better than an ir-

regular supply of food. Animals which
are starved at one time and- overfed at
another cannot be expected to thriv^.
although they may consume more food
than, fed regularly, would serve to
keep them in good condition.

A farmer who has tested five differ-
ent varities of peas, according to the

catalogue from which he made his se-
lections last spring, now finds that
there is not the slightest difference in
any of them. In earliness, manner of
growth, height of plant, length of pods,

number of peas in a pod— in fact, in
every particular the alleged different

varieties proved to be one and the
same. The farmer thus victimized per-
tinently asks: “Have seedmen the
right to give new and catching names
to old varieties and to bewilder and
mislead the public by offering the same
article under five different names.”

A correspondent of the lo w a Homc-
stead criticises those who seek to re-
store the Morgan horse to favor. He
•ays the farmer of this age has little
use for a horse of 900 to 1,000 pounds,

and that for light work in cities and on
the road better general-purpose horses

of 1,100 to 1,300 pounds, with good
speed, action, and spirit can be easily
found. For heavy work on farm, road
or street the Clydesdale, the Shire, or
the Percheron, or their crosses, are far

more suitable and more profitable. For
such animals there is always a ready
market at good prices, which is not the
case with the horses of light weight.

An Insect Exterminator.— M. Cram-
oisy, a member of the Society of Horti-
culture, in France, declares that he has

discovered a composition which is fatal
to the much dreaded phylloxera. The
discovery was accidental, having first
been successfully used for the destruc-
tion of* vermin infesting apple trees.
The constituents of the composition are

as follows :

Add pyroliffneax. or wood vinejtar, urarn. .1,000
Salicylic acid, frram ......................... 2

Red oxtdeof meremy. irram ............... *
And foschine, centlirram ................... 25

This compound was fatal to the male
phylloxera, did no injury to the bark of
the vine, and could also be used, dilut-

ed, to water roots and destroy the in-
sects prying on them.

Charles Goodnight, one of the cat-
tle kings of Texas, thinks that “lump-
jaw,” or “big jaw” in cattle is caused by
decayed teeth. A few years ago he saw
in his herd a young steer having a
swollen jaw. The animal was promptly
roped, his teeth examined, and one
which showed decay was knocked out.
In a day or two the animal recovered.
Since that time his men have orders to
watch for signs of “big jaw,” and on its

appearance to resume their dental
operation. He has had no “big jaw” in
his herd since adopting this plan, of
which those scientific gentlemen who
pry into the secrets of Nature and big
jaw with microscopes and great curiosi-

ty should make note.

While those who write for the especial
benefit of the horny-handed sons of toil

are advising their readers to plant black

walnut and other American trees they
patriotically perhaps keep silence re-
garding the great merits of some for-
eign sorts, as, for instance, the Eucalyp-

tus, which grows in the large tracts
near the head waters of the Walts
River, in Australia, where these trees
average 250 feet in hight, mostly
straight as an arrow and with very few
branches. Many fallen trees measure
350 feet in length. One measured 435
feet from its roots to the place where
the trunk had been broken by its fall,
and there its diameter was three feet
Five feet from the ground the trunk
was eighteen feet in diameter. A few
hundred of such trees in the door-yard
of a prairie farmer would make a quite
noticeable feature. A farmer who had
a few thousand of these good-sized
trees might start a small saw-mill 'of
his own. By all means plant E. oblique
or E. amygdalina and see them grow
to a hight of 250 to 500 ieet.— Chicago
Tribune.

Most Western poultry dealers ship their
poultry to Eastern markets m barrels
>n account of this being the most con-
renient way for' handling. Eastern

marketmen, however, prefer choice
fowls, whether chickens or turkeys, in
boxes, as they admit of keeping the
fowls in better shape. Nice new and
clean packages more than repay the ex-
cess of their cost over that of dirty
second-hand boxes or barrels, by their

attractive appearance and the more
ready sale, under any and all condition?

of the market, at good prices. In a
crowded market and among many of-
ferings, first impressions often do much
to secure a customer, when otherwise
the poultry might go begging. On this
subject the American Cultivator, after
stating substantially what has been
given above, says: “One of the great-
est mistakes committed bv the average
shipper of poultry is the use of packing

material, as straw, hay, or paper. No
such material is needed if the fowls are

properly bled, cleaned, and cooled off.
Paper gathers dampness and injures
the bii da so packed. As an illustration,
we have seen turkeys packed in a freezer
and as a matter of experiment covered
with paper. In twenty-four hours the
birds so packed had commenced to
mold. If turkeys be killed at night
during seasonable fall and winter weath-

er, they will be sufficiently cooled for
packing by the following morning.

HOUSEKEEPERS* HELPS.

Potato Cakes.— Take mashed pota-
toes, add a beaten egg and enough flour

to roll; mix well with the potatoes;
make into cakes with your hands; fry
brown in hot lard.

