In preserving America's
freedom. Sen Byker said that

the percentage ol the world's

population living in “Iree
countries dropped to a

record low of 19 6 per cent the
past year, and said people are

intermittently engaged in cold
or hot wars to determine
whether a world can exist 80
per cent slave and 20 per cent
free.

He made a strong plea for
maintaining a strong defense
system even though the cost is

astronimical. and scorned
those who would give up
essential liberty to purchase a
littler temporary safety.

"I sincerely believe that you

are loyal, patriotic Americans
and that you deplore certain
current trends as much as any
one can. Yet. it is our duty to

keep ourselves alert, to 'en-

courage each other to exercise

whatever good influence we
can whenever God gives us an

opportunity," he said.

The heat pump, operating
similar to a refrigerator, was
being promoted as the heating

and cooling device of the
future for home and business
because electricity was
considered the energy source

most economical louse.

B r u e e Spill e r . a

representative of Engineering

Sales Co.. Inc . FFt Wayne.
Ind . addressed the meeting
Tuesday of the Home Builders
Association ot the Holland
Area
He saw the cost of natural

gas doubling by 1980 and said

oil supplies were too unstable

and nuclear power too costly

because of environmental
reasons.

But Spiller said abundenl
coal supplies would make
electricity the most
economical fuel source and
the heat pump would become
the most efficient method of

heating and cooling.

Studies have shown the cost

of electricity will increase by

the inflation rate plus the
rising costs of coal and rates

may increase by 4n per cent in
the next five years. Spiller

said.

The heat pump uses a
refrigerant to transfer heat

from indoors to the outside in

summer and take heat from
outside and bring it indoors in

the w inter

The refrigerant reaches a
temperature ul about zero
degrees while attempting to

take warm air from outdoors.
With an outside temperature

ol 32 degrees there is a dif-

ference ol 32 degrees between

the refrigerant and the out-
doors allowing for the
refrigerant to "absorb" some

of the warmth
The warmed refrigerant is
returned to the house where

air in the house is blow across
the relrigerant coils and the

heat from the refrigerant is
released in doors

For cooling the cycle is
reversed and the warmed
relrigerant reaches a tern

t perature of about 13.") degrees,

‘being cooled by the outside
temperature's that could lie as

warm as 100 degrees.
But Spiller said a secret to

the system js a well insulated

structure and insulated
ductwork which prevents a
loss ol heal or coolness from

the air being circulated in the

pipes.

operating costs ol the ef-

ficient heat pump in a well
insulated dwelling could be as

much as 50 per cent less than
present electric heating units

and about comparable to
present natural gas rail's and

about one third less than oil

heat .

Spiller said General
Electric invested $22 million

and five years research to
perfect earlier models of heat

pumps on the market in the
1950s.

As lor solar energy lor
heating Spiller said it was tin)

costly for the small level ol

of efficienty of the heat pump
20 per cent Spiller claimed it

would cost about $20,000 lor a
solar energy collection
system.

on TV.
Sailors are a fun-loving

crew, though. $nq th.eir exc-
temen hinted that there was
more t to the competition tha

meets the eye.

Rear Com-
modore of the Macatawa Bay
Yacht Club.
