Parking Lot Wil

Be Landscaped

. Council Approves New

Plan Which Provides

Raised Walkways Too

A revised plan for the parking
swa east of Civic Center providing

a landscaped strip around the
Eighth, Ninth and Pine Ave. sides

of the perimeter and raised eight-

foot walks between banks of park-
ed cars was approved by City
Council Wednesday night
The landscaped strip on Eighth

St. and on Pine Ave. will be about
eight feet wide, widening to about

20 feet on the slope on Ninth St
and providing a larger curved
beauty spot at the comer of Ninth
St. and Pine Ave., according to
plans presented by City Manager
H. C. McClintock.

The eight-foot walkways between
rows of parked cars will be about
four inches above the general park-

ing area. There will be three such
walkways running east and west
for banks of parked cars. There
will be spaces for 294 cars. Drain-

age plans also were outlined.
Estimated cost of completing

the parking lot, exclusive of water-

lines and landscaping the perime-
ter is $26,150. Additional work calls
for replacing the’ sidewalk on
Eighth St. with an eight-foot walk
from the driveway in front of the
building to Pine Ave., and replac-
ing approximately 100 lineal feet
of sidewalk on Pine Ave. Cost of
this additional work is estimated
at $2,595.60.

City Manager. McClintock also
suggested that the area south of
the building, tentatively set aside
for a swimming pool, could be
planted to lawn for a part of the
landscaping or could be developed
as a parking lot. If used for park-

ing, space from Maple Ave. to the
west line of the building should be

improved with lawn and a shrub-
bery screen with similar treatment

adjacent to the Ninth St side-
walk. He also said the area could
be used for parking buses.

Council instructed the city man-
ager to prepare estimates for both

gravel and blacktop for this area.
There was some general opinion
that if the city should have a swim-
ming pool in the next few years
that it should be incorporated into

the school system.

Council also considered bids for

a sprinkling system to be installed
on the premises, and in view of
alternate plans on parking lot
development, Mayor Harry Har-
rington was instructed to appoint
a special committee with power to
act Plans include development of
its own well and a pump.
In other business, Council ap-

proved offering for sale lots in
block E in Pilgrim Home Cemetery
No. 3. This block has been devel-
oped and all that remains to be
done is landscaping in certain
plots, the cost to be charged to
the Cemetery Improvement Rfr
serve Fund.
Councilmen unanimously approv-

ed purchase of a Bastian-Blessing
Co. soda unit to dispense finished
drinks at the Civic Center conces-
sion at a cost of $1,350, including
installation.

The city manager presented the
final report of the Coal Producers
Committee for smoke abatement
on the smoke survey made in Hol-
land in July, 1953, and February,
1954. Reports with additional data
pertaining to each of the 26 plants

inspected have been forwarded by
the city manager to the respective
plants. McClintock said the surveys

are specific and based on good fuel
consumption practices and if plac-
ed in effect will result in savings
in operating expense as well as
minimizing possible smoke nui-
sance. He said an excellent service
had been performed for the city.
With three councilment absent,

Council decided not to take action

on the special ordinance for en-
larging and extending Holland's
water supply system and ad-
journed until 7:30 p.m. Monday to
discuss the ordinance after further

study. It was determined that
Council may take action on the
ordinance which had its first two
readings two weeks ago or might
call a special meeting for next
Wednesday.

The Netherlands government
endeavoring to locate eligible
personnel so that they or their
heirs may be compensated.

former prisoners of war or the
legal heirs of such prisoners
should immediately apply to the
nearest Netherlands Consular
Office or to the Netherlands In-
formation Service, Holland Mich.,
for additional Information.

Brake Urges GOPs

To Work as Team

In Fall Election .

Treasurer Keynotes

County Convention;

Delegates Selected

GRAND HAVEN (Special) -
State Treasurer D. Hale Brake

pointed to the practical aspects of

the November election and urged
additional effort on the part of all
Republicans when he delivered the
keynote address at the Ottawa
County Republican convention in
a crowded court room here Thurs-
day night.

"This is a Republican state. In
the last seven elections dating
back to 1940 we’ve polled more
GOP votes than Democratic, even
in 1948 when each*party elected
three state officials. But in the
last seven elections, a Democratic
governor has been elected four
times, not because of the enemy’s
strength but because of our weak-
ness," he said.

