faster than profitable places can be
found for them. At theelection this

rather than by this doubtful means.

El, Neb.—Having read of music be-
ing used to induce cows to give larger
quantities of milk and of birds being
charmed by the playing of a mouth
organ, John Peterson, owner of a large
ranch a few miles south of this place,
bas trled his violln on coyotes with
great success,

Peterson is considered by folks In
this community as being an artist cn
the violin. He plays for all the coun-
try dances, and fllls an {important
niche In a local orchestra. He has a
local reputation of “making a fiddle
talk”

After reading storfes in the news-
papers of how animals and birds were
attracted by music, he sald to Mrs.

USE FOR BLOTTING PAPER

In Germany It I1s Made to Take the
Place of Waste for Cleaning
Machinery.

In Germany blotting paper Is used
to clean machinery. Tow, woolen
refuse, sponge, cloths and jute waste
are the materials usually employed for
the cleaning of machinery and parts
of engines which are solled by dust
and lubricating substances. The bet
ter varietles of cotton waste are very
good for scouring purposes, but the
cheaper grades are charged with dust,
and In using them a sponge cloth,
speclally manufactured - for the pur-
pose, Is employed. In using blotting
‘paper for scouring purposes the use
of cotton waste {8 decreased and the
sponge cloths are entirely dlgpensed
with. On an average the Qerman
workman recelved under the former
system 2560 grams of cotton waste, one
‘new sponge cloth and one or two ren:
ovated ones every week. Now he s
supplied with 150 grams of cotton
waste, and about elght or ten sheets
of blotting paper, at a cost of 2%
cents, or one-third the cost of the cot.
ton waste. The paper is not only
cheaper, but it does not soll the ma-
chinery with fibers and dust, as do
the woolen refuse and the sponge
cloths. It Is also less combustible
than other cleaning materlals, and it
‘it should be caught in the machinery
‘while engines In motion are beling
cleaned it tears easlly and the work
men run no risk of having thelr hands
drawn Into the machinery.—Harpers
Weekly.:

The word “hungry” had ‘Scarcely
left the woman's mouth before prep-
arations were being made to over
come this feature of her misfortune.
She ate ravenously and then contin-
ued her harrowing story.

“My husband went to the grocery
store where we lived in East Pitts-
burg one day to pay a bill. He was
given a lot of money In exchange for
