Theologian Says

Rural Sections

Ignored by Church

Has denominational Protestant-

ism "sidest coped, ignored and all

but scorned the marginal rural
sections ‘6f our country?” A rural
authority. Prof. Charles M. Mc-
Connell of the Boston university
school of theology, thinks this is
the case Many Protestant lead-
ers looking around at their own
churches do not think so.
Nor do they agree that in rural

areas are seen "tumbledown shack
churches, dog eared songbooks.
abandoned churches, scant reli-
gious educational literature and
an almost total absence of theo-
logical seminary graduates in
these fields."

Prof. McConnell's statements
are "exaggerated." leaders said in

a recent questionnaire. Except in
some remote areas the condi-
tion of the rural church is "good."
as far as attendance, financial suo-

port and church activities are con-

cerned. they said. It has gener-
ally improved in the last 10 years.
But there is still a need for

rural pastors. According to the
Rev. H. A. Block of the Evangel-
ical United Brethren church in
Berlin, Wis., theological students

are reticent about taking rural
pastorates, because of lack of
modern conveniences and lack of
school advantages for their chil-
dren.

"Seminary students hesitate to
go to* the rural churches." said
the Rev. A. R. Achtemeier of the
Evangelical and Reformed church
of Monticello, Wis. "They still go
with the thought in their minds
that it is only a training period
for a larger, more active parish
in the city."

The report ihowa that the
temperatures soared to a new 6-
year high in addition to breaking
10 other totals over the period
from 1943 through 1947.
August temperatures soared to

a high of 101 degrees in compare
son to the other records of 97 in
1944 and 92 in 1945. The lowest
temperature of the month was 46
degrees while the 45 degrees re-
corded in 1943 was next on the
chart. The average maximum
temperature for the month also
set a new 5-year high at 90.9 de-
greet compared to the 84.7 re-
corded In 1944.

payment. World War II veterans
in Mason, Newaygo, Oceana and
Ottawa counties have received a
total of $2,275,070 in state bonus

checks.

In the four counties, 5,996 form
er Gl’s have received ti.eir checks
out of a total 11,986 eligible to
apply. Muskegon county piled up
an average of 7,207 cut of 11,739
eligible veterans having been paid.

State officials calculate that all

present payments will be pro-
cessed by the end of October, or
earlier.

Is Extended

Postmaster Harry Kramer was
informed today that civilian mail
service to Japan has been extend-
ed to include commercial papers,
printed matter, samples of mer-
chandise and small packets, as
well as letters and post cards.
However, many restrictions still

exist, and any messages which
transfer currency, checks, drafts,

payment orders or other credit or
financial instruments are not per-

mitted.

Articles of printed matter, other

than cataligs, photographs, draw-
ings. plans, maps and patterns,
may not lie accepted. The weight
limit for parcel post packages has
been increased to 22 pounds. Only
one parcel per week may be sent
by or on behalf of the same send-
er to or for the same addressee.
Parcels may contain only relief

items. In addition to such essential

relief items as non-perishable
foods, clothing, soap and mailable
medicines, each gift parcel may
not contain more than 200 sac-
charine tablets and not more than
one item of tobacco, either 200
cigarettes, 50 cigars, or a half
pound of pipe tobacco.
Parcels not delivered will be

turned over to authorized Japan-
ese relief agencies Articles and
parcels should be addressed in
English, but it is permissible for
the address to be shown also in
Chinese. Japanese. French, Kor-
ean, Russian, or Spanish.

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PRESS AGENT BV ANY NAME
A press aRent is a press agent,

no matter what name he goes by.
Of late tears the members of this
tribe hate rather favored some
such name as ‘‘public relations
secretary.” But no matter what
the title, he is still a press agent.

At this moment said press
agent is under fire again. A leg-
islative committee on budgetary
control is out gunning for the
press agents. The committee
wants to know how many of the
breed are employed by the de-
partments of the state govern-
ment, how much money they are
taking from the Michigan tax
payer, how much they are get-
ting in salaries, how much they
spend for paper and typewriter
ribbons and duplicating machines.

