For several weeks it has been rumor-
ed that something was about to develop
in railroad matters, of great interest to
the citizens of Grand Rapids and Hol-
land.

The proximity of the two places, and
the fact that many of the prominent
businessmen of the Valley City have
erected their summer homes at our
popular resorts, have caused the mat-
ter of additional railroad facilities to be
agitated, as the best solution of the
annual ‘‘wars” about the transporta-
tion of passengers.to the summer re-
sorts on Macatawa Bay.

In addition to this minor reason, for
another line, the businessmen of Grand
Rapids have become convinced of the
necessity of improving their transpor-
tation facilitfes, by makinga short line
to Lake Mlﬁlgnn The canal project
was the raaﬂt of this feeling,

On the other hand, the peopleof Hol-
land and points along the line have
found that but little growth is possible
in their towns, so long as they have but
a single railroad to offer manufacturers,
The interests of the C. & W. M. Ry
company have always been adverse to
lake transportation, as that road
naturally preferred the haul to New
Buffalo, where it joined the Michigan
Central, to sharing its business with a

steamboat line,
During the past season the steamer

“Mabel Bradshaw” has carried large
numbers of Grand Rapids passengers
via Holland to Chicago, and demon-
strated that this is the shortest and
best summer route between Grand Rap-
ids and Chicago.

With these facts in view. a company
was organized this week to build a new
line from Grand Rapids to Holland, to
be known as the Grand Rapids and
Lake Michigan Railroad.

The conplaint that an 8.cent rate on
grain from Port Huron to Buffalo was un-
reasonable as compared with a throngh
rate of 15 cents a hundred pounds from
Chicagn to Buffalo was not +ustained, but
no good reason lmvinr/jaun shown for a
higher rate on gran products that portion

Commissioner Morrison in deeiding the
case of Abhott azainst tha Enst Tennessee
railvoad, which is charged with illegal dis-
crimination in lumber rates from Ten-
nessea points to I'oston, says:

“Combined rail and water competition
at a longer distance point doos not justify
a greater charge for the shorter distance,
while the shorter distance point is main-
ta‘ned 'y the earrier at points where. the
competition is of greater force and more
controlling than at tha longer distance
point; such greater charge is not justified
by the fact that local rates have been first
paid on lumber to the longer distance
points, nor by the fact that the freight Is
shipped in cars from the longer distance
points which brought machinery to those
pointa and for which profitable return
loads were not always to be had, nor by a
difference in the bulk aud value of the
lumber when the published rate sheets put
the luraber in the same class and at the
same rate,

““While distance Is not always a con-
trolling element in determining what is a
reasonable rate there is ordinarily no better
measure of railrond sarvice in carryirg
goods than the distance they are carried;
and when the rate of freight charges over
one line in sending freight carried from a
neighboring territory to the same market
is considerable greater than over other
lines for distances as long or longer such
greater rate is held to be excessive and
should be reduced,"

RERATING PENSIONS.
The Manderson Case to Be Taken as a
Precedent by Secretary Noble.

Secretary Noble rays that his de-
clsion in the rerated pension case of
Senator Manderson may be regarded
as & precedent in & number of
other similar cases. Benator Manderson,
bowever, occupied a somewhat different
position from the majority of pensionars
recently rerated, the increased pension
having been allowed him without applica-
tion cr knowledge on his part. There are
about thirty employes of the pension office
whose pensions have been rerated. In
some instances this rerating was done
upon thoir application and in other cases
it was done without their knowledge.
Bome of these cases were allowod by Com-
migsioner Tanner while they were on ap-
peal before the Secretary of the Interior.
The presentucting commissioner, Hiram
Smith, was rerated, butitis understood
that he made an application to that eTect
and that the legal requirements wers com-
plied with. There are others in the pen-
sion office as well as outside, - whose pen-
sions were rerated and who received ar-
rearages from £6,000 to §15,000, and unger
this roling in the Manderson case
all are characterized 2s beiog illegal. It is
thought that the new commissioner of
pensions will have this question to
consider among the first duties which he
will be called upon to perform. The com-
missioner has the right to recover ull
money illegally paid on aceount of pen-
sions, and in cases where the arrearages
have already been expended the govern-
ment can confiscato all pension payment.
It is said to be the desire of the Secretary
of the Interior to cnforce as far as prac-
ticable the collection of the money, and
that active measures will be adopted as
soon as a commissioner of pensions has
been appointed. Fome of the employes of
the pension office whose pensions were
reratedd have left the governmont service
since the action in their cass was taken,
The great majority arestill in government
employ, and, of course, it will be com-
paratively easy to compel a repayment,
providing they have not spens the money.
In such an event the government could
levy upon their salaries as well as their
pensions, : !

