NEAR FINISH OF
BULB PLANTING

Although only approximately
one-tenth the ordinary number of
tulip bulbs will be available in the
United States this year, there will
be no shortage at the Holland tulip
festival, Festival Manager S. H
Houtman said Tuesday.

Fall planting of bulbs is virtual-

ly completed with well over 3,000,
000 laid out over the city streets
and at the tulip farms outside the
city.
The annual tulip requirements
in the United States are about
100,000,000 bulbs, *but only about
10,000,000 will be available to
fanciers this year because of im-
portation restrictions resulting
from the war, Houtman stated.

In normal years local growers
filled most of their orders from
stock imported from Europe. Hav-
ing been fore-sighted this
year, they are able to fill a Jarge
percentage of their orders from
domestic stock. .

BOARD IS GIVEN
RELIEF REPORT

Van Volkenburgh Tells
of Ten Months Work

in Ottawa

Grand Haven, Oct. 17 (Special)
—James S. Van Volkenburgh, Ot-
tawa county welfare director, in-
formed the Ottawa board of sup-
ervisors today that tctal relief dis-
bursements in the county for the
10-month period from Dec. 1, 1939,
until Sept. 30, 1940, totaled $88-
197.20.

He reported that committments
‘totaled $91,937.86; disbursements,
$88,197.20; unpaid committments,
$3.740.66; cash balance, $3.343.16;
net unobligated cash balance,
$397.50.

Van Volkenburgh's report was
laid on the table. He said the
total welfare appropriation was
$34,000, including $3,500 for direct
relief and $30,500 for social welfare
fund.

Office to Be Created by
New Ordinance Given
to Council

without the necessity of obtalning
a permit. Ald. James A. Drink-
water favored a $100 minimum.

Building activities have occupied
council's attention for the past
geveral meetings and at the Oct,
2 meeting, the committee was re-
quested to draw up a proposed or-
dinance.

The proposed ordinance provides
that the inspector will hold office,
subject to condition of the charter,
until the first Monday of May of
each year or until his successor
is appointed and qualified.

Under the proposed ordinance,
no person shall repair or remodel
a roof or chimney, nor shall any
person erect, repair or remodel any
building or structure to an ex-
tent requiring the expenditure of
gpecified  amount or

him to be erected or so repaired
or remodeled without a permit.

Application for a permit will be
filed in writing with the city clerk,
to be accompanied by a plan or
drawing. drawn approximately to
scale. The application must show
the description of the land and lo-
cation which it is proposed that
the building shall occupy, the
name of the owner, the name of
the owner of the building, the
dimensions of the building, the
materials to be used, the purpose
for which the building is intend-
ed. the estimated cost of erecting,
repairing or remodelling the same
and such other information as may
be necessary to furnish full and
detailed advice as to the extent of
the proposed work.

The ordinance also sets up the
following fees to be charged for
issuance of building permits:

Not exceeding $500. $1; from
£500 to $1,000, $2; from $1,000 to
$2.000, $3; from $2.000 to $3.000,
$4. from $3.000 to $5000, $5;
in excess of $5,000, an additional
fee of 50 cents per thousand.

Fees will be exempted for the
{ssuance of a permit for govern-
mental or political subdivisions or
for religious or educational pur-
poses. The ordinance also pro-
vides that no person shall begin
operations for the erection, repair
or remodeling of any structure
without first posting a duplicate
of the permit, issued by the city
clerk, on the property descri
in the application. :

Grand Haven, Oct. 17 (Special)
—The Hudsonville Community |
Fair association, in a reply to a
suit fued by Prosecutor Eibern
Parsons, admits that games speci-
fied by Parsons were operated at
the fair, but denies any law was |
violated as the games were of skill |
only.

After acquittal of one of five re-|
spondents, arrested at the fair this |
year for operation of alleged gam-
bling devices, Parsons filed a civil
guit, seeking a permanent Injunc-
tion against operation of the de-
vices which he claimed were
games of chance. He had obtained
conviction of one other of the five
through a plea of guilty and trial
of the three others is scheduled for
the November term of court.

IN MUSIC WORK

School Department to Be
Action Here

The board of education at its
regular monthly meeting Monday
night in Holland high school ap-
proved the expenditure of $1,758.-
60 from the music fund for the
public schools’ music department.

In addition to this amount, ap-
proximately $72 also will be spent
in purchasing a metal music filing
cabinet for use by Stuart Ludlow.
By approving the expenditure, the
board accepted the report of its
committee on schools.

It was pointed out that the
money is being spent this year
on new Instruments and equip-
ment instead of sending the band
and choir on various trips.

The expenditure provides for
two assembly programs by a phil-
aharmonic quartet of Chicago,
$50; one drum major uniform
($45) and one drum majorette
uniform ($35), $100; 60 band
flares at 40 cents each ($24) with
extra .bulbs and batteries ($8),
$30; six phonographs or radios
($50 each) for elementary schools
and East Junior high school, $300;
one piano, $165; one used single
French horn, $50; one used double
French horn, $120; one used vibra-
harp, $175; one baritone, $93; one
single French horn, $135; two
flutes at $48 each, $96; one alto
clarinet, $102; one string bass,
$57; one set of tympani, $1T3; one
tenor saxophone, $90.60.

