Bible Teachings on Abstinence

Leviticus 10:1, 2, 8-11; Proverbs
J1: 4; Luke 1: 13-16
By Henry Geerlings

We do not deal with the drunk-
ard as was the case in the days
of Moses. But the drunkard may
bring the same penally upon him-
self. What he does suffer at his
own hands! His life is one of
bruises and exposure. He would
rebel if another should treat him
as he treats himself. He 1s his
own worst enemy. Others pity
him, but he does not pity him-
self. He suffers the penalty of his
own sin with scarcely a murmur,
The sad thing is that others suf-
fer too, and keenly.

The Bible plainly tells us that
the use of intoxicants is one of
the surest ways of destroying the
harmony and happiness of the
home. How often this must have
been {ruc in Old Testament
times. Otherwise the danger
would not have appeared in the
law, Huw very modern the Bible
statements are for in our day it
is also the sad fact that again
and again drink has brought
shame, disgrace, poverty, and
disruption 1o the home.

It is the teaching of Scripture
that there is a definite casual
connection between the use of
alcoholic beverages and personal
or domestic poverty. That this is
true is a matter of common ob-
servation. Bad habits are a com-
mon cause of poverty. Drinking
is not the only had habit. Gamb-
ling, loafing, bad company, free
spending, are all contribuiing
factors. Not all cases of poverty
are due to drink. Prolonged sick-
ness, business reverses, must all
be regarded as contributory caus-
es in certain cases.

Nevertheless, observation leads
to the conclusion that in many
cases of poverty the cause has
been the drink habit. The plain
fact is that most family incomes
do not permit of such inroads as
drinking makes. What is taken
out of the paycheck is literally.
drained from the milk bottles of
little children, and substracted
from the diet of growing boys
and girls, Many a man has cash-
ed his check, not at the bank,
but at the tavern.

The cost of liquor is high.
Firancially the liquor traffic has
been estimated to cost the Amer-
lean people several billions a
year, Highway accidents cost mil-
lions in property damage as well
As many lives annually. Drink is
responsible for most of these acci-
dents. A Chicago paper reports
that liquor was a factor in at
least twenty-five per cent of
automobile accidents. Alcoholic
beverages caused 9,000 traffic
deaths last year. Three hundred
thousand accidents could be traced
to driving while intoxicated.
Statistics like these are not in-
vented by temperance forces, but
are gathered by highway patrol-
men at the scene of accidents,
and summarized by scientific stu-
dents of sociology, just as the
statistics of industrial accidents.

But far beyond the total finan-
cial cost, and even the cost in
life and limb, is the mental,
moral, and spiritual high cost to |
our nation of the use of ;lcoholicl
beverages. A British study reveals
that the grink habit induces the
drug habit, which in turn destroys
the powers of the mind, The dis-
integration of the individual re-
sults, to a point where both his
mind and morals are destroyed.

The spiritual cost is clearly
stated by the apostle Paul. Those
who do such things shall not
inherit the kingdom of God. What
profit though a man enjoy drink
if in 20 doing he loses his very
soul? Will he exchange his eter-
nal happiness for the passing
pleasures of the convival cup?
