{City News From

Publishing List

Board Okays Publishing
Proceedings in 4 Papers;
Holland Weekly Omitted

Grand Haven (Special)—With
one dissenting vote, Ottawa eoun-
ty supervisors Thursday voted
that proceedings of the board be
published in four newspapers in
the county, The Holland Evening
Senginel, Grand Haven Daily Tri-
bune, Coopersville Observer and
Zeeland Record. The action omits
publication in the Holland City
News,

Gerrit Bottema, chairman of the
printing and stationery eommit-
tee, explained that the committee
is confronted “with the same old
problem of Holland printing the
proceedings in its two newspapers,
The Sentinel and the City News,
and billing the county for both
publications, whereas it was pre-
viously decided by the board that
these proceedings be published in
four newspapers at the rate of
75 cents per folio with the ex-
ception of the Grand Haven paper
which would be paid 75 cents per
folio extra for setting the type.”

At the time previous action was
taken, The Sentinel had a eircula-
tion of 9,650, Zeeland, 3,006,
Coopersville, 1,815, and Grand
Haven, 4,599,

Supervisor John Galien of Hol-
land protested the unfairness of
limiting the Holland newspapers
to a single publication in view of
the fact that the circulation of
The Sentinel alone almost equals
the total circulation of the other
three s

When it came to light that the
board had paid such a City News
bill during the past year, one
member suggested it should be
taken as a credit on future ac-
counts.

The board approved the report
of the taxes and apportionment
committee headed by William
Koop of Holland. County totals in-
clude: real estater $85,866,456:

Doctor Gives His
Story About Care
0f County Patients

Allegan Supervisors

Hear Nurse Shortage
Blamed for Complaints

Allegan,  (Special) — Allegan
county supervisors heard the
other side of the dispute over
physician's care of patients at the
county hospital Wednesday,

Dr, A, Peter Brachman, who
had been reported by the social
welfare board as not fullilling his
duties at the county institutien,
said that since Oct. 8, he had been
visiting the hospital three times
a week, as required by the state

Until that date, he told the
supervisors, the social wellare
board had approved his plan of
visiting the hospital once a week
and making extra trips to see new
patients and for emergencies,

On Oct. 8, the new agreement
was made on word from the state
welfare department that the coun-
ty would lose its state aid unless
more physician's care wag given,
Dr. Brachman stated.

“It was news to me that T also
was to be hospital administrator,”
he said, “I had never been in-
formed that was part of my du-
ties."

He said his thrice-weekly visits
were being made on a 30-day trial
period to see if he could manage
the trips along with his private
practice.

Insufficient nursing help was
cited as the primary trouble at
the county hospital, where there
are more than 60 patients. Most
of the cases are chronic illnesses
which need such things as physio-
therapy treatment that would be
too expensive for the county teo
provide, the doctor pointed out.

He said it remained for him and
the hospital staff to make the
patients comfortable as possible
and that they were getting as
good care as similar patients un-
der the private care of a physiclan,

Children Can Get
Preventive Shots
At Health Clinic

Children more than one year of

age may be immunized for protec-
tion against diphtheria, whooping
cough, tetanus and smallpox each
Friday morning at the local office
of the Ottawa county health de-
partment, 297 Central Ave,
This is another effort of the
county  health department to
make its services available to
schools and families throughour
the county,

Booster treatments are olfered
to those who have besa immuniz-
ed previously. Parents are urged
to take babies under one vear of
age to their private physician for
these protective treatments,

Among the other services offer-
ed at these clinics are examina-
tions for children entering school
for the first time or examination
of school children with special
health problems. These children
may be referred by the teacher or
may be brought in by parents
without special referral. How-
ever, parents are urged to accom-
pany children to the clinic,

Adults who have any special
health problems they would like
to discuss with the health officer
are invited to attend the clinie,
However, no physical examination
for adults will be offered at these
clinics,

Gasoline spilled over the blacks
top road and trickled into a draigs
age ditch and creek which empties
into Lake Macatawa. Holland fire-
men kept a close watch, and
warned all newcomers on the
scene to be careful about lighting
cigarettes, Police put up barricades
about a block from the crash. in
all four directions. The tanker
was righted and the demolished

Miss Sterenberg, driving a '51
model car owned by her father,
Harold Sterenberg, was traveling
east on 20th and the ' semi was
traveling north on Ottawa when
the crash occurred. The two gir

The front end of the Sterenberg
car was badly damaged. There ale
50 was considerable damage to the
right side although that may have
been caused in a second impact as.
the car swung around. The initial
impact caused the northbound
truck to swerve to the right and
hit the sandy shoulder. The driver
attempted to get the truck back
onto the blacktop but in so0 doing
broke the hitch causing the tgnks
er to turn over on its side, The
tractor remained upright.

