Professor Stanley Berge of |
Northwestern ~ University, an |
expert on transportation, took |

During the fall of 1964 Prof.
Berge headed a class in trans-|
portation whose members re- |
presented city planners, finan-|
cial and civic reresentatives of
Chicago. The group studied the |
traffic and transportation prob- |
bels and their solutions by visit- |
ing these key cities of Europe: l
Copenhagen, Stockholm, Am: |
sterdam, Brussels,
Paris and Lisbon.

As was noted, these cities
have in common with the Unit-
ed States increasing affluence
and therefore increasing num-
bers of automobiles. Although
78 per cent of the population
in the US own autos as
compared to 26 per cent of
population in The Netherlands,
the relatively small land area
of this small country compounds |
its traffic congestion. An inter-
esting fact was the density of
population in The Netherlands
— 900 persons to one square
mile — makes the population of
the Nethcrlands denser than
Japan.

The Netherlands was used as
the prime example of efficiency
in transportation and Prof
Berge considers its transporta-
tion the finest in the world.

two large cities. Their concept
of clusters of smaller cities;
