New Governor

Holland, Michigan, Thursday, November 10, 1938

Frank D. Fitzgerald, according
to late returns; leads Frank Mur-
phy by 88,975, with only a few pre-
cincts to hear from.

With only 144 of the state’s 3,653
precincts unreported, Fitzgerald
was 88,975 votes ahead of Mu?)hy.
Totals included the returns from
1,000 of Wayne county’s 1,150 vot-
ing districts. It was from industrial
Wayne that Murphy derived his
greatest strength.

Returns from 8,309 of the state's
8,663 precincts for governor gave:
Fitzgerald, 802,630,

Murphy, 718,555.

Fitzgerald's advantage in 2,109
of 2,403 outstate precincts was
more than 176,000 votes.

Murphy who carried 22 counties
in 1936 when he defeated Fitzger-
ald by 48,919, carried only 11 Tues-
day: Alger, Baraga, Delta, Dickin-
son, Gogebic, Houghton and Kewee-
naw in the upper peninsula, con-
ceded Democratic territory, and
Muskegon, Presque Isle and Wayne
below the straits.

GIVES UNUSUAL REPORT ON
HOW RELIEF 18 HANDLED
Miss Winnie Buma of Holland

has returned from The Nether-

lands, loaded with souvenirs and
keep-sakes. She came to the Hol-
land City News office on her ar-
rival with grips filled with them.

She spent several months in The

Netherlands, and visited her own

birth place.

She tells especially how unem-
loyment insurance works there.

%h; has been in vogue for more

than 20 years, and the fund had

been accumufntinx beyond the
needs until 1929, when there was
much unemployment. 1f employees
cannot get work, work is found for
him if possible, and he must do
that work when they assign it to
him. The following week he must
report exactly what he has earn-
ed, and two-thirds is deducted from
the relief if he falls short. If the
man or woman does not report he
is fined in the form of having his
allowance taken away for three
weeks. This is an unwritten law,!
and there is no grafting or chisel-
ing. The community has a clear-
ing house, where jobs that are to
be had are first given out rather
than have workers remain idle and
live on a “dole.” This is not toler-
ated, and a good day's work is ex-
pected and is generally received.

They call relief in The Nether-
lands “steun.”” Miss Buma states
one incident that was really laugh-
able, but proved serious to a cou-

lee. A man and a woman had
Koarded their money in a pail—
4,000 gilders—and still they were
receiving from the “steun.” This
amount of money caused jealousy
between the pair, and they quar-
reled so loud and long as to what
share was whose and who was tak-
ing from the pail when the other
wasn't looking that neighbors be-
gan to listen and reported it to the
government agent. Officers went to
the house and conflscated the entire
pail of money.

The Netherlanders have the old
habit of walking in the street in-
stead of taking the sidewalks, a
custom of years' standing. 'i‘he
police in the larger cities warn
them, since more automobiles are
coming into use each year. In
small villages, however, the cus-
tom still prevails.

The main vehicle in The Nether-
lands is the bicycle. Wherever one
looks, one sees men and women ped-
dling a bike. There are large fac-

naturally many wheel repair shops.
The bicyele, too, is the bain of the
motorists, for they are in much
larger numbers than here; how-
ever, there are not nearly so many
automobiles as here. Afl country
roads are either asphalt or flat cob-
ble stones, not rounding ones. The
country roads are just as fine as
the city streets,

In America and in Holland,
Michigan, merchants set the hour
for store closing, but in The Neth-
erlands all stores are compelled to
close at 6:00 by law. If they are
not closed, the storekeeper pays a
heavy fine. This is done to re-
strict a certain class of competi-
tion who were keeping open al-
most night and day. In the resi-
dence district, where the store is
in front ,and the home behind it,
the winkels (stores) open at 9:00
8. m. and close at 8 p. m. Any vio-
lation calls for a fine before the
magistrate, Miss Buma experienc-
ed the strictness of this law for
she entered a store five minutes
after the time limit, having for-
Botten to purchase some little

The store attendant, in a
very po}:tg way, refused to serve
her, pointing out that it would
mean a fine.

Fewer Infants Die
In Ottawa County
“Ottawa county has a low ma-

ternal and infant death rate, far
below that of the State and the

United States.” This statement was|

made by Dr. Clair Folsome, Obstet-
of the Department of Maternal and

of the staff of Obstetrics and G
cology of the University of
igan Medical School, This remark-
able record, he maintained, was
most likely due to conservative
obstetrics practiced by the phy-
sicians in the community. guch
practices as use of “twilight sleep”
and early operative interference in
an effort to shorten the period of
labor, are hazardous to mother and
child and are not used to any great
extent in this community.
The fact that Ottawa county has
a stable population, with a small
number of transient families who,
for the most part, are undesirable
to a community, was also considered
important. Another factor of im-
portance practiced in this com-
munity, was seeking medical advice
in the early months of pregnancy.
There has been no appreciable
drop in the maternal death rate in
the country as a whole. Doctor
Folsome is spending one week in
Ottawa county making a study of

The oil
does very little for the poor of the
island, but these continuously
flowing wells of clean water pro-
vide not only water for the gar-
dens but provide all the inhabi-
tants with safe drinking water.

fishing instead of hunting they
automatically asked to see the
catch and licenses.

