A Great deal is sald every day about the
dangers of  the grasshopper plague out
West; and since an association has formed
i our midst for the ostensible purpose of
forming a Colony and. migrating to the
West—Central Kansas—we deem it of great

100 | importance to them, and to everybody ia-
% | terested in Western progress and prosperity,

to give the history and as much of a report
as there is made public of a thorough in-
vestigation made by Professors C. V.
Riley, Cyrus Thomas, and A. 8. Packard
Jr. in regard to this plague:

8r. Lours, Nov. 11.—The labors of the
United Btates entomoldgical commission,
appointed by Secretary Schurz, Iast spring,
to investigate the grasshopper plague, are
drawing toward a conclusion. The com-
mission consists of Prof. C. V. Riley, state

0 entomologist of Missourl; Prof. Cyrus

Thomas, entomologist of Illinols, and
Prof. A. 8. Packard, Jr., a professor in the
Peabody Academy of Bclence, of Salem,
Massachusetts, Prof. Riley, who is now
completing ‘his portion of the work, he
being at the head of the commission, in-
forms the times correspondent that the re-
port will be a voluminous one, probably
containing five hundred or six hundred
pages.

The commissioners were appointed on
20th of March, and a couple of weeks Inter
the three members were out on their ex-
ploring tours. Prof. Riley took the states
of Texas, Kansas, Iowa, and Colorado,
and the British possessions as fur north as
the Saskatchewan valley, and his investi-
gations were to be directed more particu-
larly to the biology of the grasshopper,
generally called Rocky mountain locust
by entomologists, its entomological ene-
mies and parasites, and remedies and
devices for the preveation of the grasshop-
per plague, Prof. Packard's fleld was
Montana, Utah, Idaho, the western part
of Wyoming, and the Pacific coast, and
Le made a study of the anatomy and em-
bryology of the grasshopper, The terrl-
tory assigned to Prof. Thomas embraced
‘Minnesots, Nebraska, the eastern part of
Wyoming, and all the other states and
territories west of the Mississippi not taken
by Profs. Riley and Packard; and the
special subjects asslgned to him were the
geographical range of the grasshopper, hls
enemies not entomological, and the agri-
cultural bearing of the subject. The ori-
ginal bill prevalled for a commission of
five and an appropriation of $25,000.
Congress cut the money down to §18,000,
and reduced the number of commissioners
to three. Prof. Riley says all the com-
missioners met with timexpected success
in their investigations, They met with
the most corcial receptions among the
people of the west and southwest every-
where, und were furnished by the farmers
with a vast amount of valuable information
which they never could have obtained if
the informants had not felt themselves
personally interested in the work of the
commission. The United States signal
bureau also aided the commissioners ma-
terially, in furnishing them with accurate
meteorological data, very necessary in the
study of the migrations of the grasshop-
pers and thelr ovi-depusits, as ulso the
effect which climatic changes have upun
them.  Prof. Riley spent six weeks in the
country in which the principal armies of
grasshoppers are hatched, and which they.
leave as soon as the short dry grass of the
country, on which they prineipally subsist,
isgone. The country is very thinly settied
but the profeasor was afforded every pos-
sible assistance in his investigations by
the authorities of the Canadian govern
ment, including Gov. Morris and the min-
isters of agriculture and the interior. Re-
maining in the British possession, about
six weeks, Prof. Riley closed his investi-

found the native home of the insects; they
koow on what they feed,, and when, and
under what ‘conditions they migrate, the
direction they take, and the dijtance they
go, and the length of ‘time they remain be-
fore they commence thelr homeéward flight
again. They know, also,. the fatal  effect
that heavy rains and sudden chinges of
weather have on them, and that smoke
will kill them as quickly as ‘fire,” They
know, too, the parasites which live off the
grasshoppers, and the’ birds—particularly
the grackle and the English rook—that
feed upon them. Knowing all this, they
believe that the migration from British
America can be, in a great measure,
stopped, and that in case they do visit the
fields of Missouri, Kansas, and other States
of the Union, the farmers can be fore-
warned in. time to, prepare for them with
fire and water. The commission will rec-
ommend measures to congress lovking to a
government treatment of this plague at its

