There is a smaller proportion of the

population of Michigan now mak-
ing their livings on the farm and

from the farm than at auy time

since this state was organized.

There has been more preaching

and teaching during recent years

relative to the necessity of having

more farmers and fewer city dwel-

lers than ever before, but in spite

of efforts in that direction the num-

ber of city dwellers are increasing

in largerjproportion than ever be-

fore while the number of farmers ’s

growing smaller.

It is to this fact, of course, that

in large part is due the increase in

the price of farm produce.

This is a condition which it was

thought supply and demand would

naturally be expected to care for.

Show
me a flock of hens with the gladsome
cackle, and I will show you a flock
of hens that is in the egg business
every day of the week. When I ap-
proach a silent poultry yard during
working hours I naturally, feel that
there is something wrong there —
either sicknes sor worthlessness from
age or other causes.
A hen that has the proper instincts

wants to be doing something every
working minute. That she is not
particular whether it be in your fa-
vorite pansy bed or not is "another
story.” The scraggy legged hen is
usually found on the roosts. How-
ever, she is sometimes a good layer,
but as a rule she is a losing proposi-
tion, and usually one of the first af-
fected by disease. Her condition is
usually a symptom of a poor constitu-
tion. Anyhow, it is safer to get rid
of her.
Poultrymen, as a rule, keep too

many fowls for their accommodations.
So in weeding out the old ones and
the drones you had better err on the
side of retaining too few rather than
too many. You mav have accommo-
dations for 1,000; if so, don’t try to
keep 1,500. Or your capacity may
be 80 or 100; then don’t keep 125
or 200. At any rate, only keep the
number and kind of fowls that pay
you a profit.— Michigan Farmer.

The completion of telegragh-tele-

phone circuits in Michigan over

which farmers can send, from their

homes, telegrams to any point, and

CHEAPER MEAT.
Lower prices for meat are reported

at most of the leading centers, and
especially in the East, where prices
have been the highest. Market men
attirbute the reduction to. the great
crops of corn and other feed, which
have tended to reduce prices for these
cereals. Increased production of hogs
especially has followed the unusually
high prices for pork combined with
an abundance of feed. If this be the
real reason for lower meat prices
there is hope that a still further re-
duction will come about, as the corn
crop this year is a record breaker.
With lower prices for corn and hogs,
the farmer will not prosper so greatly,
hut for a long period he has profited
at the expense of the consumer, who
has been unduly persecuted by the
high cost of living. It is but a nat-
ural reaction for the pendulum to
swing the other way for a few years.
—South Dakota Farmer.

HATCHING CHICKENS IN A
HOT WELL.

It has remainec for a clever Cali-
fornia rancher to find practical use
for a well of hot water he found on
his place. This man was the pos-
sessor of a ranch that contains a nat-
ural hot water plant which seemed
to be neither useful nor ornamental
until he ingeniously devised a scheme
for the hatching of chickens by the
heat in the water. He found that,
the well had an even temperature of
103 degrees, says Popular Mechanics,
and after testing its capacity with
one “setting’’ of eggs, every one of
which hatched, made permanent use
of it.

A galvanized iron incubator was
especiall" built for this purpose. It
is two feet long, 18 inches wide and
six inches high, fitted with two air
pipes and a chimney-like ventilator
with a cover twelve inches high.