Sugar Barley Pudding.— Eight
ounces of bread crumbs, six ounces of
suet, six ounces of powdered sugar, the
rind of one and the juice of two lemons;

mix together with one or two 6ggs; put
in a fluted basin or mold and boil one
and a half hours.
Potato Pancakes.— Pare and grate

six large potatoes. Chop fine one small
onion and mix with the potatoes ; add
two beaten eggs, a pinch of salt, one
pint of milk, flour enough to make a
batter, and one and one-half teaspoonfuls

of bakihg powder.

Breakfast Biscuits.- -To one quart
of flour add two teaspoons ot baking
powder, one teaspoon of salt, one heap-
ing tablespoonful of lard; mix with
milk warm water or sweet milk; knead
as little as possible and have the dough
as soft as, you can handle.

Cheese Puddings.— Take a dish
about three inches deep, first put a
layer oi bread crumbs, then a thin layer

of grated cheese, a little pepper and
salt, until your dish is full, then pour
in a cup of milk, lay bits of butter on
the top and bake half an hour.

Stewed Rabbit.— Cut the rabbit into
small pieces ; wash with salt and water ;

put it into a gallon crock with a quarter
of a pound of salt pork, two large on-
ions pierced with cloves. Simmer slow-
ly for three hours, then add one teaoup-

ful of bread crumbs and salt and pepper
to taste.

Oat Meal.— Soak a teacupful of oat
meal over night; next morning add one

pint of boiling water; have it in a tin
cup or bucket and set in a kettle of hot

water; boil- half an hour, then add salt

and a half cupful of sweet milk. To be
eaten w ith sweet milk, or with butter

and sugar.
Sirloin of Beef.— Make a batter in

the proportion of four tablespoonfuls

of flour to one pint of milk and two
eggs; butter a deep dish, pour in the
batter, which must be very smooth,
then take the inside of the sirloin of
beef or any tender part, cut in inch
square pieces ; bake one hour in a mod-
erately hot ovem.

Pork Hash.— Take any cold, clean
bits of pork you may have left over,
chop fine, add some bits of fat, put in a
skillet; chop an onion fine, add salt
and pepper and a little hot water; boil

till the onion is cooked; then take two-

thirds of a teacup of sweet milk and
dissolve a tablespoonful of flour in it

and add to the hash. Let it boil up
good, and serve.

A Veal Stew.— Take three or four
pounds breast of veal, out it up into
pieces two inches long, and put them
into a saucepan with a couple of car-
rots, an onion and a head of celery cut
into small pieces; add parsely, thyme,
bay leaves, clover, pepper and salt to
taste, and sufficient stock or water to
cover the meat. Simmer about an hour,
or until quite tender. Take out the
pieces of veal and strain the gravy
through a colander. Melt in a sauce-
pan one ounce butter, and add one ounce
flour ; mix well, and put in as much
liquor from the veal, well freed from
fat, as will make sufficient sauce; let it
get quite hot, then stir in off the fire,
the yolks of two eggs, beaten up with a

little lemon-juice and strained. Put in

the pieces of veal ; w hen quite hot add
a little chopped parsely and serve.

The Committee on Resolutions presented the
following report, which was adopted:

1. The Republican party of Iowa reaffirms Its

In
the common Interest of all oar Industries, of all
our labors, and of our national property, we
call upon Congress to halt in this destructive
work.

2. We demand of Congress that immediate
provision be made for the reconstruction of a
navy adequate to the protection of both native
and naturalized citizens abroad, and of onr com-

' merctnl rights on the high seas, for the defense of
onr harbors, and for the support of onr rank
among the nations of the earth. A nation that
cannot strike will be struck, and we want no
parsimony at the expense of our honor.

3. That we recognize and cordially indorse the
efforts of onr distinguished Senator, J. P. Wil-
•on in his efforts to Introduce, measures relative
to the regulation of interstate commerce. We
urge upon Congress the necessity of speedily
adopting such measures as will insure to the
producer the largest iHwsible fruit of his labor,
•equitably harmonize all conflicting interests,
and settle the various questions relative to com-
mon carriers.

4. As the debt of gratitude due to the soldiers
and sailors can never Ire fully paid by the na-
tion, we demand pensions or bounty funds for
all who were honorably discharged from milita-
ry or naval service of the late war.

5. We congratulate the country and the Re-
publican party upon the wise, honest, and pat-
riotic administration of President Arthnr, who
has justly merited the confidence and respect of
•the country.

ic party as played ont The people were rising,
determined to have a new order of things.

Tack-Making Machine.

A Connecticut man has perfected an
automatic machine for making uphol-
sterers’ tacks, and is producing the
-goods at Torrington. These tacks
have so far been always imported, and
the secret of the English manufacture
is not known. Various attempts have
been made in this country to devise
machinery for producing these goods,
but resulting in failure. One firm
sunk $20,000 in the endeavor. Another
firm fifteen years ago, partly succeeded,

but failed financially. The new’ ma-
chine turns out perfect tacks at the
rate of 150 per minute. An average
day’s work is 60,000. One man can
take care of four of these machines.
By using different dies the heads may
be either round or cone-shaped, and
several sizes can be made. After shap-
ing another machine polishes the face
of the metal. The immense quantity
used is shown by the fact that an im
porter in New York receives eight or
ten million of these tacks monthly.—
Cotton, Wool, and Iron.