Brake said a leading weakness
of Michigan Republicans is party
dissension and inability to get to-
gether and work as a team. "We
really don’t quarrel among our-
selves any more than the Demo-
crats, but we stay mad longer and
we may well protit by the Demo-
crats' better politics. They’ve
shown themselves to be better po-
liticians than we. We constantly
help them win by the bigness
of our hearts," he said.

The state treasurer, who was
defeated by Donald S. Leonard for
the GOP gubernatorial nomination
in the Aug. 3 primaries, sharply
cri tized Gov. G. Mennen Williams
and the "nice young man" senti-
ments which are popular all over
the state and among many Repub-
licans. Healso criticized Republican
communities (Tulip Time except-
ed) for continuing to invite a
Democratic governor to share the
limelight from dedicating hospi-
tals to crowning queens.
Pointing to realistic political

factors, Brake said, "We have
some unemployment in Michigan.
Employment is really above aver-
age but people seem to want war-
time employment without the war
and there «re those who will
blame the Republicans. The best
answer is. ‘Do you want another
war?’ Farming also is not quite
so profitable, and there’s some
unhappiness there.

"Consequently, the Republicans
will have to deal with questions
regarding unemployment and low-
er farm prices. I think our govern-

ment is finding the right answers,
but a lot of people aren’t going to

be satisfied. This Republican state

has tolerated a left-wing Demo-
crat too long. Let’s end it. It can
be done. Let’s keep a Republican
legislature and a Republican gov-
ernor."

The death of Emilie Dionne, fol-

lowing closely on the heels of her

sister Marie’s failure to carry out

her plans for a devotional career,

accents the tragedy of the famous
Canadian quintet. The world has
been so fascinated with the situa-
tion of the much publicized five,
the multiple birth was the only
one of its kind in the history of the

modem civilized world, that the
essential tragedy of the five young
girls has-been overlooked.
For from the very start it was

virtually certain that a normal life
was impossible for the five sisters.
They were deprived at birth of the
blessings of anonymity. They were
in a goldfish bowl the moment they
saw the light of day, and there was
do hope that they would ever get
out of it except through the gate
of death. /

The members of this group could
never from the very start hope to
become individuals in the true
sense. Theirs was a case of split
personality in terms of ‘five physi-

cal units; not one of them could
ever, or can ever, expect to be
herself alone without reference to

the others.

The world would never let them,
even if psychologically they could
develop into true individuals —
which is highly doubtful. Each of
them has a name, but that is about
as far as individuality goes with
them. They are not persons, they
are parts of a little group.
. Anonymity appears to be neces-
sary in the growth of personality.
Normally the world does not be-
come conscious of men or women
who have developed personality
enough to deserve fame until they
have had years to grow up in
bbscurity. If everybody was forced
k> grow up in a goldfish bowl, the
chances would be enormously de-
creased for the development of
personalities who deserve the ad-
miration and applause of the
world.

This would seem to be likewise
true of the mere commonplace life
that most of us are. blessedly
endowed with. To have a chance
to grow normally and whole-
•omely, all human beings need a
period for development when the
public is not looking at them.
This the Dionne sisters never

had, nor can they ever have it.
That constitutes their tragedy. For,

rightly looked at, they are the most
tragic sisters of our time.

BASEBALL'S CHANGE OF BASES
(Guest Editorial)

The role played by a major
league baseball team in the life of
its parent city varies from team
to team, from town to town, and.
indeed, for example, the 1953
Braves were honored with parades
and banquets ; every victory on the

playing field was applauded with
fervor, while each setback became
an issue of grave civic concern.
The frenzied responses of many
New Yorkers 1o the ups and downs
of this year's Giants follow a simi-

lar pattern. The typical baseball
fan of certain other cities, how-
ever, tends to take his team a little
more for granted. He views it
much as a householder looks upon
an old and sturdy piece of furni-
ture: it’s nice to have around,
easy to maintain, and anyway, it
just seems to belong.