One estimate has it that last
year the press agents cost the
Michigan tax payer about $250.-
000 in salaries alone. But that
was only part of the cost. One in-
vestigator has asserted that near-

ly $700,000 was spent last year
for paper, binding equipment and
all the other devices that are
needed by the press agent tribe
to do their job properly. If those
figures are correct the people of

Michigan spent in round numbers
a million dollars last year — and
every other year — for press
agents. •

Now it would be foolish to ar-
gue that the press agent, what-
ever his title may be, should be
abolished. Most commercial con-
cerns and private institutions rec-

ognize the value of the press
agent. Nearly every college and
university or big manufacturing
institution has a press agent.
Such a person can be of great
service in keeping the public ac-
quainted with the complicated
affairs of an organization. They
can serve as valuable liaison offi-
cers between the organization and
the newspapers.

But the trouble is that old
human nature usually steps in.
In the case of a private organiza-
tion the press agent is controlled
by the organization itself. In the
case of state departments the
press agent usually finds it to his

advantage to become propagan-
dist for his boss. His salary de-
pends on the ber:' favor ar.d so
the press agent cannily toots the
boss’ horn, either directly, or in-

directly by telling the people
what a wonderful department or
bureau his boss has developed.
Also, of course, if he is Wise, he
does his best to cover up the mis-

takes of his boss or to whitewash
the inefficiencies of the depart-
ment he is tooting.

Ar.d all that stuff is produced
at the expense of the tax pavers.
The press agents send that mater-
ial to the newspaper and radio
offices by tons each year. Most
newspaper editors don t even
open the familiar envelopes that
contain the releases; those docu-

ments. pa.d for by the tax pav-
er. go into tlie waste basket with-

out so much as a glance.
It is good to have a little light

thrown upon the press agent as
an institution.

Red Fox Bounty

ing to get foxy — you'll have to
wait until Oct. 11. to get the $5
bounty on red foxes — according
to the conservation department.

It specifically states that
pelts must be presented within 10
days of the time the fox is killed.

Proverbs 3:30, 31; 15:1, 18:

The clatter and jargon that pre-

dominates American life may have

a detrimental effect on us spiritu-

ally. Quiet hours and places, so

essentia^ to contemplative exper-

ience, are hard to find. In fact, a

recently made study reveals that

city ministers on the average
spend just ten minutes a day In
private prayer. It is not in our
hearts to censure them for indif-
ference to their own devotional
needs, but rather to appreciate
their power of concentration
wiiich can silence the ringing of
telephones for even that long a
time. In rural areas, according to

the same study, ministers pray 15
minutes a day in spite of tele-
phone interruptions. If we were
able to secure a set of figures on
the devotional habits of laymen,
it probably would rot make the
picture look any brighter.

This is a major problem that
religion and education must face.
America has gone a long way to-
ward becoming a land of jangled
nerves. The scene L one that
makes conflicting claims upon
the emot.onal interests of all of
as. A fire truck roars by the
church to break upon the hush of
a communion service. The college
boy wiio was accustomed to sit on
a log in the woods to study his
lessons has a great grandson who
rides to class in his father's car

or more likely in his own jalopy.
And he studies in a frat house
where the radio is never silent.
This cannot be considered a

new problem. The apostle Paul
lived in a world that fell apart
because of the same incentives
that plague us today. He appar-
ently had developed an ability to
keep devotional fires burning in
spite of every wind that blew.
The Roman world was rapidly be-
coming urbanized and mechanized
to the extent that people who
lived in the country were thought
of as barbarians. Because, of this,

the great apostle saw fit to cau-
tion his friends of Thessalonica.
a typical Roman metropolis, that
they study to be quiet.

Now it Is impossible to convey
to others that which we do not
possess ourselves. Unless one’s
heart is pure, unless one's own
heart is possessed of quiet and
peace it will be impossible to shed
any peace and quiet among men.
Unless we have been soundly con-
verted to Christ and unless we
have that peace and quiet which
comes from a fully consecrated
ar.d dedicated life to Christ, we
cannot possibly be a peacemaker
among men. The pure in heart
alone have a vision of God and
this purity of heart and vision of
God enables us to emphasize
quietness.