RAUM GETS

PRESIDENT HARRISON NAMES HIMAg
COMMISSIONER OF PENSIONS,

‘The Nlinols Man's Appolntment a Surprise
to the Pollticlans—HIis Previous Record—
The Annual Report of the Pension Office
—Gossip from the Nation's Capital.

[Washington telegram.] ;

The President has appointed Gen. Green
B. Raum of Illinois as commissioner of pen-
sions, and he has assumed the duties of his
position.  This action was a surprise, as
Gen. Raum's name had not been promin-
antly mentioned in connection with the of-
foe. :

Green Ferry Raum is a native of [lli-
nois and one of the best known politicidns
in that Siate. He was born Golconda,
Pope county, Dec. i, 1820. After re-
| ceiving & common-school education he

studied law, and was admitted to the bar
in 1853, Three years later he went to Kan-
| sas and afilinted with the free-soil party.
| This made him obnoxious to the pro-
slavery faction and he returned to Illinols,
settling av Harrishurg,

At the beginning of the rebellion he
made many ‘‘war'’ speeches, and subse-
quently entered the army, He rose to the
rank of Brigadier-General and took part
In many fmportant engagements, partic-
ularly distinguishing himself in the battle
of Corinth and tho Atlanta campaign.
At Missionary Ridge he was wounded,
but immediately upon recovering resumed
active service in the fleld.

At the close of the war he went into the
railroad business for a lLrief period. In
1564 he was elected to Congress and served
from March, 1367, to_March, 186% In
1870 he was president’of the Illinois Re-
publican convention, and in the same year
was a_delegate to the national convention
of that party in Cincinnati, He was ap-
pointed commissioner of internal revenus
Auz, 2, 1Hif, and retained that office until

Tho annual report for the fiscal year
1845-8) of the commissioner of pensions
has been submitted to the secretary of the
interior and is now 1n the hands of the
public printer, Following isa summary
o! the main features of tlie report:

There wore at thie close of the year 480, -
20 pensioners, There were added to the
rolls during the year the names of 31,021
new pansioners, and the names of 1,79
whoss pensions had been previously
dropped were restored to the rolls, making
an aggregate of 51,65 pensioners added
during the year; 16,507 pensioners were
dropped from tne rolls for various can
loaving a net increass to the rollsof 37,16
names. The average annual value of each
pension at the close of the year is shown
to have been $1it1. The nggregate annual
value of pensions is $G4,241,052, The
amount paid for pensions during the year
was $38,275,118. The totai amount dfs-
bursed by the agents for all purposes was
$80,131,9%8, In the aggregate 1,248.146
pension claims have been flled since 1861
and in the same period 78!,121 have been
allowed.

Commiussioner Tanner recommends the
establishment of two additional pension
agencies, to relieve the overworked offices
at Columbus, Chicago, Indianapolis, and
Topeka, Kan. He recommends that Con-
gress be asked to amend the act of June 6,
1874, 50 as to extend the benefit of all pen-
sion laws as to rates to all pensioners
whose pensions have been granted by
special acts passed subsequent to said data,
and that the beneflt of pension be granted
to the widows of soldiers who died from
causes originating in the service prior to
March 4, 1861, during the time of peace,
He further recommends, as did his prede-
cessor, that the act of March 8, 1377, be
amended so as to grant pension to those
who, having participated in the rebellion
against the United States, subsequently
enlisted in the navy and were disabled
therein,

The injustice and unfairness of the act
of Congress approved June 16, 1840, the
report says should be corrected. This act
limits the right of pensioners to receive
$72 per month to those who were receiving
¥30 per month. at the date of said act. No
provision is made therein for granting
said rate to those who were totally help-
less on said date, but were not receiving
$350 atsaid time, and none for those who
have become totally helpless since that
date. The anumaly is presented of two
men equally disabled, possibly living side
Ly side, the one receiving $72 per month
and the other £30 per month,

The commissioner asks attention to the
fact that the act of Aug. 7, 1492, which
terminates the pension of a widow on ae-
count of immorality, makes no provision
for continuing the pension to the minor
children of the soldier when the widow's
pension is terminated. He asks that
Congress be requested to correct this
palpable injustice,

The Commissioner carnestly recom-
mends that whenever an inva'id pensioner
dies the usunl pension be granted to his
widow, or, if he leaves no widow, - then
to his minor children, without regard to
whether or not his death was due to any
ca rse incident to the service end line of
duty.