The committee also recommend-
ed the purchase of one set of cath-
edral chimes at a cost of $285,
pointing out that $150 had been re-
ceived from the 1940 senior class
and that $145 is expected from the
1941 class.

The recommendations were sub-
mitted by Trustee Albert E. Lam-
pen who reported he had met re-
cently with Trustee John Olert,
Supt. E. E. Fell, Eugene F. Heeter
and Mr. Ludlow to discuss the de-
partment's needs. Olert, supported
by Trustee C. J. De Koster, mov-
ed for adoption of the report.-

The matter of arranging a series
of classes in distributive industry
was referred to the committee on
schools and Fell with power to
act. The superintendent informed
the board that he had met with
Lawrence T. Thompson about the
project which would be made
available to all clerks and sales-
men of all Holland stores and
firms.

He pointed out that the federal
government will supply funds to
take care of 66% per cent of the
cost while the state government
will furnish 8'4 per cent, leaving
the remaining 25 per cent to be
supplied by the sponsoring agent
which would be the board of edu-
cation.

The Message of John the Baptist
Luke 3:3, 8-17, 21, 22

By Henry Geerlings

John the Baptist was a great

man. He was great in goodness,
great in a deep sense of unsparing
righteousness, great in faith and
courage and insight and purpose.
He was a preacher with a real
message and he knew how to de-
liver it. Little men do not draw
the crowds to them when their
preaching acts like a searching de-
tective to find out and lay bare
their sins before their very eyes.
This country preacher saw into
men's souls and with all the power
of his moving eloquence he pur-
suaded men to repentance. He
made them feel how bad they were
and they confessed their sins, re-
pented and were baptised and for-
given. When a preacher can bring
about results like these he is a
preacher of power whom men fear
and respect. He is the kind of a
revolutionist every age needs. He
is a real maker of men. He is the
clarion voice that warns soclety
of its follies and calls it to its bet-
ter self and finer possibilities. He
is the introducer of new eras of
goodness and a real builder of a
cleaner civilization. He is always
looking ahead and he is always
asking men to look with him.
John was preparing the soul-
way for Jesus in the lives of men.
And this was a task that comman-
ed and required all the resources
that this rugged preacher of the
great out-of-doors had. He had to
be a man of great faith—such
faith that would so apprehend
Jesus as that he could be sure
Jesus was Jesus and then urge
Him uvpon the minds and hearts
of people. He had to have such an
apprehension of Jesus as to be
fully persuaded that He was the
real Messiah for whose advent de-
vout and expectant Israel had been
waiting through the weary cen-
turies. He had to have such a faith
as would convince him that Jesus
Himself would prove Himself to be
the Messiah. He had to feel deep
down in his soul that he was tak-
Ing no chances with this young
prophet of Galilee.

The more we study John's situ-

ation the more we see how diffi-
cult his task was with himself
first of all and then with the peo-
ple whose minds he was getting
ready to think about Jesus. There
was quite enough to make faith
hard for John. He was the lone
pathfinder in the hearts of men.
There were no brother ministers
to think with him and to lend him
the support of their own concep-
tions of this strange young man in
Nazareth. He had no past to ap-
peal to. He had no fruits of his-
tory to exhibit. He just stood
alone at the close of one period of
time and at the opening of anoth-
er to see and think about this
young man whom he finally pro-
claimed as the Lamb of God that
taketh away the sin of the world.
We believe that we are thor
oughly justified in declaring that
this great prophet of the wilder-
ness must have given himself to
hours of meditation respecting the
identity of Jesus, His being the
very Messiah at last come to make
good the prophecies of the vibrant
ages. It is fanciful to see a strug-
gling soul named John the Baptist
fighting with his doubts, at last
emerging triumphant in the con-
viction that the carpenter of Na-
zareth was the real Christ for
whose admission into life their
souls he could prepare the minds
of his countrymen. It is no easy
thing always to infect other peo-
ple with your faith and to Im-
pregnate their minds with your
ideas. The removal of prejudices
from minds and the persuading of
people to see and face a new day
coming is no small undertaking. It
is hard to get people to believe in
your ideal even sometimes to see
it. The Jesus whom John saw and
believed in was not always the
Jesus whom his hearers saw.
Christian preachers today have
much difficulty In having people
see the Christ they see and serve.
The Christ of the intellect is not
always the Christ of the heart and
of experience. Getting people to
accept Christ often partakes of a
great adventure, Indeed we may
all adventure on Him and we shall
find that Ye becomes more and
more,
We must confess that John had
a fine conception of the greatness
and the goodness and the power
of Jesus. John never tried to
thrust himself into the foreground,
but he did make Jesus great and
glorified Him. It is a sign of true
greatness when a preacher can
make people see Jesus rather than
himself. John was a master of
taking second place.