Bush told officers he had left
the Texaco terminal just a few
minutes before and was almost
in the 20th St. intersection when
he saw the car approaching, The
impact caught the truck on the
left side of the tractor including
part of the front fender.

ond MIAA victory in as many
weeks t©t Alma Saturday after-
noon by handing the Alma college
Scots a hard-to-take 21-13 defeat.
Long touchdown runs by John

Schipper to Fuzz Bauman produc-
ad the necessary Dutch points to
insure victory.

The loss for Alma was its first
in three conference starts, and
throws a monkey-wrench into the
Scots' hopes for a circuit title.
On top of this, the loss stood
out like a sore thumb before about
3,000 Alma friends and alumni,
who had returned to the campus
for a colorful Homecoming day.
But for Coach Al Vanderbush
and the Hope squad, the game
came as an important victory on
the bumpy road to an MIAA title.
Alma was expected to be about
the toughest foe the Dutch would
face this year, but the victory
Saturday proved the locals need
take a back seat to no one in the
conference during the remainder
of the season.

A slam-bang first quarter pro-
duced three touchdowns, two for
Hope, with one for Alma sand-
wiched ‘between.

The first Hope score came early
in the first period after the Dutch
had backed the Scots int¢ a hole
by recovering the fumbled kick-
off. Hope muffed this scoring op-
portunity by fumbling on the one-
yard line shortly after, but Alma
had to kick and the punt set up
the Hope tally.

Heading into a stiff wind, the
ball got only to the Alma 22 be-
fore being downed. Schipper com-
pleted a fine pass to Willyard on
the next play, downed on the Al-
ma four, giving Hope a first down.
Three plays from scrimmage gain-
ed nothing against the tight Alma
defense but on fourth down Schip-
per fired a short pass to Bauman
in the end zone, who pulled it
from two Scot defenders for the
score, “Automatic” Bob Prins con-
verted, and the Dutch led, 7-0.

But shortly after, the Scots be-
gan to move., Bob Mohre, Scot
quarterback, short-stopped a
Schipper pass and trooped to his
own 41 before being dropped. Two
plays later, quarterback Hess
Wever rammed to the Hope 44.
Moents after he sliced to the
Hope 10, where he finally was
stopped by Gene Nyenhuis,

From there, Dub Martin took
it over to score for Alma, racing
around end behind fine blocking.
The kick missed however, and
Hope still led, 7-6.

But the Dutch were fired for
victory, and three plays after
taking the kick, stunned Alma by
posting their second tally of the
day.

The drive, short and to the
point, started with Hamilton tak-
ing the kick to the Hope 33 before
being downed. Two successive
first down plays, with Zeke Piers-
ma figuring in both, moved Hope
to the Alma 41. On those plays,
"iersma rammed up center for the
initial first down, and took a pass
from Schipper for the second.

Schipper then called on Ham-
ilton to crash the line, and once
in the Scot secondary, the Dutch
fullback couldn't be stopped, go-
ing all 41 yards to acore. Prins
converted, and Hope led, 14-6.

The Dutch threatened again a
moment later after Lynn Post fell
on a fumble at the Alma 15. Hope
got to the Alma eight-yard mark
before the first period ended, and
looked like a sure bet to tally
again,

But the startled Scots rallied,
held off the Dutch ground attack,
and then intercepted one of Schip-
per's end zone aerials to squelch
the drive.

Midway in the second quarter
Hope thundered downfield toward
the Alma end zone again, and only
a second goal-line interception
saved the Scots from being scor-
ed on again.

In the third period, Hope got an
insurance tally by use of an aged
chestnut. The old “Statue of Lib-
erty” play was called, and Will-

yard took the ball from Hope's 29,

all the way to paydirt.

BAN ON AIR SHOWS

Since the days when barnstorm-
ing pilots captured the popular
imagination for aviation, the in-
dustry has made great strides. It
is now an established and de-
pendable method of transporta-
tion. To help retain that reputa-
tion the Civil Aeronautics Admin-
istration has issued a ban against
air shows staged primarily for
thrills, The rule will effect stunt
flying not under direct radio con-
trol, delayed parachute jumps, in-
tentional crashes and other such
thrill-making,

Although the decision was no
doubt hastened by the tragic air
show accident at Flagler, Colo-
rado, where twenty persons were
killed, the CAA maintains that
it was made on the whole ques-
tion of such shows rather than
on the circumstances of one ac-
cident. The CAA does not want
flying to be regarded as an ad-
venturous activity, It believes that
the days when stunt flyers and
daredevils were needed to stimu-
late interest in aviation are over.