The Ferrells had the catch all
right—37 bluegills of which 12
were undersize — but not the li-
censes. Each paid $16.85 in courts,
one on the charge of possessing
undersized fish and the other for
fishing without a license.

We left Iceland on Jaly 12 and
that evening, during our dinner,
King Neptune, Lord of all Crus-
tacea, that watery territory which
lies between the Arctic and the
Antaretic Circle, boarded our ship
to wish us well as we leave his
realm. He was received and mem-
bers of his Court paraded around
the ship, shortly to disappear as

So the ship passed that imag-
inary line which bounds the south-
ern part of the Arctic zone, We all
suddenly realized that we had
entered the Frigid or Arctic Ocean,
To many of us it was our first
experience, as we were welcomed
shortly to the Land of the Mid-
night Sun. Our memories of it will
always be as bright as its nights,
On July 14 we finally reached Ham-
merfest, Norway, the world’s most
northernly city, to explore and to
shop. It is a maritime town — a
treeless and barren spot. There are
about 8,000 inhabitants here. It is
a fishing center and carries on a
very lively trade. The waters very
seldlom freeze over, partly due to
its heavy salt content. Most all of
our cod liver oil comes from here,
The polar seas are filled with cod
fish Ezaidea many other kinds. We
saw acres and acres of land and
rocks covered with spread-out-like
wings, all salted fish that are laid
out to dry. Then again salted and
dried fish piled into stacks 6x8x12
or more feet in dimensions. Again
fish hanging on racks as far as one
can see. Nowhere else can so many
fish be seen at one time—much like
hay stacks. Then to see all the
fishing boats and tackle and nets
is amazing. | thought | had seen
big, yes, very large nets at the Sea
of Galilee in Palestine, where the
catch many, many fish, but the fis
are similar to our Lake Michigan
perch, while here practically all are
over two feet long. The nets are
like ropes, almost one-half inch
thick, the bobbers of cork about 6
to 12 inches thick and long. The
nets of Tiberus lake are playthings
alongside of these Hammerfest
nets. It seems to be the duty of the
women to take the livers out of the
codfish and to salt and dry the rest
of the fish, so they have a real job
and the men do the catching.

Many kinds of furs are plentiful
here and those of the fox and polar
bear predominate. The natives dress
very heavily and warm and prettier
fur coats I have never seen than
they are wearing here, especially
the women.

The Meridian Column, Europe's
most northernly point from where
all surveys are calculated, is located
here. It is a granite shaft about
12 feet high and crowned with a

There
were 73 subscribers, only 53 of
whom had their lines connected
with the central office.

The Telephone & Telegnﬁh
Construction company itself, or by
sub-licensing local people, also was
instrumen in establishing ex-
changes at other points in the
state.

Dr. Wm. De Kline
Red Cross Official
Speaks In Chapel

Earthquakes, floods, tornadoes,
explosions—these are only routine
businesses for American Red Cross
advisor Dr. William De Kleine.
Speaking in chapel service re-
cently, Dr. De Kleine told of
the two-fold activity of his unique
positioﬁ. Administering relief, in
the form of food, rehabilitation,
clothing, etc, the Red Cross organ-
ization “looks into the needs of
the sufferers and belps them get
started again,” he explained.

The other phase oh fis work is
teaching the “art of healthful liv-

ing” to the American people. Cit.
ing the example of the Pellagra
plague which hit the cotton dis-
tricts so severely in 1928, Dr. De
Kleine showed the miraculous ef-
fects of a knowledge of the funda-
mental principles of nutrition and
hygenic living upon the grave sit-
uation.. The death rate was re-
duced 60% by the Red Cross.

Throughout his talk the doctor
emphasized the importance of a
knowledge of the “fundamental
principles of hygiene, particularly
the principles of nutrition.” “Life
would be extended five to ten years
if everyone knew and followed the
rules of health,” he concluded.

Dr. De Kleine, who graduated
from Hope in 1902, has visited the
scene of every major disaster in
the United States that has occur-
red within the last ten years; and
each year there have been over 100,
He was the first man to devote full
time service to public health work;
for he started 26 years ago in the
infancy of sanitary science.