There are any number
of good democrals here who know Til-
den's ability and shrewdness, believe he
is a8 honest as & lawyer and politician
can be, and feel that it is & shame he was
cheated out of the presidency this time,
who yet hold that his nomination for 1830
would be prematare and might defeat the
party. Bayard, Hendricks, Hancock, Mc-
Clellan, Wade, Hampton, Lamar or some
other candidate may be far more available
then, than Tilden. A good deal of tho
anti-Tilden feeling here grows out of his
disposition to use the party for his own
personal ends. -Like Artemus Ward, who
was willing to sacrifice all his own and
his wife's relations in the war, Tilden is

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Russian general, Bkobeleff, ind carried an'
important position or two in Qsman’s line
of defenses, and that the' Turks were ob-
served to be massing at certain points, as
if about to attempt the long-threatened
sortie for the purpose of breaking through
the besieging forces. Decisive news may
be expected from that quarter within a
dayortwo. ' :

The Servians are busily engaged in col-
Jecting war material, and the movement
of troops to the frontier is continued. To
the porte's demand for the removal of the
forces already in threatening position on
the border, the government of Prince
Milan has replied that it is impossible to
leave the inhabitants without military pro-
tection, If the Turks do not succeed in
bresking through the encompassing Rus-
sian lines at Plevns, or obtainiog an im-
portant advantage in some other direction,
and thus affording the Servians a fresh in-
spiration of prudence, the little army of
the principality will be marching under
the Russian banners within a week, The
strenuous efforts Russia is making to ob-
tain the assistance of the rather reluctant
Servians, show that the czar and his advis-
ers are not only still 1esolute in their pur-
pose to crush out Ottoman power in Eu-
rope, but are at length persuaded that the
job is a much larger one than they at first
expected it would be, The late accept-
ance of Roumania’s help, and the pressure
now exerted to bring Prince Milan’s con-
tingent into the fleld, may be fairly inter-
preted as a confession that Russia, withall
her tremendous preponderance of resourceg
finds herself unable alone to master her
weak but desperate foe.

THE FRENCE SITUATION.

A review of the situation in France is
becoming a necessity, every week, in or-
cder to keep up with the developments.
The sessions during the week vere very
exciting.

TE expected speech-making on the re-
lations between the executive and the leg-
islature, occurred in the French chamber of
deputies, on Wednesday last. M. Fourtou
appeared as the champion of the ministers
and Marshal MacMabon. He argued that,
as the votes for the government numbered
8,600,000 at the late election, while those
for the radicals were 4,800,000, there was
to pear an equality of strength in the two
parties to justifiy the sssumption of abso.
lute control of the government by one of
them. He asserted that there was a good
deal of intimidation and bull-dosing on
the part of radicals while the goverment
refrained from the exertion of any pres-
sure upon the electors. This was perhaps
a joke, but the deputies of the left were
too wildly excited to see it. M. Fourtou
professed an entire willingness to have the
election investigated, but blandly assured
the other side that no such onesided in-
quiry as they proposed would be tolerated.
Jules Ferry replied in excited and threat-
ening tones, declaring that a second dis-
solution would be a eoup d'elat of hypoc-
risy—a hazardous experiment, to which
France would not submit, He concluded
with the warning exclamation, “you must
take care! Democracy has some blood in
its veins!"” From the violence of the scene
that followed, it seems not unlikely that
some of the blood may be let out before
the crisis ends. The day’s session ended
in uproar,- Thé *‘copstitutional” or con-
servative senutors, who hold the balance of
power have refused to negotiate with the
left for the election of life senators, but
they have pot as yet given any other io-
dication of their attitude, They are able
to carry or defeat, as they please, the gov.
ernment’s application for a new election.