Unfortunately, because of soar-
ing costs and. in certain cases,
diminishing attendance, a baseball
team can no longer be so easily
sustained. The 1953 shifts of the
Boston Braves to Milwaukee and
of the St. Louis Browns to Balti-
more, the first such changes to
take place in fifty years, under-
scored the precarious - financial
situation faced by many clubs. And
now the spoi ls pages are carrying
reports that the once-invincible
Philadelphia Athletics of Connie
Mack are in economic distress and
that a local group is desperately
negotiating to prevent the transfer

Old-time baseball followers once
sgain may have to piece together
their jarred memories and make
way for the changes that, for bet-
ter or for worse, seemed destined
to occur as the national sport con-

tinues to advance and expand.

Dutch Editor

Visits Holland

A Dutch jounralist in this
country for the second assembly,

of the World Council of Churches

which opened in Evanston, 111.,
Sunday included Holland, Mich.,
in his itinerary last week.
Dr. G.P. Klijn, head of the de-

partment of evangelism of the
Reformed Church in the Nether-
land, will spend full time at the
16-day religious event as a
journalist. He will send a daily
newsletter to the Netherlands for
use in daily newspapers and re-
ligious periodicals.

Dr. Klijn, whose position cor-
responds to that of Dr. Jacob
Prins in the Reformed Church in
America, edits a twice-a-month
religious magazine, 'The Open
Door” which is aimed to interest
the unchurched, rather than an
organ for a denomination.
The periodical specializes in

fine pictures, particularly when
they have some symbolism of the
faith. Besides his journalistic
work, Dr. Klijn also takes charge
of a half-hour Sunday morning
broadcast each month and keeps
many speaking engagements.
"But even more important that

magazine and radio is our per-
sonal work, for it is through that
final direct contact that true ac-

complishment is made,” the
visiting clergyman said.
Dr. Klijn came to America with

a group of Dutch immigrants to
Canada landing at Quebec July
9. He visited various churches in
Canada for Dutch immgrants and
arrived in Holland early this
week. The Rev. Joshua Hooge-
boom has been his host in Hol-
land and had him meet many
persons in this area.

Dr. Klijn was ordained to ihe
ministry in 1937 and served three
congregations before taking the
evangelistic assignment from Gen-
eral Synod in 1947. His publica-
tion, "The Open Dor.” has a
circulation of 10.000.

On Sept. 4 he will sail from
New York for his home in Drie-
bergen near Utrecht to join his
wife and four children.

1 Corinthians 16:1, 2; 2

Regaruiess ot his station in me,
every Jewish boy was taugnt
some useful trade. The apostle
Paul in keeping with this Jewish
custom, had been taught to make
tents. During his missionary
journeys he sometimes supported
nmselt and his company by work-
ing as a tentmaker. When He
came to Cornith, he made the ac-
quaintance of Aquila and Priscilla,

who had recently come to Corinth
from Home because the Jews
were compelled to leave that ety
by ofticial edict, and he abode
with them, ior by their occupa-
tion they were tentmakers. Paul
remained in that city for a year
and a halt, working night and
day. making tents and Christians.
When he*met the elders from

Ephesus at Miletus he reminded
them that they had worked at
both these jobs while among them.
In his letters to the Thessalonians

he likewise emphasized his work-
ing. He labored thus, not be-
cause he had no right to expect
the churches to support him, but
because he was willing to fore-
go this right lest some should say
that he was making gain of them
and of the gospel. He accepted
contributions from others for his
support in the spirit that they
were given to him.
In his first letter to the Corin-

thians he urges for his right to
expect such support, using both
secular and Scriptural illustra-
tions. The man who goes to war is

supported by the government that
sends him; the one who plants a
vineyard may cat thereof; the
shepherd who feeds a flock may
drink of the milk which the goats
supply; the ox which treads those
who serve about holy things in
the temple are supported by the
temple gifts.
And so Paul stood upon his

rights to receive support from
the churches, and at the same
time his right to receive himself
if he chose to do so. It is a
great privilege to give. Our giv-
ing should be regular. God is a
God of order and He wants us
to be orderly in all that we do.
There are many spasdmodic
givers who give cmly when im-
pluse moves them. They allow
a tragedy to move them to be
generous toward those who have
suffered by it, but they have no
system.

In the Old Testament, God did
not allow the Israelites to choose
the time when they should bring
their offerings to the Lord but He
specified a definite time when this
must be done.
Giving should be proportionate.