Some people seem to go about
in life hunting reasons for quar-
reling. A man bought a farm.
While he was moving in. the man
on the next farm called to him
in a belligerent tone. “I want you
to know that your fence is a foot
over on my property.” The other
man replied. “I am very sorry.
I will have it changed as soon as
I can. I would rather have it a
foot on my side than to take your
land." The other man was decid-
edly taken back. ' Well if that is
the way you feel about it we will
let it be as it is.” The fine spirit
of the new neighbor quite over-
came him. The one man who
chose not to strive about so small

a matter prevented a quarrel and
made a friend. The best way to
stop a fight is not to let it start.
The other day a speaker told

about the various blights which
destroy fruits and \egetables. He
said. ‘Now us the time to spray
before the bl.ght gets started . . ."

Tit at is true of life. It takes a lot

more brains, purpose and skill to
produce harmony, than it does to

j produce discord.

I Tii" Christian approach to the
problem of living harmomoasly
together us positive rather than
negative. Missionary history is full

of examples in which love was
able to conquer hate, good will
was able to turn suspicion into
confidence, and fear into trust. If
missionaries hd followed an eye-
for-an-eye policy, the missionary
story would not be the glorious
chapter it is in world history.
Because they, like their Master,
when they were reviled, reviled
not aga.n; when they suffered
they did not threaten . . . They
committed themselves to him who
judges righteously, they have
turned savage tribes into peace-
loving peoples, and have made
Chrust real to people who had
never heard of Him before. Men
netd to see lo\e in action, in or-
der to understand the love of
Christ that constrains as.

But we will not be able to fol-
low this doctrine unless we see
something good in every man. Our
American democracy is based on
the belief that in every man, re-
gardless of race, creed, or color,
there is something of inherent
worth which every other person
Is bound to respect. But that idea
grows directly out of the Chris-
tian teaching that potentially
every man is a child of God. and
therefore precious in His sight.

Miss Chen paused a few days in
Holland as guest of Mrs. Holke-
boer before leaving for Columbia
university, where she wilj study
education courses for one' year.

Principal of Amoy Girl’s High
school in Amoy, China, Miss Chen
plans to return to her position
after the year at Columbia.
Miss Chen met Tena Holkeboer

at the Amoy school when the Hol-
land girl went to China as a mis-
sionary, 27 years ago. Tena re-
places Miss Chen as principal
while she studies at Columbia.

Miss Holkeboer taught Miss
Chen Bible in 1927-28. That began
a friendship which has lasted
through the years.
Miss Chen described Japanese

occupation of Amoy as "difficult.”
The Japs took over the city and
their school in 1941. They estab-
lished school authority but allow-

ed the Chinese instructors to re-
main.

The Japanese language was a
must" in the schools during en-
emy occupation. Children would
quarrel with their language teach-

ers because they did not want to
learn the enemy tongue, said Mias
Chen.
The girls at the school continu-

ed the fight against the Japs by
refusing to co-operate at their
many public assemblies. The Japs
would call an assembly of over 1,-
000 students to celebrate a victory.

When required to sing at the as-
sembly. the girl students would
only let out a whisper, said Miss
Chen.

The Jap commanders would call
the principals to explain the sil-
ence of the pupils. Miss Chen said
it took quick thinking to make an
excuse before the irate Jap com-
manders.

Religious instruction was ban-
ned under Jap orders, but small
groups of girls met regularly for
their Bible class, according to
Miss Chen.
The invaders took pianos, desks,

tables and other furniture from
the schools for their private use,

but Amoy school w as luckily spar-
ed. said Miss Chen.

Miss Chen arrived in San Fran-
cisco Aug. 25. She relates that 140
Chinese students were aboard the
boat. They will attend colleges all
over the United States.
"In America, you have every-

thing convenient, new and plenti-
ful." was Miss Chens impression
of her first visit to this country.