The commissioner favors granting pen-
sions to all soldiers who are disabled. He
says: ‘‘As the war period recedes from us
and age and its attendant infirmities
afllict the veteran who served his country
faitifully and well a quarter.of & cen
ago, it Is a very serious quostion whether
the government doas him justice in.limit-
ing the application of the pension laws to
those disabilities only which were contract-
ed in the service and Jine of duty. I ear--
nestly recommend that a pension’ be
granted to every honorably discharged
soldier and sailor who is now or may here-
after become disabled, without regard to
whether such disability is chargeabls to
the service of the United States or has

been contracted - since dischar;g there- =

LOCATING THE BREAK.

How They Discover the Tolut of Rup-
ture in an Ocean Cable,

Simple as are the methods of locat-
ing mid-ocean breaks in cables, so that
a vessel may sail to the point of rup-
ture, they are, perhaps, not popularly
understood, says a writer in the July
Scribner. If the metallic conductor
were broken, the surrounding insula-
tion remaining perfect, the electrostatic
charge of the cable, or the amount of
electricity which it absorbs in becom-
ing charged, is electrically weighed by
building up an artificial line until the
current flows equally into the cable
and such artificial line.

This process is no more abstruse
than would be the dertimination of the
distance to a water tight obstruction in
a pipe by forcing in or pumping out
water and taking its measurement. If
it were known that a pint of water
filled a foot of the pipe the length of
the conduit would equal in feet the
number of pints pumped out or foreed
in.

If. however, the insulating covering
of the wire is broken the cwrent will
flow freely from the conductor to the
surrounding water, and its strength, if
the power of the battery is known, de-
finitely measures the electrical resist-
ance and consequently the length of
the conductor. In other words, the
battery power, divided by the indicated
ourrent strength, gives the line's resist-
ance, and therefore its length. In the
same manner if we know the head of a
water supply we may easily determine
the length of a pipe by noting the
velocity of the flow.

Pasturing Rye,
| The amount of pasture on a field of
rye is greatly overestimnted.
before it shoots up into stalk there may
be two tons of her age; but if pastured
o large share of this will be trodden
down and destroyed. Sometimes farm-
ers have been urged to gow rye for win-
ter pesturage for sheep. The present
winter has been perhaps as good a one
for this as can be expected, but if any
have tried feeding olg rye they have got
little enough for their pams. Sheep
are delicate feeders, and what they can
get Ly roaming the fields in winter does

them more harm than good.

Clover for ' Destroying Ragweed.

As the seasen for clover seeding ap-
proaches it noeds to be remembered that
a good unilorm catch is the best cure for
ragweed, as well as various other small
annuals that often trouble farmers. The
clover seed, if sown early, will develop
into broad leaf so ‘as 1o smother the
smaller weeds that start in the spring.
To do this, however, clover seed must
be itself free from weed seeds, and be
sown with liberal hand. It is in the va-
cant places where clover does mnot catch
that the weeds get their strongest hold.
Yet a strong growth of clover does not
apparently lessen the crop of grain with
which it is sown.

Making and Using Manure.

Ina practical paper on this snbject
before the Wisconsin Agricultural So-
ciety, Prof. Henry concluded with these
points:

1. To have rich manure, we must
sufp% our cattle with rich food.

- The value of the manura de-
pelids more upon the feed than the ani-
mal.

3. Milch cows take out ware fertility
from the food than other kinds nf stock,
growing stock next, and working and
fattening animals the least. :

4. Veryrarely does the fertility take

to one-fourth of that in it, and it may be
one-twentieth,

5.
solid portion of the excrement. while
the nitrogen and potash are in the
urine; hence, if we n&low the urine togo
to waste we have only one of the threo
valuable elements left in any quantity
in what remains.

6. In Luying feeds we should nlways
have in mind the manuriul valae that
they contein as well us the feeding
value.

The ensuing discussion was full of
menty points. Prof. Henry believed
that the quicker we get the manure to
thefieid the better. Of course it can't
be hauled out with three feet of snow
on the ground, in which case it should
be piled in ns few henp? 08 possible in
a sheltered place. In fact. the manure
should be hLoused until it is put upon
the field, and sbould be put mpon the
field as 8oon 08 possible.

The experience of a snecessful Flgin
(IlL) furmer was quoted, who fouud the
application of the manure fresh as
made produced better grass than the
well-rotted stable manure as usually
bandled. Mr. AHen noted that the ma-
nure from his covered sheep-pen was
worth three or four times as mueh as
that from his barnyard, where it had
been exposed to the wet. Ho makes o

ractice of spreading manure from the
Eurnynrd upon the ciover field afterthe
first mowing. The new clover springs
up quickly, and the whole makes a mass
that retains moisture, and the crop
shows the advantage of i¢ most de-
cidedly.