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REFUGEE TELLS
OF NAZI ARREST,
AMERICA HAVEN

Student at Hope Says His
Father Was Sent to
German Camp

Paul Fried, German refugee
student at Hope college, held the
attention of the Holland Rotary
club at its meeting in the Warm
Friend tavern last Thursday noon
when he related “My Experiences
With the Nazis.”

Fried enrolled as a freshman at
Hope college this fall on a schol-
arship. He was “privileged” to en-
ter this country Dec. 22, 1939, he
said, and he had not been here 24
hours before someone asked him
how he would lite a scholarship.
At that time, he explained, he was
not yet accustomed to the speed in
which Americans do things but he
gladly accepted the scholarship,
nevertheless.

So the life of this young man
who speaks nearly perfect English,
having studied it in German
schools as a foreign language, in-
stantly became stabilized after
about six years of Nazi persecu-
tion. He receives letters from his
parents in Prague about every six
weeks, he explained. although he
does not receive all the letters they
write nor do they receive all of
his. All letters, of course, are cen-
sored.

He was born and raised in Ger-
many where his father was editor-
In-chief of one of the leading Ber-
lin newspapers and his mother was
a doctor. When he was five years
of age, they moved to Wiesbaden
where his father continued writing
and his mother maintained a con-
valescent home* while the two
brothers went to school. So they
lived as Americans and other peo-
ple do, Fried said, until 1933 when
Hitler was called.

No matter how illegal the things
Hitler is doing now and has done
for the past seven'years are, he
pointed out, one has to admit that
having been called by the presi-
dent, he did “get in” in a legal
way, Aecording to the speaker,
Germans believed that after five
or six months, he would be out of
the government again but by that
time he was even stronger and
had taken over many government
forces.

Once established, Fried narrat-
ed, he began to fulfill his program,
part of which was the persecution
of all Jews, whether they held the
Jewish religion or not. His par-
ents, he added, were Jews of
Christian faith, but because the
persecution was for all Jews, the
Fried family was included.

* "He said the Nazis naturally
wanted to get all the money and
property his father had and prob-
ably to get rid of his father. His
father was  arrested without
charge, he said, and sent to a con-
centration camp in July, 1933.

Although the Frieds resided in
Germany they had come from Aus-
tria, he explained. Therefore, his
mother asked the Australian consul
to protest in her behalf, which
he did, and within a few months
his father was released, but not
until he had signed a paper saying
he would never claim any of his
confiscated property, would ask
nothing for the time he was in the
camp without a charge and would
leave the country.

Leaving the country, the fam-
ily was not allowed to take out
more than ten marks, a mark be-
ing about $250 in American
money. Arriving in Austria, it was
almost impossible to start over
again, especially with no money
because the country was small and
poor. However, he stated his fath-
er taught evening school and his
mother found work so things were
again going fairly well when he
finished school and found a job.

The majority of people in Aus-
tria at that time favored joining
the German reich, he stated—not
necessarily Hitlerism, but the
reich from which they thought
they could derive some benefit.
Fried said he knows that opinions
had changed much and many who
welcomed Hitler have now chang-
ed their minds.

When Hitler entered Austria in
1938 the Nazis had had five years
of experience and soon gained a
hold on the whole country and
again began the persecution of the
Jews.

Although he himself had no pol-
itical association or money, he was
subject to persecution, he said,
probably because he was a refu-
gee already and had not told too
good a tale of the Nazis. At this
time he was not living in the same
city as his parents. He awoke one
morning about 6 a.m. he recalled,
and discovered a man at the foot
of his bed. He could not compre-
hend the situation at first, he said,
and thought he might be dream-
ing. The man said he was an offic-
gz;gd t!t:: 't.e(im :l)‘once and “when 1

at, I woke up completely.”
Fried said on the way to the police
station he asked the officer why
he had been arrested and was told
that it was because he was an un-
wanted foreigner. He has since
learned, he remarked, that it is
bad to ask “Why?" about any-
thing in Germany.

At first, he said, the small room
in which he was kept with about
17 thieves, burglars, tramps, politi-
cal leaders, government officials
and rich poor Jews  looked
extremely crowded. - Before six

Though the speaker was proudly
sporting a campaign button his
address was nonpartisan. He brief-
Iv explained the ballot and an-
swered the questions asked by
some of the group. The philoso-
phy of the “third term” issue was
explained to mean an unlimited
term—a president good enough for
a third term could as well serve
a sixth term.

In explaining the first proposal,
the speaker pointed out the danger
f putting rigid laws in the con-
stitution. Ceding the constitution
as the basic foundation and back-
hone of all the laws. the actual
lawmaking should be left to the
legislatures and legislators.

The discussion of proposal No. 1
aroused great interest among the
group. The speaker cited the Pine
Creek school incident as an ex-
ample of how the 15-mill limita-
tion can handicap the electors of
school districts.

The other three proposals were
more lightly treated. The third
proposal is of little concern to the
city of Holland, but of more in-
terest to larger cities where there
1s a competition between privately
pwned and city governed bus lines.

The fourth proposal is intended

to prevent the chain system of
dental offices where cut-rate
prices prevail and illegal advertis-
ing is used. The subject was ably
handled and many questions were
answered in a satisfactory manne
by Judge Smith. . i