Such spectacular accidents as
those which have sometimes re-
sulted from stunt flying have help-
ed to maintain an association of
the idea of danger with flying.
Such stunting with automobiles
was once widespread, but hag al-
most disappeared as the use of
autos has become common and
_appreciation of their potential de-
structiveness has become general.
It is recognized that careful and
intelligent use contributes most
to the advancement of the auto-
mobile industry, The aviation in-
dustry may now have reached a
similar point, Its advancement
can be most effectively hastened
now by the most sensible and
thoughtful operation of airplanes
by those who fly them.

We could stand a lot of good
sensible driving on our crowded
highways. With the traffic in-
ereases each day, more and more
people are getting killed, We all
should remember this when we
drive,

The Hebrews in Slavery
Exodus 1:7-14

By Henry Geerlings

Two men make a great differ-
ence in the affairs of two peoples,
A new king means the change of
Egypt's policy toward the Heb-
rews. Joseph among the dead
leaves his fellow countrymen un-
protected. History seems to have
meant nothing to the new ruler.
If he read it he read it with no
gratitude in his heart of what Jo-
seph had done for his country, Or
it may be that he felt that the
past had paid its debts and the
present had nothing to do with
what then was. Or it may be lit-
erally true that this new monarch
knew nothing about Joseph and
cared less. But he did know Jo-
seph’s people. They had grown
mightily in numbers and in power
and possibly in substance. They
were strange Jews if they did not.
They have genius to get on ma-
terially and it is a rare genius.

So the new ruler of Egypt had
a problem to face in the people
of Joseph, He thought they were
becoming a menace. He feared
them , not simply by reason of
what they were, but also by rea-
son of what they might become.
Given numbers, material sub-
stance, racial consciousness and
they might become an ally of an
enemy, They were maintaining
their separateness and racial dis-
tinctiveness. They showed no dis-
position to become merged racial-
ly with the Egyptians. They were
a foreign people in a foreign land.
They persisted in keeping intact
that racial individuality which has
defied through the ages the des-
troying power of nations.

In these modern days we know
something of what it means to
deal with thase peoples who re-
fuse to drop their racial individu-
ality. Melting pots do not always
melt. Some people refuse to be as-
similated. The Jews of long ago
did down in Egypt. So the new
Pharoah was statesman enough
to know the difficulties and pos-
sible dangers of such nonassimil-
ability, He was haunted day and
night with the fear of what might
happen.

Something had to be done.
There must be a solution for his
great problem. The state must be
protected aginst these dangerous
and, as it looked to him, unsym-
pathetic foreigners, He hit upon
a plan, but it was a very unwise
plan. He thought it embodied the
very essence of wisdom. He con-
ceived it to be the last word in
statesmanship, But he was think-
ing as a tyrant and not as one who
had a heart for people. He thougnt
just as any man in any age who
has geat power and does not
know how to apply it. He was
sure that might makes right. He
thought to capture the mind by
fettering the body. He was pur-
suaded that if he made slaves
he would thus make patriots.

He asked the lash to do for
him what patience and kindness
and humaneness might have done
for him and his nation. His plan
did not work. Might never has
and it pever will in the realm of
men’s Is. Tyranny may rule
with a high hand for a while and
get what it wants, but after a
while the hand loses its grip
Compulsions must ultimately go
down under the regnancy of men's
free souls. Never has might secur-
ed persistenlty what it seeks to
compel. This is a world in which
justice and righteousness may
walk with slow and heavy feet,
but they arrive at last.

Tyrants overlook the fact of the
God of justice in the world of
men, Pharoahs do not plan with
reference to Moses plus God. Ty-
rants are always nearsighted in
the area of human interests and
human reactions. They think peo-
ple over whom they rule are ma-
chines or dumb driven cattle that
have no rights. You can drive and
beat cattle into pens, but you
must love and lead people into
paths of service and loyalty.

So he more Phariah oppressed
the less he succeeded. The more
he tried to reduce the hated Jew
the more he grew. The more he
tried to destroy his soul the more
the Hebrew found it. Oppression
works toward freedom. Tyranny
gives birth to revolution. Slavery
awakens the soul of men to a
sense of his own rights and stings
the spirit to cry to the God of
justice and mercy. Man will be
free and he cannot be enslaved
permanently. And this is true no
matter what the form of slavery
is. He was made for freedom and
he cannot be a full grown man

We are a long way in
this world from the state of being

St. Joseph (Special)—A story-
book finish to a zany ball game
at Dickinson stadium Friday night
saw the Holland high football un-
it come from behind in the final
second of play to take its first
victory of the season, a 13-12
thriller. -

The winning play started with
only a second remaining. Holland
had the ball on the St. Joe one-
yard line, but trailed 12-7, and it
locked like a certain victory for
the Bears.