The rule is as God has prospered
us. There is a sense in which all
men are equal, but there are also
some respects in which we are
very unequal. We are all expect-
ed to' serve the Lord with the
whole heart, but ' not all of us
have the same physical advan-
tages or the same educational
training, or the same economic
standing. Some people can give
a hundred dollars more easily
than others can give one. The one
with the one dollar power is not
expected to give a hundred, but
neither is > the one with the hun-
dred dollar power expected to
give only one. It is a good thing
if we all give in the same propor-
tion as the Israelites did when
they brought their tithes to the
Lord.

Giving should be willing and
sacrificial. Perhaps the Corin-
thians were a bit, slow to realize
their responsibiliry in the matter
of giving and so the apostle wrote
o encourage and insruct them.
The Macedonian Christian served
as an illustration in the case.
They had no abundance out of
which they could give without
noticing it. yet they gave with a
willing mind. In spite of their
poverty they were rich in liberal-
ity. They gave all they could. Too
many give only grudgingly and as
little as they can. These people
gave sacrificially. They gave not
only until it hurt, but until it
stopped hurting again. They gave
themselves first unto God and
Ihen to the apostles and after
that contributed of their means.
We should give gratefully. Love

and gratitude should be the
motives in all our giving. The giv-
ing of the tithe in Israel was com-
pulsory. This is not the rule in
the New Testament, but quite
naturally we should not give less
than that. Israel had only the
shadow, and we have the sub-
stance. Israel lived under the law
and we are under Grace. Israel
was permitted to bring special
offerings to the Lord, but certain

things were required. In -our day
all giving is voluntary. God does
not force anything Upon us. Giv-
ing is a test of our gratitude and
sincerity. The rich young ruler
claimed that he loved his neigh-
bor as himself but when he was
asked to back it up with deeds
he backed out.

MARVIN L DE VRIES

Veil Known Short

Story Writer Dies

In Holland at 56

Marvin Leroy De Vries, 56,
prominent local writer who
specialized in radio scripts and
short stories for national maga-
zines, died Monday in Holland
Hospital after a lingering illness.
He was born Oct. 27, 1897, in

Overisel, son of Dr. legar R. De
Vries and the late Mrs. Margaret
De Vries. He attended Hope Col-
lege, the Detroit Conservatory o{
Music and was graduated from
the University of Michigan Law
School in 1923. His schooling was
interrupted by World War 1 when
he served with the Marine Corps.
Upon graduation from law

school. Mr. De Vries became .as-
sociate * with the law office of
Homer rguson and worked with
him urn.. 1925 when he began his
writing career. Since then he had
been writing for radio programs
and national magazines.
Mr. De Vries was active in the

Holland Writers Club since its be-

ginning and was a guest lecturer
at Hope College creative writing
classes on several occasions.
Early in his writing career, De

Vries wrote stories for boys’
magazines. Then one day in 1937
he submitted a test script to a
Chicago advertising agency and
he was commissioned to write a
serial, "David Adams,” which
dealt with sea adventure and was
designed for late afternoon listen-

ing. His success with this serial
enabled him later to writ^ scripts
for the "Lone Ranger” which
gradually settled into a pattern
of writing western stories.
De Vries’ western stories dealt

more with brave, hardy pioneers
than with gun-totin’ sheriffs and
evil outlaws. After two stories
were accepted by the Saturday
Evening Post he once pointed out
that he had no illusions about
being a great writer. "Writing is
a business just like any other, and
like all other work it’s the pay-
check that counts. I’m not trying
to write great literature.”
Like many another, De Vries

said writing is 90 percent per-
spiration and 10 percent inspira-
tion. “People are always surprised
that I follow a rigid schedule at
my typewriter. That’s the only
wTay to get anything done. The
matter of getting words on paper,
no matter how much you change
them later, is still the first thing
to be done.”
Surviving are the wife,

former Christene Cappon; a son,
James, an English teacher in
Benton Harbor; the father, Dr.
legar De Vries of Overisel; two
brothers, Carrow De Vries of
Legionier, Ind., and Dr. Ford De
Vries of Lansing, and a sister,

Mrs. Joe Jonker of Central Park.