Miss Chen visited the University
of California and the University
of Chicago and was surprised at
the size and complete equipment
at both schols.
She said there is plenty of food

in China but prices are beyond
reach of the ordinary pocket book.

There is enough rice, much more
than the two pounds a month per
person under the Japanese occupa-

tion.

Arnold Cautions

Against Fumigants

County Agent L.R. Arnold warns
farmers to be extremely careful
when using flammable insect ides
to spray barns, corn dribs and
grain storages. "Carbon bisulfide
or 'high life,' as it is commonly
called, is one of the most danger-
ous sprays," he says. This insec-
tide is more explosive than gaso-
line and it can ignite from the
heat of a steam pipe.
If flammable fumigants and

inscctides must he used, the coun-
ty agent pointed out, they should
never l>e kept inside of a building

housing persons or animals.
"Never, under any circumstances,
should anyone strike a match
within JO feet of a building which
is being fumigated. "When using
these flammable i nr cc tides" Mr.

Arnold says. 'Be sure there !s an
approved fire extinguisher handy.
There are extinguishers especially
designed to put out chemical fires

quickly and effectively."
The county agent cautions

against using in.-cc tides which
produce harmful fumes. He ex-
plains that the gases or fumes
set up by some fumigants can
cause a serious lung condition that

often results in death.

Some time later, according to |

sheriff's officers. Glennie decided!

to swim the channel and. against
the advice of others in the party,

dived off the south pier. When he
got to the middle of the channel,

the current started moving east
and forced him off his course 120
feet. When he got within 30 feet
of the north pier, he went down
without any call for help or com-
motion.

Assisting the Coast Guard with
dragging were sheriff's officers,
conservation department officers.
Harbormaster Henry Vander
Schel and John Klingerberg. Fire
Chief Andrew Klomparens offered
the use of air helmets for under-

water purposes and two volun-
teers. Marene Boshka and Harold
Westrate, made two attempts,
but the apparatus could not be
properly adjusted and sheriff s of-
ficers would not allow the men to
get to the bottom.

Sheriffs offiders said dragging
operations were not particularly
effective since the area in which
the vicitm went under Is strewn
with boulders, with openings two
to four feet in depth.

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Kitchen Offers

Ther* probably L« more oppor-

tunity for modernization of the

kitchen than any other room in

the house which was built ten or
more years ago as a result of the

many improvements which have

taken place in kitchen equipment

and step-savin? layout since the

majority of American homes
were erected.
Usually a complete transforma-

tion that will add enormously to
the efficiency and comfort of the
housewife can be accomplished
by spending less than $500 and
it is easy to finance such moderni-

zation ’ through FHA insured
loans.

In the older houses kitchen
cabinets are too shallow, work
surfaces are inadequate and sub-
ject to staining, sinks are too low

for comfort and artificial light
is usually supplied by a lone
fixture in the center of the ceil-

ing which puts the stove, sink and

other work surfaces in shadow.
Probably more research has

gone into the improvement of
kitchen equipment than into any
other part of the house. As a re-
sult, cabinets are now available
in both wood and metal that are
deep enough— 16 to 18 inches in-
stead of 12— so that even the
largest utensils can be stored
within easy reach. Hard-to-clean
handles do not protrude, and for
the corners, cabinets have revolv-

ing shelves.

Plastics which will not absorb
stains and are easy to clean have
been developed for covering work
surfaces. Sharp corners, often
the cause of painful accidents, are

eliminated from the newer equip-
ment Sinks are being made
higher and can be equipped with
an automatic garbage disposal
machine that takes much of the
distasteful work out of the
kitchen.
Fluorescent lighting fixtures

around the room at ceiling height
Ja recommended to put bght on
•eery work surface.
Color should not be overlooked
k a kitchen remodeling job.
There is no particular reason
that kitchens should be all labo-
ratory white. Walls can be paint-
ed in pastel shades and the floors
and plastic work surfaces can
carry a bright harmonizing color
to make the room far more in-
teresting and attractive.