The familiar plan of using the drop-
pings of the horse stable back of the
cows to absorb the liquid manure was
recommended. Constant and persistent
use of lnna plaster ns an- absorbent in
stable and on manure piles was repeat-
edly urged, especinlly in cow stables, as
it keeps down the odors in the barn.
One farmer preferred a stable floor made
of clay put down in the summer and
well stamped, as it will hold the liquid
better than the plank floor. Use plenty
of straw for badding, and as an absorh-
ent, throwing on plaster liberally,
Clean this out as often us necessary,and
you will have a rich, complete manure.
Cut corn stalks or any refuse fodder
can be thus used. Horse manure as
well as that of other animals is the
strongest immediately after it is
dropped.

Prof. Henry pointed out that in buy-
ing feeds Western farmers should use
articles like bran that are rich in phos-
phates and potash, which will be re-
toined in the manure, and which he
thinks are moro essential in the manure
for Western farms than nitrogen. —
Farm and Home.

English Jerseys.

The Jersey Bullelinsays the attention
given to the improvement of butteryield

cow's milk, which is conclusive as to
colts’ diet when young. Don't “pinch”
your colts. Feed liberally. The colt
may be pushed forward as rapidly as the
steer. ghis growth, if not that of fat,
a8 it need not be, need not give a spirit-
less or effeminate colt, yet I would not
press the point of early maturity as I
would that of the steer, for the body
may outstrip the ncquisition of matured

owers. If for sale, and moral issues

eft out, the most money will come from
quick growth and early sale. It may |
properly be noted that tests by Bous-
singnult and Stewart show that n pound
of eolt is made with as little fodder ns o
pound of steer.

A French investigator,
by an elaborate test, found that onts
were especially good horse food. By
an electrical apparatus he found an ex-
citable principle in oats that he called
a nervine, and that crushed oats were
more active and nol so enduring as
whele oats. Oats are, by practieal men,
understood te favor more speed and en-
durance in the horse than any other
food.

About 1 per cent. of the colt's live
weight should be given in grain dnil{,
and limit his feed or hay to three meals
n dny, otherwise a horse will eat wore
than he can digest.

Poultry Notes,

AS HENS require a deal of water,
drinking only a small quantity at o
time, it should be supplied abundantly
and kept clean and fresh.

NO PERMANENTLY succesaful attempts
at poultry-raising are recorded where
the crowding of the fowls was prac-
ticed. One hundred fowls to the acre
seems to be the limit of safety with ex-
perienced poultry-men. A wide range
is absolutely essential to the health and
vigor of fowls.

THE chicken park should be under
the direction of the wife, or the daugh-.
ters, if thore be any, and what is made
out of it should go them. If well taken
care of, chickens will ay better than
any other stock on tgp farm. Each
bushel of hen manure saved and put on
corn land will give one bushel of corn,

PERIN ducklings at three or four
months old make a verv desirable dish
if they be well fed from the shell, and
fattened on cooked ground oats and
corn, with potatoes added. They are
also very hardy if not inbred, and stand
our cold winters remarkably well.
They are early layers and continue with
only short intermissions until late in
the summer.  They thrive rapidly and
when matured wiil ordinarily weigh
from twelve to fourteen pounds per
pair.

What “Limited” Means,

Of late years a marked change has
taken place in business enterprises by
the introduction into this country of an
English custom. The old principle of
partnerships and corporations was that
the entire property of every partuer or
stockholder was liable for the debts of
the firm or company.

This system made it possible for
Mr. D—, who perhaps had only
one-tenth interest in a firm, to be called
upon to pay all the debts, and it de-
terred wealthy men from becoming in-
terested in the shares of & corporation
unless they could secure a controlling
interest,

To remove this objection “limited”
companies were organized. This
means that only the separate prop-
erty of the corporation is liable for
the debts of the corporation—that is,
that the liabilities are “limited” by the
assets,

The English law requires that sush
companies display the word “limited”
in connection with theirname: but few,
if any, of the States make such a re-
quirement.

Most American companies and a
great many business firms do business
on a limited liability plan, which, be-
ing founded on common sense, bids fair |
to be universal.

The most noteworthy exception to
the general rule is the case of the
natioual bank, but even in this in-
stance liability is limited to an amount
equal to the par value of the shares
held. That is, if the national bank
fails, each stockholder may not only
lose what he has invested, but $100
more for each share of the stock he
holds, if so much is necessary to pay
the debts of the bank.