But quarterback Terry Burns
called a sneak, and as soon as the
official's whistle blew time in, the

ball was snapped. The Dutch wall |

surged forward, and might have
put it across, but suddenly the
ball squirted out of the tangle of
players and bounced along th'e
goal line. Tom Maentz dove for it
just over the line and recovered to
give Holland the touchdown and
the victory.

Th St. Joe defenders, cheated of
what had looked a sure victory,
seemed stunned after the play,
and hardly made an effort to halt
Frank Van Dyke's try for the ex-
tra point. It wasn't good anyway,
but the Dutch were too elated to
care.

Add to this the fact that St.
Joe had the ball with a first down
when only 1 minute 16 seconds
remained in the game. The Bears
ran the ball into the line for three
slow plays, and then with 11 sec-
onds remaining, elected to punt
on fourth down. The punter fum-
bled, and then his kick was par-
tially blocked and recoverdd on
the St. Joe one-yard line by two
Bears, making it Holland's ball.

But the clock ticked away, and
actually reached zero before the
officials signaled time out, called
by Holland. So the clock was back-
ed up to one second, and the
Dutch began their game-winning

Holland could have won—and
according to Coach Bob Stupka,
should have won—with ease, but
three bandits named fumbles, in-
terceptions, and penalties nearly
robbed the Dutch of the victory.

Holland was charged with 130
yards in penalties, 10-yards more
than St. Joe made all night rush-
ing; passed for as many St. Joe
interceptions as the Bears com-
pleted in passes themselves; and
handed over the ball via the fum-
ble route three times when deep
in Bear territory.

The Bears set up their second
TD by intercepting a Holland pass
and returning it to the Dutch 27,
early in the third period.

With a lot of attention again
focused on the atomic bomb, there
is one Holland man who vividly
recalls his experiences in covering
the Atom bomb tests at Bikini
back in 1946,

George Jackson, at present em-
ployed by radio station WHTC,
was one of 168 correspondents
who covered operations at Bikini
in the Able day test at 8 a.m.
June 30, 1946. At that time he
represented the Indiana Associa-
tion of Broadcasters and the
Terre Haute Tribune.

"It looked like a California sun-
set magnified more than 100
times,” Jackson said of the explo-
sion. All correspondents wore
special glasses but cameramen
could not have that protection.
None suffered ill effects.

Jackson came to Holland a few
months ago from Grand Rapids.
Previously he worked many years
in Terre Haute, Ind.

Since a flight of geese causes
a barrage from the high banks
zone of 140 hunters, there's room
for plenty of dispute sometimes
as to just whose bullet found a

3 particular goose.

But the sheriff deplored the un-
sportsmanlike ‘“game hogs" who
scavenge the back lines of the
high banks to pick up fallen
birds.

i “Some don't even carry a gun,”
he exclaimed.

“When a hunter comes along
to pick up his game, he's often
challenged by another hunter or
a hog." Johnson said.

He was told another argument
Tuesday had resulted on one
man's losing some front teeth
when he was strick by a gun bar-
rel but no names were reported.
Other fights were said to have oc-
curred during the last few days.

Once last year a goose was lit-
erally torn apart by two hunters
with the mutual idea each had
had a lucky shot.

But when
the fowl is wounded it may sail
for some distance and some have
been known to fall dead miles
away after being hit in the Swan
Creek firing line.

Crumbling Bridge
At Eastmanville
Gets Face Lifting

Eastmanville — Work is pro-
gressing on repairing the crumb-
ling piers of the 34-year-old
bridge across Grand river here,
but the repair job is much more
complicated than inspectors first
believed.

A crew of Intrusion-Prepakt,
Inc.,, Chicago branch, has been
reinforcing the piers which' have
been deteriorating at and below
the water line, This is done main-
ly by putting wooden forms
around the damaged parts and
injecting a mixture of cement and
rock. But further inspection re-
vealed the inside of the piers are
honeycombed and erumbling, and
the crew now is drilling holes and
forcing cement into the big piers
in an effort to solidify the inter-
jor. In some cases, the deterior-
ation was so bad that water and
mud spurted 10 feet out of the
opposite side when pressure was
applied to shoot down cement.

“It's a wonder the bridge has
held through the years,” a group
of Ottawa county supervisors said
when they stopped at the bridge
in a driving rain Tuesday.

The men were members of the
good roads committee of the Ot-
tawa board and they were mak-
ing a tour of roads throughout the
country when they included a stop
at the bridge.

For the first time they were
aware of the true danger that
confronts users of the bridge.
They followed workmen along the
narrow catwalk on water level,
saw the crumbling piers and talk-
ed with the diver who does the
underwater work. The river is 16
feet deep in some places.

For the last few weeks, the
crew has been working on the
three piers at the south end of the
bridge. Pier No. 4 has been re-
paired and piers 3 and 5 are ex-
pected to be completed next week.
Only last week, it was discovered
Pier 1, the pier closest to the
north approach was in equally bad
condition, but the crew is pre-
pared to repair it, although the
procedure may be different be-
cause of cold weather coming on.
Pier No. 2 is a large round pier
containing the mechanism for the
swing bridge. The swing appara-
tus has not been used for years,
Pier 2 also is damaged by deter-
joration, but it was believed re-
pairs will not be extensive.

Elmo Dotson of the Chicago
branch of Intrusion-Prepakt is job
superintendent for the repair job
and Carl Hoglund of the Ottawa
County Road commission was ap-
pointed by County Engineer Carl
T. Bowen as county inspector on
the bridge job.

The bridge was built by the
state of Michigan in 1917. It was
not built with steel reinforcement,
workers noted.

The
“frame” of those volumes of nar-
ratives has been supplanted hy
the “plot"” of the modern %ovel.

One of the most fariliar
“frames” is that of Chaucer's
“Canterbury Tales.” Chaucer im-
agined a group of 30 pilgrims on
their way to a shrine at Canter-
bury passing the time by telling
stories. On that “frame” the poet
could string any stories he might
wish to tell.

Another “frame"” is that of
Giovanni Boccaccio's “Decamer-
on." The great Italian stary teller
imagined a group of people gath-
ered in a country house to escape
the plague in the city. To pass
the time and escape boredom they
tell stories. Again, it was possible
for the narrator to string any
stories he pleased on his “frame.”
There were many other
“frames” in older times that story
tellers used to give the kind of
unity to a volume of tales that
“plot" today gives to a novel.
The “frame” was in fact one of
the elements in the development
of the novel form.

Perhaps the most famous
“frame” of all time was the one
used by the unknown author or
authors of “Arabian Nights' En-
tertainment.” The book was writ-
ten in Arabic about 800 years
after Christ, It was not until the
early eighteenth century that a
Frenchman brought the tales to
the Western world by translating
them into French. Soon they were
translated from French into Eng-
lish, and for more than two cen-
turies they have been the delight
of childen in many lands—to say
nothing of grownups, for the book
is about as much for them as it is
for children.

“Arabian Nights’ Entertain-
ment” had perhaps the most dra-
matic “frame” ever devised by a
story teller. The author imagined
that a Sultan Schahriar dizcover-
ed infidelity in his favorite wife.

In addition to. having her head
cut off, he decreed that he should

be cut off the next morning.

A young woman with a vivid
imagination named Scheherazade
offered herself as one of the vic-
tims. A clever story teller, she
told the bored sultan a tale that
arrived at its climax just before
the time for her execution ar-
rived. The sultan was so eager to
hear the end that he postponed the
execution until the next morning.
She thereupon ended her story
and began another, again timing
it in such a way that the sultan
ordered a second postponement.
In this way she kept her own
head and the sultan’s interest for
a thousand and one nights. By
that time he was g0 much in love
with her story telling skill that
he made her his favorite wife.

The unknown Arabian author
thus invented the to-be-continued-
in-our-next device that every
magazine today uses that prints
serial stories. The writer of the
book could place in his dramatic
“frame” any story that was ex-
citing enough to hold the interest
of those who could read the Ara-
bian language.

Many of the tales had life
enough so that they have become
a part of the folklore of all lands.
Nearly every literate person
knows by tradition, if not through
actual reading, about Ali Baba
and the Forty Thieves, and about
Aladdin and his Wonderful Lamp,
and about Sindbad the Sailor.
Many generations of children in
the western world have been
brought up more or less on those
Arabian stories and many_others.
Some of them are almost as well
known to the children of the
western world as the familiar
Bible stories—which are of course
also oriental in their inception.

But “Arabian Nights' Enter-
tainment” is not, properly speak-
ing a children's book, or at least
not exclusively so. Any grownup
can find in it the wisdom of a ma-
ture mind.
